GETTING STARTED

HOW TO USE THIS BOOK

Welcome to Half-Life® 2: Prima Official Game Guide. The following
sections reveal in detail all the necessary elements you need to
survive, thrive, and resist the Combine’s assorted forces. Before you
squeeze into your HEV Suit, thoroughly digest the strategies
presented here.

The bulk of this guide is a walkthrough of the single-player
adventure. Each chapter has labeled maps and various additional
information boxes to further aid your progress:

Tips, Notes, and Cautions: These detail a preferred tactic (Tip), an
interesting aside (Note), or a dangerous problem (Caution) nearby.
Entity Encounter: A quick run-down of an enemy the first time you
encounter it, along with takedown tactics as applicable.

Additional Investigations: These detail key information and some
game script, along with any backstory elements.

G-Man About Town: Your sponsor is keeping a closer eye on you than
you may realize. His spying spots are revealed.

Lambda Location: Every time a member of the resistance scrawls a
lambda logo on a wall, we show you where the hidden goods are.
Inventory Adaptation: Whenever a new weapon or offensive
capability becomes available, these provide a brief description of the
item's effectiveness and usage.

THE MAIN MENU

Once you turn on your Xbox®, you are greeted by the Game Menu
screen. Press to access the Main Menu screen, or leave the
game running to watch a movie.

MAIN MENU (AND IN-GAME MENU] CHOICES
Use © or @ to negotiate up and down this menu. You have the
following choices:

Continue Game: Return to the current game, or your last save point.
This is known as Resume Game from the In-Game Menu.

New Game: Main Menu Only. When selected, you can begin a new
game from the start, or from the beginning of each game chapter you
have previously completed.

Save Game: In-Game Menu Only. Select “New Saved Game” in the
list to create a new file, or select a previously saved game to
overwrite a file. You can have up to 30 different saved games before
you must overwrite one.

Load Game: Select and start a previously saved game. You can have
up to 30 different saved games, or positions within a game.

Restart Map: In-Game Only. This allows you to begin a new game
instantly, if your current outing isn’t going the way you wish.
Options: Once activated, you can enter the main game options
screen.

Quit: In-Game Only. Quit out to the Main Menu. Remember to

save first!

OPTIONS MENU CHOICES

You have the following choices:

GAME

m Difficulty: Set the Difficulty to “Easy,” “Normal,” or “Hard.”

m Captioning: Select “No Captions,” “Subtitles,” or “Closed
Captions.” This is useful for the hearing-impaired.

m Music Volume: Adjust the music from silence (0) to maximum (17)
on a 17-point sliding scale.

m Game Volume: Adjust the voice and sound effects from silence (0)
to maximum (17) on a 17-point sliding scale.

m Adjust Brightness: Adjust the brightness from dark (0) to light (17)
on a 17-point sliding scale. Useful if you are in an overly bright or
dark room.

CONTROLLER

m Look Type: Choose from “Normal” or “Inverted.” Normal means
you look up when you press 6 Inverted means you look down
when you press @.

m Thumbsticks: Choose from “Normal” or “Southpaw.” Normal
means @ controls your movement and @ controls your looking.
Southpaw reverses this, and is intended for left-handed players.

m Vibration: This turns on or off your controller’s vibration feature.

m Suit Zoom: Choose from “Toggle” or “Hold.” Toggle means you
press @ once to use the zoom feature of your HEV Suit, and again
to zoom out. Hold means you must press and hold @ for the zoom
function to occur. The former is usually preferable.

m Crouch: Choose from “Toggle” or “Hold.” Toggle means you press
@ once to use the zoom feature of your HEV Suit, and again to
zoom out. Hold means you must press and hold @ for the zoom
function to occur. The former is almost always preferable as you
have more control.

m Horizontal Look Speed: Adjust the way you look from side to side
from very slowly (0) to extremely quickly (17) on a 17-point sliding
scale.

m Vertical Look Speed: Adjust the way you look up and down from
very slowly (0] to extremely quickly (17) on a 17-point sliding scale.

BUTTONS

This menu allows you to reassign any command to any button. It is
entirely up to you if you wish to attempt this, as many players feel the
default settings work well enough.

RESTORE DEFAULTS

This restores all the options to their default setting.

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DIFFICULTY DEFINED
Quick descriptions of the settings are listed here, followed by detailed
comparisons of how these differences affect gameplay.

Easy: Enemies are weak and easy to defeat.

Normal: Enemies are stronger and have basic combat skills, making
them more difficult to defeat.

Hard: Enemies have advanced combat skills, making them deadly
opponents.

Easy Comparison to Normal:

= More ammunition is available, your weapons are more powerful,
and enemies are weaker.

= You receive 20 percent more ammunition when picking up
ammo items.

= You take one-half of the damage values listed in the Bestiary
section of this guide, except when damaged by fire, falling,
drowning, physics, poison, or sniper.

MODIFYING STRAFING AND LOOKING

In the Options - Controller area, you can increase or decrease the
sensitivity of your strafing and looking; the higher the value, the
quicker you will sidestep or swing your head around.

m If you're constantly being hit before you can turn and react to an
enemy, try increasing your strafing and looking.

= You receive automatic aiming assistance (auto-aim).

Hard Comparison to Normal:

m Less ammunition is available, your weapons are slightly less
powerful, and enemies are much more dangerous.

= You receive 40 percent less ammunition when picking up
ammo items.

= You take 150 percent of the damage listed in the Bestiary section of
this guide, except when damaged by fire, falling, drowning, physics,
poison, or sniper.

= You inflict 75 percent of the damage values listed in the Weapons
Detail section of this guide.

m You receive no aiming assistance (auto-aim) from the computer.

CONTROLS

These are the default controls; choose Options at the Main Menu, and
access the Controller and Buttons configuration settings.

= If you're constantly overshooting enemies when targeting them,
try decreasing your strafing and looking.

Once familiar with these maneuvers, experiment with the many
subtle moves you can achieve with different button and thumbstick
interactions. For example, sidestep right (@) and turn left (@) to
move away from a target in a circle.

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This isn't available until it is given to you. It provides limited
protection from the elements (including enemy fire). It also displays
vital information on the heads-up display (HUD). The suit needs to be
recharged periodically; the greater the charge, the more protective
power the suit provides. It has the following additional functions.

The HEV Suit includes a
built-in Flashlight. Press
the Flashlight key Y& to
turn it on or off. The
Flashlight draws energy
from the suit battery, so be
sure to turn it off when you
exit a dark area. The
Flashlight recharges
automatically. When in use, the energy level is shown in the bottom-
left part of the screen.

1. Your health (on a scale of 0-100)

2. HEV Suit's protective charge (on a scale of 0-200; normally only
available up to 100)

3. Ammo remaining in the current clip

4. Total available ammo

5. Secondary ammo if available

6. Sprint, Flashlight, or Oxygen levels appear here
7. Target reticle

8. Available teammates

The HEV Suit’'s HUD shows health, available energy, and remaining
ammunition. It allows you to select a weapon or item quickly from
your inventory. It also alerts you when you are sustaining injury from
enemy fire (a red arc in the direction of the attack, allowing you to
quickly turn and deal with the situation at hand) and when an
environmental hazard such as radioactivity or drowning is threat-
ening your survival.

The Weapons Detail section of this guide has exhaustive information
on each piece of killing ordnance available. The following information
is initial advice on weapon management.

Along your journey, you can find and use a variety of weapons
ranging from common handguns to multipurpose experimental
prototypes. Most weapons offer a primary and secondary fire mode,
so become familiar with newly equipped weapons before heading into
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a firefight. Weapons are stored in one of four slots, easily accessed by
pressing 6 O, Q. or © at any time. Press the © pad more than
once to secure the next weapon in the list.

1. Weapon categories
2. Reticle

Crosshairs: The on-screen crosshairs, also known as the reticle,
aims your shots. In addition, the Quick Info reticle provides important
information about how close to your target your aim is. The darker
the color (from yellow to orange to red), the more precise and
damaging your shots will be.

Primary Fire: The right trigger (or ®] fires your weapon. Quickly tap,
and then press the fire button down to check whether your weapon
can be fired rapidly or not.

Secondary Fire: Some weapons have secondary fire, (they are
accessed using the left trigger (®©)). such as a Zoom or a grenade
launcher.

Note that some secondary fire ammunition may not be available
immediately.

Reload: Don't forget to Reload (@) when you have a break in combat.
You do not waste any ammo remaining in your clip when reloading.

You must learn some movement tactics that can save your hide time
and time again in combat situations.

The basic movement techniques are the foundation of more advanced
moves described later.

As you begin your adventure,
attempt to move continu-
ously; a moving target is
more difficult to hit.
Perfecting the sidestep, or
strafe, is the key to maneu-
vering while keeping your
target within your
crosshairs.
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CROUCHING (PRESS IN @)
Ducking decreases your
target profile and allows you
to remain in a smaller
amount of cover for a longer
period of time. Crouching is
also necessary when
maneuvering through small
ducts or other tiny areas.
Combine this with a jump to leap through small windows, or other
tight spaces above you.

SPRINTING AND JUMPING (®, THEN Q)

Your suit's new Sprint function is exceptional for moving quickly
through an area, but don’t dash through a zone you haven't explored
fully. You can only sprint for a short amount of time (indicated on
screen), so use this power wisely, such as for negotiating a pipe
belching hazardous smoke. Try sprinting and jumping to reach a far
balcony or ledge, such as leaping an area of sand or gap between
balconies. Otherwise, jumping is simply a method of maneuvering
across openings. It can also be used to dodge incoming fire.

GRABBING

Most useful when climbing
up and down ladders,
pressing the ® grabs and
releases your grip from the
ladder, enabling you to
quickly move away from a
ladder you can sometimes
become “stuck” on.

SWIMMING

Although not used to the
same extent as in the
original Half-Life, your
suit’s oxygen tank is set up
to give you a small air
supply-just enough to
venture underwater.
Remember you can use 9
to rise to the surface, and your look direction influences whether you
swim up or down. When in a panic, point up and move!

STRAFE, DON'T TURN (<@, THEN ©®)

A distinct technique from turning (which is moving forward and
looking), strafing involves moving sideways while keeping your body
facing the same direction you are looking. Initially, it is useful for
dodging incoming bullets without losing sight of your foe. Strafe left
to avoid a bullet, and right to return to your previous position.

Practice this. It is especially useful at range, where you can nimbly
sidle left and right, avoiding gunfire while continuously targeting an
enemy and firing.

STRAFE AROUND CORNERS

The next technique to learn is to strafe around corners. Usually, you
would walk slightly past a corner, then turn (by looking). Not so if you
want to remain healthy. Instead, just before reaching a corner, turn
and face the new passage before proceeding. Then sidestep out and
press forward. This allows you to react instantly to any enemies
ahead. This example shows avoiding a nasty Barnacle attack with
this method.

RUNNING BACKWARD

When facing aggressive and highly intelligent enemies in a limited
space, maneuvering backward can be more productive than turning
and fleeing. You are able to lay down fire, won't be shot in the back,
and can then take cover. Practice maneuvering through the train
station or plaza in City 17 at the start of your adventure. Then retrace
your steps, this time traveling backward. Once you can maneuver
without floundering, you can apply this in the combat zone.

KEY TACTICS

-

Putting strafing together with gunfire results in the slide-and-attack
technique. You remain the same distance away from your enemy, but
shift left and right while keeping your foe targeted, plugging away
until your adversary falls. This is a reasonable plan for dealing with
semi-intelligent enemies in an enclosed space.

HIDE AND PEEK

-

Wherever possible, a better way to fight involves diving behind crates
or staying at a corner, peeking out to fire, and then returning to cover.
You can be fired upon for only a limited amount of time. You do need
to re-target your enemy each time you pop out, however, so watch
your step when using this technique against fast-moving entities.
When entering a room, use this technique if you're in a safe position
to quickly determine the threats in the chamber, and then enter.

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CIRCLE-STRAFING

The most advanced maneuver to avoid foes is the circle-strafe. This
must be undertaken in an area large enough to accommodate you as
you run around an enemy, circling the foe while keeping your gun
targeted directly on him. This way, you can constantly plug bullets
into him while remaining difficult to hit. Vary your direction, and
maneuver in and out to become even more hard to kill.

A cunning practitioner of the “grenade jump” can scale a higher wall
than usual to escape an area, maneuver over a high fence, or
circumvent a trap. Highly dangerous, and unnecessary in almost all
circumstances, the move is executed by sprinting, shooting an SMG
grenade at the ground, lobbing a Frag Grenade at the area where you
want it to explode, or launching a rocket into the ground beneath you,
and then jumping. You can use the Gravity Gun’s primary fire to
propel an object you're standing on with much the same effect. The
resulting explosion wounds (and can kill) you, but propels you
skyward. Use this for shortcuts only!

GENERAL TECHNIQUES

EXPLORE THOROUGHLY,
CLEAR YOUR AREA
During your adventure,
inspect every nook and
cranny, and remember
every junction where you
missed a branching
pathway, or ladder you
didn’t have time to climb.
Thorough exploration usually solves a seemingly infuriating dead
end, such as a gate that you can't open (chances are that a switch or
other device lies nearby). Make sure you break open every Supply
Crate, check every corner, and stop for a moment to inspect the
walls, ceilings, and floors so you don’t miss a hidden duct or passage.
Don't flee a combat area to another area; try securing each area
you're in before continuing, unless the walkthrough instructs you
otherwise.

SAVE OFTEN (PRESS €, HIGHLIGHT “SAVE GAME")

Saving your game seems like a simple idea, but in the heat of battle
you can forget, and then have to replay major portions of a level.
Whenever you reach a junction, after every battle or escape, and each
time you peek around a corner, view a nasty enemy, and dart back
behind cover, you should save.

EXPERIMENT

With weapons as varied as the Zero Point Energy Field Gravity Gun,
you'll find that dozens of possible methods exist for completing each
area. Using a different weapon to clear the same area produces an

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entirely different gameplay experience each time you play.
Remember that risky tactics are sometimes the most adrenaline-
pumping, so next time you spot a squad of Soldiers and think you can
bludgeon them to death with a Crowbar instead of using cover and a
submachine gun, save your game and give it a try!

CRATE BLOCKING

In certain situations, you
can actually use scenery
items to your advantage,
such as for destroying
enemies, or at the very
least bloc.klng their péth. &

isn't a simple matter of s 1‘-,
completing areas by laying waste to them; preventing enemies from
chasing you by blocking their path is another tactic to try.

CARRYING ITEMS
Pressing 9 enables you to
carry an item, although
certain heavier items
require a little more
exertion, and some can't be
lifted at all. Play with items
to learn their behavior :
when thrown, shoved, or " 7

otherwise manipulated to see which can become valuable weapons,
movable cover, or crushing devices to use against the enemy.

FULL-LIFE: STRATEGIES FOR SURVIVAL

Before you begin your mission, make sure you remember at least a

couple of the following tips to increase your chances of survival. You
should also read up on the characters, enemies, and weapons you'll
need to complete this monumental task.

DOUBLE DOWN FOR
GRAVITY

Be sure you memorize
Q.9: This double tap
brings up your Gravity Gun.
This way you can quickly
flick between firepower and
scenery item movement.
Learn which taps of the @
allow access to your other weapons, too. For example, you can shove
a wardrobe down some stairs into an enemy, then hit & once to
switch immediately to the Pistol and finish off the wounded victim.
Because the Gravity Gun is used more than any other weapon,
flicking between it and your other most effective gun for the situation
is quicker than manually cycling through all your firepower.

HEADS UP

Headshots: the only way to
defeat your foes. Whenever
possible, aim at your
enemy'’s head, if it has one.
The damage you inflict is
tripled. Furthermore, when
dealing with Zombies, you . 3
can kill both the Zombie i . ~ gy

and the Headcrab controlling it, whereas if you strike the Zombie's
body, the Headcrab usually survives.
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With nimble key strokes,
you can turn any weapon
into a sniper rifle. Press @
to use your suit's Zoom
function to inspect an
enemy in the distance, get
a good view, then fire as
you zoom out. You can wing
a target from extreme range by using this method.

HEALTH B ‘?

Zombies and Combine Soldiers just don't get along. Sentry guns
programmed to attack will take out Zombies for you. Fast Zombies
and Antlions facing off is a sight to behold. An Antlion Guard devas-
tating a Combine Soldier squad is a thrilling and one-sided carnage-
fest. If there are two types of enemy in a single area, it is sometimes
best to let their animosity play out. It saves ammunition too.

Listening is just as
important as an itchy
trigger-finger and a circle-
strafe. You can actually
hear enemies ahead,
behind, or around you if you
listen. Sometimes an
enemy out of view is still
able to be heard, allowing you to react before you see it.

Be sure your dexterity is
attuned and your game is
saved; numerous narrow
ledges, cliffsides, and
precipices endanger you
with a potential death
plummet. Keep a steady
pace and don't rush these
sections.

Whether a group of crates,
a duct grating, or a
barricade of planks, many
obstacles can be removed
or maneuvered around by
smashing with either the
Crowbar or the force of the
Gravity Gun.

Climbing ladders can be
treacherous until you
employ the technique of
pressing @ to grab and
release your grip on a
ladder. This lets you
negotiate ladders without
fear near precipices.

Heading up and down
stairs is a simple concept,
but always check whether
you can see through the
stairs and blast incoming
enemies from above or
below. Also watch for
ambushes on stairways.

These barrels are an
important offensive tool
and the demise of an
unwary player. Two bullets
will cause a barrel to catch
fire after a three-second
delay, and three bullets
detonate them. Blow them
apart to defeat enemies, but watch out for chain reactions.

Whether it's the colossal
Razor Tren hurtling by you,
or a Combine Armored
Personnel Carrier (APC)
driving in the streets below,
large vehicles cannot be
entered or driven, and
serve only as deadly
obstacles. Don't step out in front of them!

Doors appear in a variety
of shapes and types.
Although they are easy to
operate by pressing @, be
aware that a squeaky door
opening can alarm
enemies. Remember

that you can fire through
mesh gates.
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DUCTS

Air-conditioning ducts are
always big enough to crawl
through. Arm the Crowbar
or a close-assault weapon,
and switch on the Flashlight
when exploring.

ENERGY WALLS

The Combine has erected
large blue walls of energy
in various areas around
the city to stop citizens
(and you) from venturing
outside of its control.
Some walls can be
powered down, but most
are dead ends. Watch out for enemy forces, though; they can move
through energy walls at will.

s S

WATER

Once you determine that
the liquid you're about to
wade into isn't radioactive
or swarming with
Carnivorous Leeches, you
can dive in. Note that your
Crossbow and Crowbar
work underwater, and you
have limited oxygen. Find the surface as fast as you can.

COVER

When engaged in a vicious
firefight, make sure you
locate cover. Crouching
behind it is an excellent
plan. Notice what happens
to cover when enemy fire
hits it; some is destroyed,
cars can move, and other
cover remains sturdy.

LAMBDA LOGOS

The resistance forces use a
lambda logo that they

| spray-paint or stamp
across the walls
throughout your adventure,
and this is always a sign of
a hidden weapon or ammo
i cache nearby.

VALVES, LEVERS, AND
SWITCHES

You'll find devices that
must be pressed, turned,
or generally fiddled with,
and the general rule is to
use these devices. Some
can't be reset, or require
you to hold @ instead of

tapping it.

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RADIOACTIVE SLUDGE
Radioactive waste is
extremely dangerous, and a
built-in Geiger counter on
your HEV Suit warns you of
its location (although it is
easy to spot]. You'll lose
significant health if you
wade in.

PARASITE ROCKETS
Seen either arcing through
the sky leaving a bluish
trail, or already embedded
in the ground, parasite
rockets are named after
the Headcrab cargo they
unload on impact. If you
spot a rocket, prepare for
Headcrab combat.

ELECTRICITY

Various disturbances
sometimes shake
electrical cables free of
their moorings, and the
shock you can receive is
damaging. Stay away
from writhing cables,
electrified containers, or
electrified water.

RAMPS
Scattered throughout the
canals and coastal areas
: are a variety of ramps,

= which you should approach
at maximum velocity; you
must jump some ramps
just to continue progress.
Hit them head-on and fast.

PUZZLES

Don’t expect to waltz
through this adventure with
guns blazing; you must
solve a number of brain-
teasing puzzles.
Fortunately, the
walkthrough reveals all of
the puzzles and their
solutions.

ELEVATORS

Some elevators don't work,
and most others are
controlled by another
character. Look up or down
as the elevator moves, and
look for the direction of the
exit door and turn that way.
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FIRE

Moving into fire is never
recommended, but it is a
useful tool for destroying
enemies, mainly the
undead Zombie types.
Escaping gas, explosive
barrels, canisters, gas
pumps, and gas cans are
all flammable. Stand far back.

SAND

The coastal plains
stretching away from City
17 are home to a vicious
creature known as the

Antlion, and as soon as you
stand on sand (whether
covered in grass or not],
these entities spawn. Stay
off the sand!

OCEAN

The ocean is a deadly place
that you should not venture
into under any circum-
stances; it teems with
schools of Carnivorous
Leeches that quickly

| kill you.

THUMPERS

Large black obelisks are
part of the Combine
technology that is actually
advantageous to be near;
they halt Antlions from
spawning in a circum-
ference around the device.
These can be switched on
and off.

CUBBY HOLE COVER
Taking cover behind objects
is an excellent option
discussed earlier, but you
can also use confined
spaces to hide without fear
of attack from similarly
sized enemies, such as this
cubby hole too small for a
Fast Zombie to enter. Defeat enemies at your leisure.

PLUGS

Powerful devices not yet
spliced into the Combine
Citadel run off generators,
and these are connected by
large plugs. It only takes a
swift tug (from your hands
or Gravity Gun) to unhook
such a device.

LASER TRIP-MINES
Watch your step when you
spot a faint red or blue
laser beam; these are
attached to mines on the
wall, gun emplacements,
or ground turrets. The
walkthrough details how to
avoid these.

MONITORS

Monitors scattered about
the environment range
from towering screens
attached to large buildings
across City 17 to smaller
monitors in command
rooms inside Nova
Prospekt. These have
multiple channels; press @ to flick through them.

COMPUTER TERMINALS
The Combine’s giant
computer terminals
provide command-and-
control capabilities and
have been installed
throughout City 17 and
Nova Prospekt. You have no
security clearance; only
other characters can access these devices.

COMBINE LOCKS

Many doors are sealed by a
complex black Combine
lock that requires specialist
Electro Magnetic Pulse
(EMP) devices to unlock.
Unfortunately, you do not
possess one. Alyx Vance
has been known to carry
such a lock pick, however.

NON-PLAYER
CHARACTERS

These are friendly entities
you meet along your way.
Talk to them by meeting
them and pressing @.
Continue to press @ for
further conversation, or
sometimes combat
supplies.

COMBINE GENERATORS
Encased in thick metal
frames, City 17's Combine
security points and large-
scale suppressor weapons
are powered by massive
generators. To disable
them, they must be opened
and the inner core orb
removed.
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DESTINATIONS

CITY 17

The once-bustling
metropolis with a rich
history and numerous
landmarks is now slowly
being overrun by the
Combine after a surprise
attack and Earth’s !
surrender. Combine propa- == '
ganda is constantly spewed over giant monitors and speakers via the
mouthpiece of the surrender and human consul Wallace Breen, while
the populace live in squalor, deal with psychotropic foodstuffs, and
suffer constant brutal treatment by the Overwatch, the Combine's
police forces.

THE KANALS

A crisscrossing maze of
conduits, channels, and
sewers connects the city to
a river system and dam
where the city’s water
supply is pumped (now
under Combine control). A
rag-tag resistance force
uses the dilapidated nature of the canals as an underground railroad
of sorts, ferrying those with predisposition for social unrest out to the
relative safety of the surrounding countryside-safe, that is, until the
Combine began to bomb the area with parasite rockets.

BLACK MESA EAST

The epicenter of the human
resistance, this well-hidden
compound has been strug-
gling to remain hidden
from prying Combine eyes,
and is the base for the
continuing work by Doctor
Eli Vance, a survivor of the  * cy
original Black Mesa Incident. Ably assisted by his daughter Alyx and
colleague Doctor Mossman, this laboratory is buried deep under-
ground and features numerous escape routes should the Combine
attack, including a blocked-off passage to the plague town of
Ravenholm.

RAVENHOLM

A once-prosperous mining
settlement renowned for its
minerals, this resistance
hotspot was recently
discovered by the Combine,
who immediately
dispatched a number of
parasite rockets. The
effects on the town were devastating; a plague of Headcrabs
descended and ended the lives of townsfolk and many rebels. The
only rumored survivor is the pastor of the town's church, Father
Grigori, although his whereabouts are currently unknown.

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SHOREPOINT
Run by Leon, one of the
resistance veterans, this
dockyard at the south-
ernmost tip of the coastal
region is another rebel
stronghold where guerilla-
style attacks on the

] Combine are planned and
performed. A constant battle rages to hold this station because of the
Combine and monstrous incursions from the coast.

NEW LITTLE ODESSA
The second major
settlement along the coast, k.
this was once a fishing J
hamlet, but has now been
turned into a thoroughfare
for resistance forces
heading toward the main
viaduct, a place called L .
Bridge Point which has recently fallen into Combine hands. This
stronghold is named after its eccentric leader, Colonel Odessa
Cubbage.

LIGHTHOUSE POINT

The northern tip of the
coastal road ends at
another human settlement
under constant Combine
attack, and is the key
bridge between the ocean
wastelands and the gun
emplacements of Nova o - =
Prospekt. The lighthouse and trio of slowly disintegrating buildings
around disguise the importance of this destination.

NOVA PROSPEKT
A gulag where society's
least productive members
were imprisoned, this
rambling prison set high
above the ocean cliffs has
now been acclimatized to
Combine control, and is

e " slowly being integrated into
a factory of sorts. Recent intelligence points to this prison becoming
a processing plant for citizens deemed troublesome, who are sorted
at City 17's train station and transported in confining pods via Razor
Tren to Nova Prospekt to face an unknown fate.

THE CITADEL

A towering spire so
immense its upper tip
cannot be seen through the
clouds, this seems to be
the focus of the Combine’s
power. Viewing the Citadel
from the outside yields no ;
real knowledge of its A y
internal workings, except for a stream of machines being released
periodically from its massive ducts, and a gargantuan wall of dark
onyx-like metal that slowly tears through the city, feeding the
machine. Perhaps the secrets of the Combine are hidden inside this
ominous edifice.
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WEAPONS DETAIL

Fighting the Combine requires a variety of specialized equipment.
Throughout the adventure, you regularly locate different types of
killing weaponry and use them in a variety of offensive operations.
This section covers all the weapons you can carry on your person
(on-board ordnance), plus essential items to collect (in-game
inventory).

ON-BOARD ORDNANCE

Here we reveal and explain each weapon you can carry on your
person and access through your HEV Suit's HUD at the top of the
screen. They are listed here in the order they appear as you cycle
through your inventory.

To determine which weapon to use in terms of damage, compare
the “damage inflicted” number listed in this section to the
enemy'’s health detailed in the next section of this guide; this
tells you how many shots it takes to defeat a particular foe.

NOTE

SCENIC DEBRIS

Damage inflicted:

Varies (light)

Description: Various scattered
objects, from paint cans to
radiators affixed to walls, found
throughout your adventure.
Techniques: Look for an object, E o
press @ to pick it up, and press @ again to drop it, or either @ or ®
to throw it. The height at which you're looking influences how far the
object will travel. Heavier objects cannot be thrown as far as lighter
objects. Practice throwing items of different size and weight until you
are comfortable with how objects behave. This form of attack is not
recommended, as it is incredibly ineffectual. Pick up and punt objects
using the Zero Point Energy Field Manipulator instead.

Targets: Scanners, until the Gravity Gun is acquired, then any
human-sized or smaller enemies.

Chapter located: 2, A Red

Damage inflicted: 10

Description: A straight bar of
steel, with the working end
shaped like a chisel, bent and
forked, usually used as a lever.
Techniques: This is the first actual weapon you find, and not too
different from a tool picked up during the original Black Mesa
Incident. You can swing it at any nearby enemies (especially good for
battering Headcrabs if you time the swing to coincide with the beast's
jump), and is also useful for breaking apart wooden barricades, and
other scenery you don't wish to waste ammunition on. Also use it to
bludgeon lone Zombies or Police, and in tight spots (such as venti-
lation ducts).

Targets: Headcrabs, Metro Police, or Soldiers. (Only attack Combine
forces if you have no other choice.)

Primary: ® Overhand strike

Description: A silver-and-black
9mm Combine-approved handgun with 18 bullets in the clip.
Techniques: This accurate tool, the first weapon you receive that
enables you to bring down enemies at range, is more helpful than
you may initially realize. Despite the low damage it inflicts, it fires as
fast as you can manually pull the trigger—a vital point to learn,
allowing upward of three shots per second if your reactions are fast
enough. The faster you fire, the less accurate your shots become, so
consider target distance versus situational urgency when deciding
how quickly to fire.
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Targets: Metro Police, Scanners (especially at distance), Barnacles,
Headcrabs, and fights with one or two enemies at a time.

Description: A heavy, six-shot

silver revolver with incredibly powerful bullets loaded manually into
the chamber.

Techniques: Six shots, a lengthy reload time, and no secondary fire
may dissuade you from using this. Ignore these shortcomings; the
weapon takes down any pedestrian enemy with a single shot, even at
range. Ensure an instant kill by aiming at the head. For single assas-
sinations at close or long ranges, there's nothing quite as satisfying
as a takedown with a Magnum. If you have incredible dexterity, use
the Magnum to shoot incoming grenades back at the attacker. This is
the preferred weapon for this tactic because the strength of the shot
ricochets the grenade away with extreme force. Employ hit-and-run
tactics with this weapon, popping out from cover to kill an enemy,
then darting back to relative safety.

Targets: Metro Police and Soldiers, all Zombie types, especially Fast
Zombies (headshots only).

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Description: A compact but powerful Combine-approved subma-
chine gun with integrated secondary grenade-launcher capabilities.
Techniques (Primary): A rapid-fire, all-purpose combat weapon, this
is your default ordnance for tackling enemies in the widest variety of
combat situations until the Pulse Rifle is obtained. The SMG has a
very high rate of fire, but only mid-level damage when it hits, so it is
best suited to close-to-mid-range combat. Watch your ammo level;
there's a tendency to lay down too many consecutive shots. Use quick
and accurate bursts of fire. A good rule of thumb is: the faster the
enemy, the shorter and sharper the bursts of SMG fire should be. For
Zombies, unload constantly until it falls. For a Headcrab, tap tiny
bursts to maximize your ammo supply. This is a fine weapon for
circle-strafing.

Targets (Primary): Any enemy confrontation with troops (humanoid
size or smaller), Antlions, and three foes or fewer in a group.
Techniques (Secondary): The Secondary Fire for this weapon lobs an
explosive Grenade in an arc in the direction you point your weapon.
The Grenade instantly explodes on impact. This is a very useful
“panic button” for situations that quickly turn ugly (such as when
backing up from an ambush), to dispatch two or more enemies very
close together, or to remove enemies when it's almost time to reload
the SMG's primary fire.

Targets (Secondary): Clumps of enemies just appearing out of
doorways or confined in a small chamber. Also able to flush snipers
from windows with careful aiming.

Description: 12-gauge manual-pump shotgun firing buckshot load.
Techniques: An exceptional close-quarter weapon, Father Grigori's
12-gauge shotgun has tremendous stopping power that can't be
beaten (except by the Magnum, which requires more accuracy).
However, damage at range tails off considerably; this may be an
essential weapon for blasting the Headcrabs off Zombies, but it's
unimpressive at mid to long range. It has two additional firing
abilities that you should test: The first is the secondary fire, which is
a slower-firing burst that uses double the ammunition, but inflicts
more damage. Use this on a single, powerful enemy that's in your
face. The other firing mode is the out-of-ammo firing; you can
manually load and fire a single shot. This takes around half a second
per action, and is much slower than backing out of a fight and
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completing the chamber reload. Use this technique only when facing
an immediate threat and cannot switch to the Magnum. You can also
employ hit-and-run tactics with the Shotgun; stepping out of cover,
blasting, and returning to hide. Or, let the enemy spot you, hide
around a corner, wait for them to appear, and blast them. Reload
when no enemies are around; it's better to switch to another weapon
than wait for a Shotgun reload in the heat of battle.

Targets: Headcrabs on Zombies, Headcrabs, any entity at close
range (less than 20 feet).

Description: Combine-assembled dual-purpose Overwatch Pulse
Rifle with optional energy orb thrust launcher.

Techniques (Primary): An exceptional rapid-fire variant to your SMG,
the Overwatch Pulse Rifle (also known as the AR2] is an impressive
piece of Combine manufacturing issued to some Soldier classes.
Featuring extremely hard-hitting pulses and quick reload, this is a
viciously powerful weapon. Use even shorter and more accurate
bursts than with the SMG, as constant firing leads to massive
ammunition consumption. Highly accurate with almost double the
damage of the SMG, this is the choice weapon for intense combat
situations at medium to long distance and/or against a large number
of opponents. Use this instead of the SMG in long-range encounters
specifically.

Targets (Primary): Any enemy of Antlion size or smaller, groups of
enemies.

Techniques (Secondary): The secondary fire is a large energy ball
with a three-second lifespan. It should be accurately shot at a single
incoming enemy in a group. Normally, it travels for two seconds and
ricochets, killing enemies for one second. It is usually possible to
destroy three enemies with one orb. After three enemies or seconds,
the ball dissipates. To best use the limited orb life, you should be
relatively close to the enemy before launching it.

Targets [Secondary): Groups of enemies in an enclosed space (never
use on single humanoid-sized foes). Single large-scale entities (such
as Striders).

Description: Zero Point Energy Field Manipulation device emitting an
orange beam with inorganic-management capabilities.

Techniques: Also known as the Physics Cannon and the Gravity Gun,
the Zero Point Energy Field Manipulator is the most versatile, helpful,
and sometimes devastating weapon you're ever likely to find. How
you use this weapon is completely dependent upon your immediate
environment, allowing you to be very creative with scenic items, so
the walkthrough describes specific scenarios and tactics. The
controls are described here, along with some general guidelines for
how to apply the Gravity Gun's abilities.

O sucks objects (up to the size of a car] from their location and into
the Gravity Gun's field directly in front of you, where you can hold
them. Press @ again to drop them. “Pulling” objects using @ is a
long-range technique.

@® blasts objects (up to the size of a car) away from you. The blast
beam is powerful, but you can substantially increase this power by
first sucking (Q) an object toward you, then blasting it toward your
target. "Pushing” or “punting” objects using @ is a close-range
technique.

Press Q,Q to access the Gravity Gun, then learn the layout of your
weapon selection (detailed in the previous section) to quickly
change to another weapon. You must learn the “@ twice” technique
to bring up your Gravity Gun, as this is the most important weapon
in your repertoire.

Now that you know how, you need to know what to suck and blast:
Any object can be pulled or pushed, except for objects bolted to the
ground, or organic materials (such as Combine Soldiers or Alyx).
An object’s weight and size determines the force and distance it
travels when blasted. Small items (cans, small crates, saw blades)
travel fast and long. Medium items (radiators, washing machines)
travel fast and short. Large items (cars) can only be pushed.

Use radiators and similar objects (that don't block your vision) as
projectiles against enemies. You can use the same item repeatedly
and carry it along. This saves ammo. Saw blades are good, too.
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Stack items to gain access to upper areas.

Clear areas of debris quickly and effectively.

Grab items and supplies that you can't otherwise reach.

Destroy barricades with a @ blast.

Manipulate larger items (like cabinets) as shields or to block

enemy movement.

Explosive barrels can be manipulated carefully.

m Extra ammo or health can be carried or blasted into areas you
know you'll reach later.

m Destroy Manhacks and Rollermines by sucking them in and then
blasting them into a wall or the ocean. You can hold the Manhack
to use as a chainsaw.

= Grab and blast back incoming grenades and energy orbs (you can't
actually grab the orbs, but can manipulate them for multiple kills).

m Catch or deflect large objects falling toward you.

Secondary: © Suck and
hold object. Drop.

Primary: ® Punt object

Description: Zero Point Energy Field Manipulation device emitting a
blue beam with additional organic-management capabilities.
Techniques: Should the Gravity Gun's flux capacitors become
modified by Combine technology, both inorganic and organic
materials can now be manipulated. In addition to every ability
detailed previously, any enemy, whether human or machine, can be
sucked, blasted forward, or abused as if it were a barrel or piece of
debris. The offensive capabilities of this method of attack are unsur-
passed: "bowling” enemies into each other, carrying a suspended
enemy as a shield, and hurling scenic objects at your foes.

The Gravity Gun's power to move heavier inorganic objects has also
increased, and these make powerful projectiles. For example, you
can "yo-yo" energy conduit orbs between enemies, alternately
blasting and sucking these projectiles, bank them off walls, and
crush them with any large-scale available objects, or even use the
flailing bodies of Combine foes as humanoid shields while you
advance.

Targets: All Combine forces within the Citadel.
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Secondary:
@ Hold and throw (short)
@ Crouch and @: Hold and roll.

Primary: ® Hold and
throw (long)

Description: A single-use cylindrical military-issue fragmentation
Grenade with four-second fuse.

Techniques: Prime a Grenade with M or @, and then release it; the
trajectory is determined by your target reticle, not how long you hold
down the trigger. In primary fire situations, the Grenade is thrown
long through the air in an arcing movement. It lands and explodes
after its fuse expires, which starts from the moment you throw the
Grenade. The throw is key to flushing out enemies behind cover or
around corners. Practice banking Grenades around corners to gauge
the proper trajectory for making them detonate at the point you
desire.

Secondary fire with Grenades is the advanced tactic of throwing a
Grenade a short distance instead of long distance. This is useful
when you are around a corner close to your enemy. If you crouch and
press @, you roll the Grenade across the floor for more precise low-
level takedowns of devices such as ground turrets. Also remember
that enemy grenades can be picked up (by hand or Gravity Gun) and
tossed back at the target (or blown back with a Magnum shot],
although your timing must be precise. Finally, grenades are good for
flushing enemies out of buildings, or for sneak attacks on a group of
enemies unaware of your presence. For example, use another
weapon to break a window, then throw in the Grenade, or roll it
through a door.

Targets: Enemies behind cover or around corners, stationary
enemies, and ground turrets.
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Description: Black huntsman-style crossbow with a 250 lb.+ draw
weight and bolt speeds over 350 feet per second, with optional scope
mounting.

1 =l Techniques: The ultimate in stealth sniper weaponry, the long-
E— - distance takedowns available from this weapon more than make up
for the lengthy reload and low ammunition count. Takedown results
are impressive. The primary attack fires, and the secondary fire
zooms in on a target to a greater range than your HEV Suit's function
(press M again to zoom out). If you want to view potential ambush
points ahead and can spot an enemy at extreme range, use this hard-
hitting, single-strike takedown armament. Be warned that bolts take
time to travel, so you must lead any moving targets (meaning you
should fire at where the target will move to by the time the bolt
arrives, not where the target is when you fire). Bolts also drop in the
air as they lose speed and react to gravity, so compensate for this if
firing over an extremely long distance. Skewer unwary, stationary
foes with this weapon.

Targets: Humanoid targets at extreme range, or on upper platforms
or gantries that cannot be reached.

IN-GAME INVENTORY
SUPPLY CRATE

Any time you see a small crate
marked “supply,” immediately
destroy it and grab its contents:
random ammunition and health
items. The actual items inside
are determined depending on
how well you are playing. If you
are desperately in need of health, for example, the crate will usually
contain a Health Pack.

AMMUNITION BOX

Dotted around various levels,
and also contained in Supply
Crates, are ammunition boxes
for the various weapons you
can pick up and carry. Grab
these if you need them, and use
their contents wisely—and
sparingly in Hard mode!

Following are the different ammunition types available, along with the
number of bullets they grant you. Note that "small” ammo refers to
clips and limited ammo, while “large” refers to cartons with a
bountiful supply.
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WEAPON DROP

In addition to weapon
ammunition, actual weapons
can be found lying around,
usually near corpses or next to
victims you've dropped. If you
haven't received the particular
weapon yet, it is added to your
inventory. If you have the weapon already, ammunition equal to a
small ammo box of that particular weapon type is added to your
inventory.

INFINITE AMMO CRATE
Always inspect large chests
with a particular ammunition
emblem on them. These are
Infinite Ammo Crates, and are
constantly restocked with a
particular ordnance, in this
case SMG rounds. Bag as many
as you need. You can come back to take more if you wish (be sure to
do so after every combat).

NOTE

THE MARK V HAZARDOUS ENVIRONMENT SUIT
(HEV SUIT)

This is a crucial body suit
designed to constantly check
the health of its wearer and
administer painkillers if you are
wounded. Your HEV Suit
provides a HUD in constant use
that shows your health, suit
protection, weapon inventory,
and enemy attack direction (if you are hit). Its Geiger counter alerts
you to areas of radioactivity. Vision enhancement is provided by the
suit's Zoom function (press @), built-in flashlight (%), and a target
reticle. A computer informs you of your well-being. Swimming and
Sprinting (@) are also possible. Refer to the Training section for more
information on use these features.
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Administering medical attention
and suit protection is the key to
survival, and these are the items
to look for. The two types of
health are found scattered on the
ground, or in Supply Crates, or
on the bodies of foes. They add
the value shown to your "Health”
points meter on your HUD. The
Battery adds points to your Suit's armor protection ("Suit" on your
HUD], and is found in the places health is obtained, as well as from
destroyed Scanners.

Dotted around the walls of your
adventure are a number of
Rechargers that dispense health,
suit battery power, or a combi-
nation of both. Use these
whenever you see them.

Pieced together from the remnants of a dune buggy and a marshland
skimmer, this airboat steers similarly to the way you move (use @ to
steer, accelerate, and reverse; and @ to look). However, when
reversing, the fins underneath the boat turn you in the opposite
direction to a car, so learn how to accurately reverse before
attempting complex maneuvers. The airboat can be abused without
falling to pieces; accelerate up the banks of the river, but don't get
too crazy, because the boat can land upside down and crush you. The
boat's speed is its best asset—until a Combine Gauss Cannon is fitted
to the front.

Technique: The front-mounted Gauss Cannon on the airboat is an
exceptionally powerful weapon with infinite ammunition, but a finite
power supply. The weapon's strength remains constant, but watch
the counter because the weapon needs recharging if it hits zero, and
only recharges when you aren't firing. Otherwise, fire at everything
that moves! It is used in specific combat to down a Hunter-Chopper
and strafe Metro Police and APCs, and has a secondary fire Zoom
function.

Based off a dune-buggy frame, Eli Vance's transportation across the
dangerous coastal zone has been this scout car. Robust and stable,
usually landing on all four wheels, it is controlled in a similar manner

to the airboat (use @ to steer, accelerate, and reverse; and @ to

logk].
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The scout car is equipped with a turbo that provides a boost for using
up sharp inclines and over jumps (®), and a handbrake (®) that lets
you stop suddenly or skid and slide. Once you begin your drive, try
both these special maneuvers, and also inspect the rear; there's
infinite SMG ammo in this case!

Tap ® to
fire a stream of beam fire, which is great for knocking back Antlions
and firing faster than your regular handgun. Secondary fire (press @,
hold, then release) is a charged beam that uses a concentrated beam
to pull apart anything up to the size of an Antlion. The scout car’s Tau
Cannon does 15 points of damage per shot. If you charge fully for
three seconds, the burst inflicts 250 damage. Combine Gunships are
immune to this attack, so use it only for dealing with ground enemies
of any size.

"

This emplacement turret is
used by the Combine
Overwatch forces to lay down
suppressing fire on groups of
rebellious citizens. Turning the
tide and using it to shoot rapid-
fire pulses directly into the enemy is a simple but effective method of
destroying groups of enemies. However, the lack of rotation and
peripheral vision exposes you to attacks from the sides or behind.
You can't take this weapon from its mount.

The sentry gun, although
featuring an unstable tripod
base defect that was only
noticed after manufacturing, is
a definite bonus to have
working in your favor; you can
employ it in combat situations. :
The key to placing friendly sentry guns is to make sure there's a long
line-of-sight, and aim the 90-degree firing angle through which the
sentry gun can swivel toward the widest open area your foes
maneuver into.

Always pick up a sentry gun with @, not the Gravity Gun; otherwise,
you'll be unarmed when you drop the sentry gun. You should also
open fire on targets the gun spots. Keep a constant check on each
sentry gun, because enemy weapons (especially the shotgun) can
knock the gun out of its aiming alignment. The more reckless combat
veteran can shoot around corners carrying this weapon without being
tagged!

Finally, sentry guns placed by Combine forces will attack you and
your teammates, but not Combine forces. These can be used only to
destroy Zombie enemies. Sentry guns still in storage can be repro-
grammed (by Alyx) and used against any enemy forces.
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Hoppers take their name from their proximity attack; they "hop” in a
single bound from a rooted position toward a target, then explode.
These mobile mines are usually concealed by Combine forces in
urban warfare situations, but you can use them too. Watch your step,
and always clear away Hoppers before securing an area. The color of
the device is very important:

Red Hoppers are active, and will hop and attack you.

Yellow Hoppers are primed and ready to launch at you, so be
extremely careful if you see one of these; suck them from the
ground, and with your Gravity Gun handy, use them as improvised
Grenades to launch at enemies.

Blue Hoppers are “friendly” models, which you can set by dropping
them on the ground.

Green Hoppers are friendly mines set by you or your team.

Energy balls (also known as
orbs) rising up the conduits in
the Citadel can be used as
excellent projectile weapons
that act like the secondary fire
capabilities of the Pulse Rifle.
Use the organic variant of the
Gravity Gun to manipulate the orbs, bank them around corners, and
drive them through opponents. If you are carrying an energy orb and
quickly move it around the screen, there are some blurring effects.
Pick up these balls from any energy conduit.
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HALF-LIFERS:

THE CHARACTERS

Your life-or-death struggle against the Combine menace is filled with
interesting characters who help or hinder your progress. This
chapter provides a biography for each main player, shown in order of
appearance.

Attracted to Earth by the dimen-
sional rift caused by the Black
Mesa Incident, a galactic infection
of catastrophic proportions
launched an invasive force that
overpowered Earth, catching the
human population (now called City
17), and the rest of the planet, by
surprise.

i A peace deal was brokered by

THE MB'NE former Black Mesa Laboratory
Administrator Wallace Breen,

leading to a subservient and meager existence for Earth's remaining
human population under the oppressive entity known as the Combine.
Aside from the Combine’s unrelenting absorption and repurposing of
Earth’s resources to its own nefarious plans, little is known about this
omnipresent collective.

A Seattle native, Freeman showed
great aptitude in quantum physics
and relativity at a young age. His
earliest heroes were Einstein,
Hawking, and Feynman.

At the University of Innsbruck in the
1990s, Freeman observed seminal
teleportation experiments

E conducted by the Institute for

Bl Experimental Physics. Practical
GORDON FREEMAN

applications for teleportation

became his obsession. In 1999,
Freeman received his doctorate from M.L.T. with a thesis paper entitled
Observation of Einstein-Podolsky-Rosen Entanglement on
Supraquantum Structures by Induction through Nonlinear Transuranic
Crystal of Extremely Long Wavelength (ELW) Pulse from Mode-Locked
Source Array.

Disappointed with slow pace and poor funding, Freeman looked for
private sector work. His mentor at M.I.T., Professor Isaac Kleiner, had
a research project at a decommissioned missile base in Black Mesa,
New Mexico. Considering the source and amount of funds available,
Gordon suspected that he would be involved in weapons research, but
in the hopes that practical civilian applications would arise in areas of
quantum computing and astrophysics, he accepted. Apart from a
butane-powered tennis ball cannon he constructed at age 6, Gordon
had never handled a weapon of any sort-until the Black Mesa Incident.

After battling through a paradimensional rift, Freeman agreed to work
for unknown masters, hoping to become an aide to humanity in the
process. It has been years since Gordon's former (and surviving)
colleagues have heard from him, and the world has certainly changed
since then.

There is only one certainty when it comes to
Colonel Odessa Cubbage: In times of peril, you will always find him in
the basement Headquarters, dispatching firm orders and bravely
sending warnings to neighboring outposts, while never exposing
himself to the slightest personal harm.
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THE BESTIARY

Welcome to the bestiary, where the results of field studies regarding
the life-forms you encounter are shown. All these creatures (except
for the citizens) are hostile to you and the resistance fighters you
lead. They are organized into two general groups: monsters and
fiends that act independently, and the Combine collective, which
attacks only to further its own goals.

CAUTION

Each creature’s description lists information on where it appears, its
health points and damage points, threat level and its type. Following
this listing are lengthier descriptions regarding additional notes,
attack patterns, and takedown tactics.

The threat level, a ranking from 1 to 5 stars, indicates how wary you
should be when clashing with a particular foe.

Finally, to determine which weapon to use on each entity and how
many shots are required for a particular weapon to destroy a foe,
check the foe's health and compare it to the damage inflicted by a
weapon's ammunition (refer to the "Weapons Detail” section for this
information).

PART I: MONSTERS AND FIENDS

Monsters and fiends are subdivided into two classes: "Monstrous”
(usually wildlife with animal instincts) and “Parasitic” (either a
controlled or controller entity with simple and savage attack
patterns).

NOTES AND ATTACK PATTERNS

These vicious predators hunt in herds of two to six (although they do
attack on their own). They savage prey with giant mandibles that
skewer and rend flesh. Their incisor-coated mouths knock you back
and damage you severely. Twice as fast as a humans and able to fly
before pouncing (which is their second attack], these fiends are soon
able to overwhelm you. They appear only when you disturb the sand
they burrow up from; so avoid combat entirely by staying off beaches
and keeping to rocky outcrops.

TAKEDOWN TACTICS

Retreat, run them over with your car, or shoot them with your Gravity
Gun to flip them onto their backs while you escape. Antlions attack in
waves, so after you kill about five at once, you have a moment to
escape before more arrive. Without a car, blast them with fast-firing
weapons, and seek higher ground off the sand that alerts them, or
look for a black obelisk known as a Thumper that thuds the ground
and scares them off.

NOTES AND ATTACK PATTERNS

One of the most feared creatures outside of the Combine Citadel, the
Antlion Guard (also known as a Myrmidont), is an enlarged genus of
the Antlion family, sporting more earthy tones and a larger elongated
head. It scuttles quickly across any surface and relies on a thick,
sinewy head to smash into targets, creating horrific blunt-trauma
damage. When coupled with a charge, the damage is even more
severe.

TAKEDOWN TACTICS

Either use the Gravity Gun to shoot heavy objects, such as high
explosive weapons or barrels, at the beast, or use fire from multiple
sources. Specifically, an RPG round is excellent at temporarily halting
this beast, and an exploding barrel blasted right as the Antlion Guard
summons Antlions from the ground defeats all the incoming enemies
in a single explosion. If you are attacking an Antlion Guard together
with a group of Combine Soldiers, let them wound the beast before
finishing it off. Fight blunt attacks with your own heavy projectiles,
such as radiators, sinks, or other medium-sized scenic pieces.

NOTES AND ATTACK PATTERNS

A dangerous creature of limited intelligence, the Barnacle uses dark
places to surprise its prey. Sticking to the ceiling, usually around a
blind corner, the beast unravels a giant elongated tongue to the
height of a human'’s head. Anything caught in this tongue is sucked
up and rapidly pulled up into a sickly and slobbering maw.

TAKEDOWN TACTICS

Six pistol shots defeat a Barnacle, after which it drops a disgusting
array of partially decomposed body parts. The main threat is when
you don't notice them until you are entangled and hoisted up; if this
occurs, blast at the mouth.

A better plan, which saves ammunition, is to avoid Barnacle combat
altogether by feeding it an object (such as a crate or barrel), then
running under the creature to bypass it. Or, push an explosive barrel
under the tongue and light it as it gets sucked up—an excellent plan if
you encounter a cluster of them.

The most serious reason for staying out of the water along the
coastal beaches are the shoals of nasty Carnivorous Leeches.

Simply back up out of the water. Carnivorous Leeches cannot be
killed because of their numbers.

This is the parasitic pest responsible for changing citizens across City
17 and beyond into cadavers of filth and depravity. Leaping up to
scratch and tear, these whittle you down and then clamp onto your
head, possess you, and slowly turn you into a Zombie. Released
during the initial Black Mesa Incident, they have survived and thrived
in the intervening years. Their adaptation has caused the Combine to
mass-breed them, then fit them into large missiles known as
parasite rockets, and launch these into large areas of human
resistance, such as the town of Ravenholm.

Produce your Crowbar and destroy any lurking Headcrab with a well-
timed swing. Three Pistol shots or a quick burst from more powerful
weaponry works well, but nothing beats a Crowbar for well-timed
ferocity and effectiveness.

This is a cat-sized, spiderlike entity with a dark gray mottled back. It
launches with a meaty maw opening, and if it connects, you're
damaged by 10 points, and your health drops to 1! However, Poison
Headcrabs alone cannot kill you; other enemies striking you while
you're reduced to critical health do this job.

This is why it is important to destroy these creatures as a matter of
urgency. Your Suit administers antitoxins, slowly rebuilding your
health back to its original level (minus the original 10 points of

damage the creature caused). Slam furniture into these beasts,
pepper them with bullets, or bring out the Crowbar to quickly swat at
them. If multiple types of enemies are around, the Crowbar isn't
advised.

Initially looking similar to the regular Headcrab, a closer inspection
reveals spindly elongated legs and a more streamlined, less lumpy
appearance.

Known colloquially in parts of New Mexico as "Mawmen,” Zombies
are the results of a successful Headcrab attack on a human victim.
The Headcrab is attached to the cranium and controls the host body,
usually to attack and destroy. They swipe with sharp and filthy claws
(sometimes both at the same time for added damage), and are able
to throw scenery such as barrels at you with considerable force.
However, their slow walk makes them easy to avoid.
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TAKEDOWN TACTICS

Firstly, Zombies are vulnerable when they rise from a slumped
position and can be easily killed at this point. Secondly, attack a
Zombie with regular weaponry (such as the Shotgun or SMG) by
aiming directly at the head. If you aim elsewhere and kill the Zombie,
the Headcrab will survive and add to your combat time. Once you get
the Gravity Gun, use various scenic pieces (ideally sharp, heavy and
blunt, or flammable) to sever or crush them.

Identical to the Zombie's, although the Zombie Torso moves slower,
giving you more time to react. If you're attacking regular Zombies
with sharp cutting objects and aim at the torso, you may create a
Zombie Torso. Blast at the head with a Pistol or other weapon.

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TAKEDOWN TACTICS

Compared to other undead types, the Poison Zombie takes colossal
punishment to bring down (at least three Shotgun blasts). Target the
Headcrabs first before you defeat the Zombie. However, if you have
access to fire, back up and attempt to burn the host first, then deal
with the Headcrabs individually. Scenery, Grenades, or Shotgun
shells also work well.

They
close in to land on you, and then swipe you to death.

TAKEDOWN TACTICS

Because they are so quick, don't run; stand your ground and fight. A
sharp blade to the head or a single shot by a powerful weapon is the
only real way to bring them down. Bring out the Shotgun or Magnum
and aim for the head. If you spot any scuttling up drainpipes near
your location, you have some extra time to aim and drop them;
otherwise, stay cool, find a doorway to help block them off, and stay
on the other side and blast the heads off.
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PART ll: COMBINE COLLECTIVE

The other enemy group serves the Combine, and further divides into
three types: Humanoid, Machine, and Synth. Humanoids are human
or once-human figures that serve the Combine. Machines are
entities created by the Combine and used for their offensive capabil-
ities, and are not sentient. Synths are self-repairing biomechanical
organisms constructed deep in the bowels of the Citadel and are
usually the Combine’s most feared troops.

You can use various scenery items, such as explosive barrels or
turret guns, to your advantage, but otherwise, a brief half-dozen
Pistol shots to the head is perfect for downing a Metro Cop. Switch to
your SMG once you obtain it, and always aim for the head. Finally, try
to stop the Cops from firing a flare skyward; if they succeed, at least
three more Cop reinforcements will deploy.

NOTES AND ATTACK PATTERNS

The shock troop of the hated Combine, the Soldier is an intelligent
infantryman that works well in a team and has multiple methods of
attack, depending on the combat situation. They drop ammunition
when they succumb to your fire, and are armed with a Shotgun, SMG,
Pulse Rifle, and Grenades. The walkthrough chapters contain
multiple methods of defeating them, because combat is never the
same twice, but for some basic tactics, try the plans described here,
which work for Soldiers and Elites.

TAKEDOWN TACTICS

1. Bring rapid-fire weapons to bear on their heads quickly.

2. Listen to their weapons. If you hear a Shotgun blast, focus on that
Soldier first, because they inflict a huge amount of damage.

3. When fighting in dark corridors or tossing explosives around
corners, listen for the long beep that indicates a Soldier has been
killed.

4. Living Soldiers can be heard via your HEV Suit, and the radio
chatter indicates a menace. When combat chatter ceases, Soldiers
in the area have been defeated.

5. Listen for the phrase "Outbreak! Outbreak! Outbreak!” during
combat. This is the Combine code word to indicate that only one
Soldier remains, and combat should be easier from this point.

6. When fighting Soldiers inside structures from the outside,

breaking a building's window and throwing in a Grenade causes the

most havoc, and sometimes forces them out the building’s doors and
into your line of sight.

7. Soldiers must reload just like you; if you hear them in the middle of

reloading, charge in and cut them down.

8. Combine Elite are particularly dangerous when fighting on struc-

tures with a drop nearby; their "orb™ attack not only inflicts sizable

damage, but it also shoves you a short distance, which can result in

a death plummet. Listen for the orb’s charging sound, then

immediately sidestep so the ball misses you. If you're gifted with

quick reactions, use the Gravity Gun to catch the orb and shoot it
back at them.

9. Your Pulse Rifle's secondary orb fire is an excellent way of

destroying multiple Soldiers. However, you can't collect any

ammunition from a Soldier killed this way.

10. Always attempt a ram if you're inside a vehicle and spot Combine

Soldiers on the road; it's usually easy to strike them down for an

instant kill.
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11. Hoppers, plentiful in City 17, are excellent for placing at
entrances before a Combine Soldier intrusion; a number will be
caught in the explosion.

12. Combine Soldiers standing at extreme range should be destroyed
with your Crossbow or RPG.

13. Soldiers carrying shotguns are especially brutal because they can
unload into you rapidly, especially when panicked. Pick off these
Soldiers first, if possible.

14. Back away from close combat, because the Soldier's rifle-butt
attack is vicious and damaging.

They react to combat in a similar way to Combine Soldiers,
and must be treated in the same careful and methodical manner (see
the Soldier takedown tactics previously). If you have a choice, deal
with Elites before regular forces.

The Combine Gunship is a blend of biomorphic and mechanical parts
created to form the ultimate in airborne assault craft.

The only weapon powerful enough to take down a Gunship is the
RPG. When the gunship finishes a blast of cannon fire, step out of
cover and launch a rocket, using the red target laser to maneuver the
rocket in a spiraling path known as a "corkscrew.” This allows you to
avoid the Gunship's cannon, which can easily destroy incoming
rockets that aren't flying in an erratic pattern. Continue this
corkscrew attack until the machine blows apart after three, five, or
seven hits (depending on difficulty level).

= Ammo Carrier: Check troops following you closely, as they are
able to replenish some of your inventory during battle. Again, move
toward them and speak to gather their ammo.

= Shotgun, SMG, Pulse Rifle, RPG: Troops carry these various
weapons with them depending on the combat situation.

When the icons appear in the bottom-right corner of the HEV Suit
display, you can gather up to four friendly troops to help you with
combat. Moving them into position is simply a matter of aiming your
target reticle and pressing & ; the team will move to that position.

You have two basic tactics that work best. Order your team forward
into combat, which helps you locate enemies instead of being
surprised. Or, you can ambush enemies caught between you and
your team by moving into a room while leaving troops behind.

Otherwise, the team acts independently, and don't need any instruc-
tions once combat begins.

She's desperate for news on an incoming train; Overwatch
has taken her husband in for "questioning.” When you're ready to
leave the station platform, pass through the turnstile and go around
to the left.

If you want to extend your stay on the platform, you can try
hassling the officer. These are Metro Cops, and they police the
city with an iron fist (actually, an electric stun baton). Currently,
they have primed their batons to a light stun, but beware of their
ruthless pursuit of resistance members. Combat must begin
when a weapon of note is later secured.

The Cop doesn't take kindly
to thrown objects and will
chase you for a moment,
trying for a baton swipe.
Don't worry, this is just a
stun. But watch your
throwing! You can also
watch an alien slave
sweeping while a Cop gives
orders.

However, you cannot enter the area with the sweeping alien. Isnt
that a Vortigaunt? Pass through the turnstile, optionally talking to the
young lady again.

There's little inside the lockers, so move to the drinks dispenser. This
knocks out four cans of Dr. Breen's Private Reserve before the
machine runs out. Practice throwing them if you want. Turn and walk
through the small tunnel to the train station waiting area.

This looks like a waiting
area for those expecting
loved ones to arrive. Step
into the room, look to the
right, and you'll see a
security checkpoint. Make
your way over there in a
moment. It's time to
interview some citizens.

In front of you on a table is an older gentleman who reckons, “They
put something in the water to make you forget. | don't even
remember how | got here.”

Over at the far end of the waiting room is a man pacing up and down,
looking at the train departure times and babbling. It seems none of
the trains from other nearby cities (numbered from 8 to 27) ever
arrive on time.
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The next man sitting down looks more than a little perturbed. “| see
they took your suitcase too,” he notes. "They can't get away with this
much longer.” The next seated man has a worried look etched across
his face.

These two are a little more upbeat. “Dr. Breen again? | was hoping I'd
seen the last of him in City 14," the first man says. "l wouldn't say
that too loud.

Wait for the two citizens in front of you to be ushered off into different
areas.

Avoid
attracting attention to yourself.

Once you're through the gate, you see what looks like a giant,
imposing train at a blocked-off platform with a sign reading Nova
Prospekt. You're trying to remember: wasn't that the name of an
old gulag?

Nova Prospekt isn't your
destination though; the Cop
is now blocking your path
back to the checkpoint
area, and the security door
opens. Another Cop
beckons you in. This doesn’t
look good. What are they
trying to pin on you?
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You have little choice but to
follow the Cop down a
narrow passageway with
two cell doors to the left.
Inside the first is a citizen
valiantly trying to explain
his security clearance.
"This must be a mistake!”

By the amount of blood in here, it seems the Metro Cops have been a
little heavy-handed in their techniques. Ignore the objects in the
room and listen to the Metro Cop while he deactivates the security
cameras and babbles on about... a beer he owes you?!

It's a familiar face! Barney Calhoun, your drinking buddy from Black
Mesa! He seems to have infiltrated the City 17 Metro Police Civil
Protection program, and certainly looks the part. He then turns and
taps into the computer terminal.

Barney introduces an old
friend; Doctor Kleiner from
the research laboratory. It
seems Barney saved you
from a one-way trip to
Nova Prospekt! Kleiner
seems most happy to see
you, and agrees you should
meet up with someone
named Alyx. Now if only there was a way out of this interrogation
chamber-... did you hear a knock on the door?

The Metro Cops are on the
other side of the door,
waiting to know how your
“chat” is going. You'd better
depart, and Barney shows
you the exit door. Perhaps
you'll meet later. For now,
head into the storage room,
turn left, and pass through

the gate.
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Follow Barney's instructions on escaping this room by constructing
some sort of elaborate box stack. Or, just climb the metal ladder.

The
food is less than palatable; "You gotta be damn hungry to wait in line
for this crap,” you're informed.

No point in spoiling the
citizens’ right to gruel, so
head over to the Metro Cop
guarding the gate at the far
end of the hall.

Let's hope you mount a
full-scale assault on that
skyscraper later. For now,
inspect the courtyard, while
the Administrator
continues to placate the
population who now, it
seems, aren't even able to
reproduce. No wonder
they're grumpy.

Follow a citizen toward a security blockade, and you'll see them walk
through a force field. It seems you're not welcome in the precinct the
citizen has entered; a siren sounds, and your way is blocked. Again,
the citizens don't want to talk and neither do the Cops.

After you finish inspecting
the plaza, ignore the
Scanners in the area and
move right from the double
doors, passing the aptly
named Terminal Hotel on
your left. There must be a
way out of this zone.

As you head into the
narrow road next to the
Terminal Hotel, you'll see a
door ajar. Beyond it looks
like a Metro Cop interro-
gation, but you're not
allowed to view the
brutality going on behind
the door. Continue on.
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As you round the corner, something’s wrong. Something eerie
catches your eye. A huge sack of flesh with a form of heavy weapon
attached to its underside is lolloping across the street on three giant
but spindly legs. What fresh hell is this?

It disappears from view, flanked by Scanners. Blocking the road to
another precinct is a Metro Cop Combine APC along with two Cops.
They're as friendly as always. Back up before you're stunned by their
prodding.

Barney is correct. Use your HEV Suit's zoom capability (press @) to
peer at the pincerlike protrusions on the gigantic Citadel's super-
structure and the hundreds of Scanners pouring out of the gaping
vents along the east and west walls of the building.

Use the Crowbar to smash
through the boards
blocking the doorway
ahead. Quickly climb the
stairs. A Metro Cop is
descending. Shoot him
while you climb, tagging
him through the steps
from below if you can.

Pick up the object he drops
(usually Pistol ammo or a
Health Vial), and reach the
top of the gantry. Move
across the landing to
another set of steps on
your right. As you make the
turn, you may wish to strafe
this corner, facing up the
steps. Charge up and tag the Cop at the top.

At the top of the steps is a
concrete path with various
barrels strewn about and a
flock of pigeons flapping
away. Two good shots

with your Pistol can
actually down one of these
birds, if you wish to
practice your aim.

It isn't wise to set fire to the [
barrels while standing '
anywhere near them. In
fact, they shouldn't be
touched; use them as a
trap in a moment. Instead,
inspect this concrete path
area. A razor-wire fence
blocks the far end. You
cannot pass through here.

Instead, look for the mesh door on the right side of the path,
overlooking a railway track below. As you move through the gap to
the top of the steps, you hear a train's horn. A locomotive is
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approaching! Stay at the top of the steps; heading down results in a
dead end.

As the train approaches, jump onto the roof of a cargo or passenger
railcar. Turn around, and jump across the railcar, and leap off just
before the train reaches the bridge arch, landing on a small mesh
platform with a ladder.

For a quicker, alternate
route over the train tracks,
ignore the safety advice and
pick up an explosive barrel,
placing it on top of the metal
steps next to the track.
Jump on the barrel and
shoot it. You'll be damaged, e
but if you steer forward, you ! s e :
can land on the fence adjacent to the derelict hut. This plan requires
supreme skill!

As soon as you land on this mesh platform, head up the small ladder
to the top of the concrete wall on the other side. Shots ring out. Turn
around immediately. Three Cops have appeared from the stairs you
just came from. If you're fast, swivel around and plug the exploding
barrel, and catch all of them in the blast.

If you already detonated the barrels, you can either stay on the
opposite side (using the wooden planks nailed to the mesh wall as
cover) and carefully plug away at the Cops, or you can hop across the
now-stationary train, up the mesh steps, and engage the Cops at
closer quarters. You may wish to return here for the ammo they
drop too.

By now, you may be learning the Cops’ combat worthiness; they
tend to retreat and hide if they're wounded, and if they manage to
shoot off a flare, expect another three to six additional Cops to
arrive in this area. Therefore, make your Pistol shots quick and
accurate.

When you have curtailed
the Cop menace, move
along the concrete wall's
top to a derelict hut. The
mesh fence to the left is
impenetrable, although
you can get a good look at
the train track below.
Bring out your Crowbar
and break open the wood barricade at the door.
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Step inside this run-
down hut and look left.
This is an easy Lambda
Location to spot; the
wall is marked with the
logo of the resistance,
and some ammunition
and health has been
left for you. Grab it.

When you enter the building, you may hear the familiar whine of a
Scanner. If the device is close, bring out your Crowbar and smash it
until it explodes. If it is farther away, shoot it. With a couple of hits, it
will smoke and lose control; then it will try to dive-bomb you. Step
out of the way before it hits you. Execute the same plan for two more
Scanners.

Scan-ﬁe.rs.usually d-rop .Batteries when y-ou dest.roy them. If you're
running low, you know where to find some!
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With the Scanner defeated, turn right (the door ahead is locked). In
the next room is a stack of barrels blocking the exit from the
building. Either lift each barrel out of the way, or blow them apart
from a distance (from the previous room, ideally).

Step out into a small garden area and look left. There's a mesh fence
with a door. Push the door open, but train your Pistol on the group of
barrels above and to your right. Two Cops are waiting to ambush you
around that upper-left corner near the barrels, so create your own
diversion; destroy the far right barrel. This sets off a chain reaction
that crushes and burns the Cops in their enclosed space. If you aim
at the far left barrel, the explosion is more spectacular, but the Cops
are more likely to survive.

Now head through the
mesh door, ignore the door
to your left (this leads back
into the hut, and is only
useful if you're still fighting
the Cops on the far side of
the train track], pick up the
items by the corner of the
building, and then watch ~
for further Cop incursions; leap up and over the collapsed chain-link
fence to the right.

You're now on a very
narrow concrete path with
the train track on your left
and a building wall on your
right. If more Cops have
been called, they appear in
the gaps between the blue
construction fencing. Tap
your fire button quickly to
plug Cops full of lead; they have less time to recoil and hide and a
greater chance of falling down onto the track in a spectacular death
crumple!
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The next Lambda Location is also a route marker. Round the
next corner, turning right, and seek cover from the Cops. You
should spot the sign above
a small duct opening.
Crouch (press in @) and
enter the duct. Inside is an
L-shaped duct with a
Supply Crate and two
pick-ups.

Turn left, bring out your Crowbar, and make short work of the duct
grating. Quickly switch back to your Pistol (Cops attack from the
opposite side), climb out of the duct, and plug away at the Cops until
they retreat or fall.

When the narrow concrete path is safe to walk along, and all the
Cops opposite are defeated, walk to the end, turn left, and look down
onto the tracks. Drop to ground level after lining yourself up with the
pallet; this breaks your fall without you taking damage.

If any of the Cops you took down at the blue construction wall fell
into the train tracks, head left to collect any items they may have
dropped.

Be very careful as you begin your trek along the train tunnel. After
you drop to the ground, turn right, and walk along the right side of
the tunnel area. Two or three Cops are waiting to lay a trap; they roll
a flaming barrel down the steps to your right, straight at you!

Be ready for this ambush; rapidly unload your Pistol into the barrel
so it explodes halfway down the steps, killing the Cop hiding in the
alcove to the stairs’ left. Then move in to tag the barrel roller himself
at the top. If a third Cop appears, it will be from behind the window
and upper gantry. Blast him as you strafe facing left, up the stairs.
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If you remain on the train
track, prior to the barrel
ambush, you may be able
to coax a Cop out just as a
large Combine Tren races
by. Hug the right wall or
face a messy death; the
Cop can fall foul of the train
too! Remember to inspect E=
the alcove near the steps for a Battery.

You may require patching
up at the Health Recharger
at the top of these steps.
Then take a step or two
back, and detonate the
barrels in the corner,
shattering the remaining
windows; you don‘t want to
retreat here and be hit by
the barrels exploding from enemy gunfire. Head around the right
corner with the windows on your left. There's a Cop at the end of the
corridor; blow up the barrel up and take him down.

Walk to the end of the
windowed corridor and
look down and left. Two
Metro Cops are dropping
down from a concrete wall.
Tag them immediately,
backing up behind the
window cover while you're
taking them down. You may
want to drop down at them, but you're more susceptible to gunfire.

You cannot pass through the energy shields the Combine has
erected throughout the train tracks, just like before. However,
the Combine forces can move through, so watch your step and
take down enemies when they're on your side of the shield so
you can collect items they drop.
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Now continue up the narrow steps with the tiled walls and head
around to a bridge to the other side of the train track. In front of you
are a group of large crates and a Health Pack. Break out the Crowbar
and demolish the crates, but watch your step: shots zing in from the
left! Look down the tracks to see Cop reinforcements running in.

You can fight these thugs one of two ways. The first way is to crouch
while smashing the crates, then head down the enclosed steps on
the bridge’s other side. Then wait. You'll hear them talking, but wait
until they move single file over the bridge, and cut them down one by
one without taking a hit.

The other way is to drop
down from the bridge and
charge back the way you
came along the train
tracks, blasting the trio of
Cops with reckless
abandonment. This results
in a fearsome display of
your bravery and also
results in a greater chance of getting severely wounded. Don't forget
the Health Recharger after the battle.

When you're on the bridge’s far side, you appear on a concrete
balcony. Drop down to the tracks, this time on the other side of the
shield gate, and face the three incoming goons along the tracks. Step
to the alcove with Supply Crates and a Health Recharger for cover
and combat supplies.

When the threat has passed, walk to the open area of the train
tracks, until the shield gate prevents further progress. Ignore the
buzzing Scanners, and look to your right. A broken gantry platform
leads to a locked door.

The only way past the shield gate is to drop into the sewage overflow
channel-a wide but shallow river of murky brown water with various
floating debris.
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Bring out your Crowbar and begin to swim. Note that your HEV Suit
shows your air supply when you dive underwater. Press @ (the jump
button) to surface quickly when needed. Continue down the channel,
smashing crates and squeezing through gaps in the bars. You can sit
in the leaky boat and capsize it.

This watery effluent
channel continues until you
reach a patch of rubble and
a red cargo railcar blocking
your path. Move to the left
side of it and climb the
ladder to the roof. Move
across the roof and drop -y
through the hole to a T
mattress and a Health Pack below.

Check your instinct to fire, and watch as a Vortigaunt switches off the
television it was watching, turns to face you, and lets his human
companion, BoxCar Joe, do the talking. "Look,” Joe explains, "we're
just the lookout for the underground railroad. Main Station is right
around the corner.” The Vortigaunt rises, and begins to crackle with
electrical discharge; he's powering up your HEV Suit!

Joe continues to talk in hushed tones. "We really can't afford to get
noticed. Civil Protection catches you down here, it's bad news for
the whole railroad.” With that, he opens the side of the railcar and
leaves you to drop into a mass of wreckage and rubble. It is time for
you to leave.

When you first drop into the railcar, be sure you pay close
attention to the television the Vortigaunt is watching-the G-Man
appears on it for a brief moment. Also note the stylized poster of
Breen and a map of the Kanal area ahead of you.
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“THEY'RE FILLING THE UNDERGROUND WITH MANHACKS!"

Follow Joe's instructions and hack your way through the wooden
barricade to a group of crates near a fire, then turn and move to a
barricade propping up a wrecked oil tanker railcar. The weakened
barricade snaps and the tanker creaks, but the opening remains
passable.

Turn right slightly and crouch to continue under the tanker, then
move diagonally across to the opposite wall, turning left to appear
out from the wreckage. You emerge under a bridge. Stay extremely
still and do not move forward!
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ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

BARNACLE

A crow, startled by your emergence, flies away and is grabbed by
a long, sticky tonguelike protuberance and is rapidly pulled into a
slobbering maw. This is a Barnacle, a dangerous creature that
uses dark places to surprise its prey. Six shots defeat the
barnacle, and it drops a disgusting array of partially decomposed
body parts.
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There are a few ways to avoid the Barnacle, the best of which is
"Barnacle Baiting": Feed it by throwing or moving an object onto
its tongue. After it slurps it up, run under it. This saves on ammo.
Or, fire at it before it catches you. If you're grabbed, blast it
immediately before your head is sucked apart!

Pass under the Barnacle and move around the right side of the green
railcar and out to an open area of the sewage overflow. To the right is
a barred tunnel and a large open area. You can avoid the ground level
by jumping onto the refuse pile by the barnacle, and sliding down the
other side.

A trapped citizen on the other side of the tunnel bars shouts for help.
It's too late, and a Cop inside the tunnel blasts both him and you with
gunfire. Although you can tag the Cop from here, you can't get into
the tunnel; seek an alternate route to avenge the citizen's death.

Round the right corner and prepare to take evasive action. A two-
man sentry gun is in operation at the far end of this inlet area, and
the Cops aren't afraid to paint the walls with your blood.

Dive behind the crates on the right wall and into the tunnel’s side
entrance. Turn on your Flashlight (press ) and then turn right after
you're in the tunnel to tag the murderous Cop. Turn around and run
forward, blasting a second incoming Cop.

Don't detonate the barrels you see against the left wall;
these can be destroyed later in a spectacular ambush against
opposing forces.
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You emerge in a small
concrete alcove behind the
sentry gun. A radio
crackles on the opposite
side of the chamber: "This
is Station 8! We heard 12
go down and out. Surgical
strike units are targeting
railway stations. Repeat,
Civil Protection is coming down on underground stations. We're
already getting refugees from 9 and outlying! Looks like we're..."
The radio cuts out abruptly. Another voice: “Station 8, are you
there? We have confirmed reports of Manhacks. Repeat, they are
filling the underground with Manhacks!"

While the chatter fades,
pick up the items on the
floor and mattress, and try
not to worry too much
about the "Manhacks" the
radio voices mentioned.
Instead, head up the ladder
to the radio's left, and
either step backward and .
blow up the barrel behind the two sentry gunners, or better yet,
shoot them in the side of the head before they can react.

CAUTION

Now immediately man that sentry gun by pressing @; start strafing
anything you see moving, including the two Scanners swooping
around-they tend to blind you during the haphazard combat to come.

Metro Cops appear on the left upper wall sections, on the bridge
ahead, on the right upper wall, and in the inlet area below. Wait until
two Cops are standing on the wooden balcony to your upper left, then
collapse it with gunfire. Shoot the barrel on the ground against the
right wall to drop three more into an explosion that takes out the
Cops on the ground. Also, shoot the barrel to the left of the upper
bridge for more impressive blasting.
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Your sentry gun escapade is halted with the arrival of a Combine
APC. If you didn’t deal with the stack of barrels above and right of
you, the APC knocks them down and they explode, badly wounding
you. Immediately back up to a corner until the smoke clears. The
APC then launches homing rockets at you; these are dangerous, and
the vehicle is parked out of weapon range. Time to leave.

Leave the sentry gun and run along the right wall’'s edge, quickly
dropping any remaining Cops; then drop to the right of the tunnel
wreckage to relative safety. Or you can dash along this route, straight
to the tunnel, without stopping to fight the Cops, but you will be fired
upon more.

You can circumvent the pipe
and turret by grabbing (with
Q) a crate by the pipe
entrance, and dropping it
under this outflow pipe.
Jump on the crate, the lip of
the pipe, and up onto the
right wall edge, blasting

Cops and heading for the tunnel.

As soon as you enter the
large tunnel, turn left and
look behind you at the
opposite wall to spot a
Lambda logo. Climb over the
car wreckage to a couple of
Supply Crates, and then
return to the tunnel.

Now watch your step as you
gingerly maneuver through the
tunnel. Two Barnacles are here,
so either plug them from a
distance, or feed them a piece
of scenery and dash under
them. Watch for the second
Barnacle on the other side of

e

Emerge from the tunnel to see that APC prowling along an upper
road. Ignore it, and move across and turn left. A woman is on her
knees hiding inside a concrete tube: "Keep going, friend!" she
advises. "That station was raided, but there's others up ahead.” Head
through the gap in the bar and down a concrete inlet tunnel.

At the end of the tunnel is a square overflow chamber with a couple
of crates bobbing up and down. Look up to see two Cops. You can
blast them through the grating, but this is tricky. It's better to turn
right and leap to the inlet tunnel on the right. If you fall into the
water, surface and climb up via the left wall as it is easier to climb
up. You'll be shot at.

This opens to a second chamber with two Supply Crates in the water,
but watch out for a deadly trap. Cops above have opened the ceiling
grating and are shoving explosive barrels down into the water, the
last of which is on fire. There's no time to shoot them before they
explode. Dive, dive, dive!

Duck underwater so the
barrels explode harmlessly
on the surface. Then
emerge, and tag both the
Cops in retaliation for their
deadly game. Plug them so
they fall into the chamber
with you for extra items.
Then head right, to a final
inlet tunnel.

Emerge from the tunnel,
instantly turn right, and
dash for the green refuse
bin and crouch for cover.
Aim at the explosive barrel
next to the Cop standing on
the upper cement wall to
the left, send him flying,
and deal with his friend on
the ground. Move forward and

the concrete tube you must crouch and walk through. If you want a look right.

quicker way through the tunnel, try sprint-jumping onto the first

concrete pipe, and leap across the tops of the remaining pipes to the

tunnel exit.
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Another Cop drops onto the
ground from the far corner,
near an overhanging truck.
Hug the other truck to your
left, and plug the explosive
barrel to catch the Cop as
he heads toward you. Then
finish him off, and move
around the end of the
truck, looking left.

Three Cops dash onto the
wooden bridge in front of
you. Don’t waste time
plugging each one; instead,
aim at the center explosive
barrel under the bridge and
bring the entire structure
down, crushing the hapless
police; watch for the truck
on your right as it falls too.

Move to the bridge and pick a path under the collapse, over the Cops’
dead bodies. Two more Cops drop from the cement-walled sides, one
on each side. Take down each using the vertical support poles of the

bridge as partial cover. Don't rush to the end of this area, or you'll be
tagged in the back.

The way seems blocked, but there's a narrow gap at the top of a
partially filled tunnel ahead and to the right. It is blocked by three
barrels (nonexploding). Push (don't pick it up) the barrel forward. It
slides on some sort of oily residue.

It is immediately picked up by two Barnacles. Watch your step; it is
dangerous to slide around with these creatures clamped to the
ceiling. Maneuver around the first two Barnacles and turn left.
Carefully push an exploding barrel down the slope, taking care not to
follow it. Backpedal if you slip, and shoot the barrel so it starts to
burn. Don't detonate it.
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The flaming barrel is
picked up by one of a dozen
Barnacles. Wait for the
barrel to explode, sending
offal chunks everywhere,
and slide down to safety.
Watch the ceiling; some
Barnacles may remain
(another explosive barrel

can be carried if you need it). Grab the items near the disgusting
corpse, and exit this area.

Watch out for a vicious trap as you emerge into a waterlogged canal.
Metro Cops on each side of the canal are dropping flaming barrels!
Drop into the water and submerge, or you'll be caught in the blast as
five or six barrels drop into the water.

Make a sharp left turn and head underwater, watching the bullets
zing through the water at you. Head diagonally right as a barrel
brings down a wooden platform, allowing you some protection as you
dive under it.

Climb up the ladder fixed to the right wall, and stand on the platform
under the bridge. Aim and blast the Cops on the far side, exploding
their barrels before they can launch them. Then splash into the water
on the other side of the bridge.

Swim underwater to the far end of the canal area, turn left, and
clamber onto the wooden ramp with the Health Pack, taking cover
behind the wooden barricade near the dead body. Slowly work your
way along the wooden platform, aiming up and left, and blasting all
enemies.
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As you reach the bridge
from the opposite end
(there's a group of Cops on
the left bank], detonate all
their spare barrels, or
you'll be shot and will
suffer explosion damage!

Quickly move across to the
platform on the other side,
and run to the tunnel
opening ahead on the
right-hand side. Once
inside, drop to a square-
shaped chamber.

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As you emerge from the tunnel, watch your footing and step back a
little; you have been discovered by one of the Combine’s attack
helicopters, the Hunter-Chopper. This flying fiend hovers and sweeps
left. Turn and follow it down a slippery slope; time to take evasive
action.

Once you slide down the
slope into a wreckage-
strewn watery inlet area,
you cannot retrace your
steps. Furthermore, the
Hunter-Chopper hovers
before letting rip with a
devastating salvo of
autocannon fire. Quickly
dash forward and crouch right, behind the temporary barricade
shredded by the Chopper's first attack. Then dash out to the planks
on the left side of the inlet near the junction, and hide there during
the Chopper's second burst.

During your hide-and-seek bullet dodging, utilize your HEV Suit's
Sprint function (press @) each time you run to a barricade so you
aren't left wading in exposed water.

Remember the Chopper's attack pattern. It hovers in a stationary
position firing off five-second autocannon bursts, then circles to
another spot and fires again. Learn to dash just as the final shots
hit the barricade you're hiding behind.

You can sprint to your third
hiding spot-the barricade
by the dead-end pool of
water. You can collect items
here, and you get a straight
shot at running across the
junction of the inlet area to
your next shelter.

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This cover is a little more
substantial: a concrete
piece of rubble protruding
from the ground at the inlet
junction.

Now move to the end of the
grating floor; bars block
your way, but look through
into the chambers to see
Barnacles and the oil on
the ground. There's also
the ever-ready threat of
Chopper attack. Head up
the passage and break
open the Supply Crate at the top.

Search the area at the top
of the passage for a low
arch leading to a dead body
and supplies, then look for
barrels to explode. There's
one to the left, near
another dead body, and one
near the oily slope on your
right. Push a barrel down
the slope, tagging it twice with your Pistol, and wait for the Barnacle
to suck it down. Whooph! The barrel explodes, taking all the
Barnacles in the ceiling indent with it, above the chambers you
checked out earlier.

Push the second explosive
barrel down the oily slope;
when it's about halfway
down, shoot it to set it on
fire, and set fire to it around
halfway down (remain at
the top so you aren’t caught
in the blast or grabbed by

L the neck). This destroys the
second group of Barnacles in this area. Now slide down to the arched
grating, but don't get too close; the Chopper is still following and
firing at you.

Turn left and maneuver
into a second almost
identical chamber that
contains an oil patch and a
drum to detonate once the
Barnacles start slurping it.
If you ignore or badly time
the barrel-explosion
method, slip down the
slope along the left wall, look up, and blast the Barnacle just as it
spots you, or use another piece of scenery to distract the Barnacle's
tongue. A fourth and final set of Barnacles is at the base of this
second slope; you can avoid them by staying left and leaping over the
railing to the chamber's exit.

If you detonate a barrel too early when baiting a Barnacle, don't
despair; just push the pieces of the barrel at the Barnacle so
those are picked up, and run underneath.

This leads to a door and a
low balcony behind the
rubble you couldn’t
maneuver over. Open the
door, peek your head out,
and hide again as the
Chopper blasts you; use
the door as cover, then
immediately turn left and
sprint!

The third (and quickest
way) to avoid the hunter-
chopper is to sprint down
the slide, heading right,
and leap from the mound
to the blocked area on the
right. Keep jumping to
clear this gap, and climb
over the rubble and onto
the tunnel entrance, circumventing the oil-slicked area.
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Cover as much ground as
possible, following the low
balcony all the way to the
end of a tunnel. Ignore the
effluent-filled water; it
contains nothing of
interest. Turn back and
you'll still be targeted by
the Hunter-Chopper, so
make a left turn and escape it-for now.

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The entrance soon narrows
and splits at a T-junction.
Head left to a dead end
with a plank leaning
against a wall. Move this
out of the way for an item.

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Go on until you reach the
continuation of the tunnel
to your left. This is the only
route, and it is blocked with
an explosive barrel. There's
a quick method and a slow
method of maneuvering
along this narrow passage.

method is to stand back and shoot the barrel; the barricade behind it
explodes completely (but watch for a second barrel detonating at the
far end). The slow method is to move the barrels by hand and
Crowbar the wooden parts of the barricade.

Batter down the next
barricade you see, and you
end up in an inlet junction,
complete with a resident
named Matt. He quickly
brings you up to speed on
the happenings. He moves
to the door in the opposite
wall and opens the
peephole. Uh-oh. Problems!

ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

MANHACK

These nasty robotic hovering devices have gyroscopic sensors to
steady themselves in the air, and they tend to work in packs,
charging you and savaging with rotating blades. Until you get
other forms of weaponry, the best way to defeat a Manhack is by
timing a Crowbar swing just as the Manhack zooms at you, before
it connects. Then follow it with a second, killing blow, knocking
the Manhack into a wall if you can. Pistols aren't the best choice,
because you use too many bullets tagging them. Only use the
Pistol if the Manhack is visible but unable to reach you.

A group of Manhacks bursts through the wooden security door, and
an attack begins. Matt takes out a piece of piping and wildly smashes
it into these hovering fiends; you should do the same.

It is better to stay with your back to a wall (ideally in a corner] so that
Manhacks can attack you from only one direction. Help Matt when
you can and swipe at the Manhacks until all of them explode.
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If you open a gate with a Manhack nearby, then close the gate
and trap the Manhack between the mesh and the wall, the
machine scrapes and fuses together, and then explodes.

Once combat ends, Matt tells you it really isn't safe here. You whole-
heartedly agree with him. He offers some supplies, pointing to a
ladder on the wall near the barricade you broke to enter this area.
Climb it, grab the items from the Supply Crates on the raised bedding
area, and cross the planks in the dark upper ledge.

Head through the remnants of Matt's security door and around the
corner to a mesh door. Behind are three Manhacks, all attempting to
attack, but the gate blocks them. This is an opportune moment to
blast them with your Pistol, or you can ready your Crowbar and open
the gate. Try hitting them through the gate with the Crowbar too.

Now wander to the end of the narrow corridor and turn left. Watch
out! Manhacks have torn into an exploding barrel at the far end of the
passage, and the barricade you're standing near is about to blow up.
Immediately back up into the previous passage and wait for both
exploding barrels to blow up. Then deal with remaining Manhacks.

Now, step through the
smoking pile of debris, turn
another corner, and spot
two exits on the left wall.
Ignore the chain-link door
for the moment, and head
left into a dark
antechamber where you
can grab a pile of supplies. ’
Now return to the door and open it.
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You appear in a meshed-in balcony outside. Look left to see a large
pipe and tunnel. Look ahead to see a mesh door leading into
darkness. Now look out: a couple of Cops run along a high parapet
above and left of you. Tag them both quickly with your Pistol, using
the planks on the mesh as cover.

You must take down the
Cops immediately, because
six or so Manhacks appear
in the sky, dropping
through the gap in the
mesh roof to slice and dice
you. Quickly move to a
corner or backtrack into
the passage; thwack them
into submission. Remove the barrel blocking the opposite door and
open it.

You appear in a dank and
grimy sewer tunnel. An
arched doorway with bars
prevents you from entering
and leads to a large stack
of Supply Crates.
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Look for another way in;
stand on the pipe under the
red light, above the tunnel
channel. Draw your
Crowbar and bash in a
ventilation duct panel; then
crouch and squeeze into
the U-shaped duct corridor.
Turn the corner, and beat
apart a Manhack.

Make a second turn, and
the ventilation duct ends
with another panel to
smash. Squeeze out into a
small stone chamber, and
run to the large stack of
Supply Crates. Demolish
them all, collect the items,
and return to the duct.

Backtrack to the tunnel
entrance. A Cop arrives to
investigate the noise,
standing at the entrance
where you were. Plug the
barrel to his left to send
him flying into the dark.
Then drop into the channel.
i1

Head down the tunnel until
the roof rises and you see a
Metro Cop rappelling from
a grating above.
Immediately tag him with
your Pistol; this Cop is
armed with a brand-new
weapon-one of the key
items in the game. Search
the water around the Cop's body for it!

Crawl down this dead-end runoff channel; the remains of a
citizen cradle a bunch of items. When you attempt to take them,
however, something hideous moves toward you; it is the upper
body of a corpse clamped and controlled by a Headcrab! Plug
this Zombie Torso with pistol shots to the head until it gurgles
its last.
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INVENTORY ADAPTATION
GRENADE

There's another reason for daring to fight the Zombie Torso: it
guards a Fragmentation Grenade. Although this isn't the optimal
time to use it (switch
" back to the SMG), this
weapon is extremely
useful later. Remember
that @ + Fire rolls the
~| Grenade, while regular
i fire lobs it.

After you overcome the Zombie Torso (an entity usually encountered
only when you've sliced the legs off a Zombie), exit the narrow tunnel
and prepare your SMG for a firefight against another rappelling Cop.
Bring him down, then continue along the large corridor.

After rounding the corner, you see a containment pool and a large
archway that's barred. This is the continuation of your route, but you
cannot reach that point yet. You must look elsewhere for a detour.

Jump into the pool on the left side. The large mixing fan slowly
creaks counterclockwise, and you must quickly dart to the left into an
underwater tunnel before the fan blade stops you. Swim down the
tunnel. The first exit in the ceiling leads to a breathing area. Duck
down again, follow the tunnel around, and climb up to an air-filled
corridor.

Turn and look at the
junction ahead. As you
reach it, look left and right;
a large steam pipe runs the
length of this larger tunnel.
Bring out your SMG and
shoot the Scanner
patrolling this area.
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Work your way left, along
the tunnel and underneath
the steam pipe. Two more
Cops rappel from the
grassy area outside and
ahead. Use the pipe as
cover, and bring both of
them down, ducking

under the pipe and dodging
each side.

You can stay left, move to the steps on the left wall, and shoot a
Barnacle lying in wait. Stop by a Supply Crate near a locked door;
use the left wall of this cubby-hole as protection, and force the
Cops to expose themselves to your gunfire. Don't forget the items
in the Supply Crate.

Venture into the grassy area; this is the open side of the mesh
corridor you fought the Manhacks in earlier. Two Cops burst through
into this area. Strafe and bring both of them down, or retreat if you
wish; you can't grab the items they drop.

Instead of attacking the Cops to the left, you could move under the
pipe, turn right, leap up onto the top of it (move quickly), to the
Barnacle and alcove where the pipe turns.

The "retreat” involves jumping onto the end of the steam pipe near
the grass. Run along the top of the pipe, past the side passage you
came from; watch the steam vent, making sure it doesn't damage
you when you reach the corner. Avoid a Barnacle by leaping right, to
an alcove. Feed the three Barnacles an exploding barrel, then look
down and left for items strewn near a burnt corpse that a Barnacle
tries to consume. Head along the pipe, stepping over the steam vents
after they release.
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Bring down a Manhack in this area, and then peer down to the
right side of the pipe. A logo is on the wall signifying the
presence of Supply Crates or item stashes), so drop down and
crouch under the pipe, crawling under the bars to a Supply
Crate. Retrace your steps,
move into the tunnel
opening, and drop into the
water on the other side of
the barred arch, near the
containment pool.

Locate the ladder to the
right of the water you're in,
climb to the top, and wait.
Use the zoom function to
scan the grassy ground
ahead. Two Cops wait on
either side of a truck. This
is a trap.

If you race forward, the
Cops drop about six
flaming barrels from the
flatbed, and they roll down
the grass toward you. You
have two options: dive back
into the water and
submerge so all the barrels &=
explode above you, or train ;
your gun on the flatbed and shoot the first barrel before it even
drops, taking out both Cops in a chain explosion.

Either method works, as long as you down both Cops before you turn
right to check out two more Cops near a bridge. One drops in from
the left wall; blast both him and the other Cop, then turn right and
look for the mesh gate. Go through to enter another narrow tunnel.

A Manhack buzzes toward you in this space. Attack it with your
Crowbar; when additional Manhacks arrive, watch their location so
they don’t swoop past and attack you from behind. The two right-side
alcoves are good places to find items. At the far end, watch for the
gate; five Manhacks are behind it. Close and open it to deal with one
at atime.
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The curved right exit leads to a gloomy tunnel with dim red llghts
Flick on your Flashlight and peer toward a duct panel with
ammunition in front of it. Look left in the darkened corner for
more items.

Smash the panel, head down the duct, drop down, remove the floor
duct, and you land in a water filtration area. Stay at the end where
you dropped in, and look around the lower grating area you landed
on. In the distance are stacks of explosive barrels.

A swarm of Manhacks
descends from a duct on
the far wall. Your options
are to move to the small
alcove on the opposite wall
and seek partial shelter,
then blast a barrel to set
off a chain reaction that
destroys a few of the -
Manhacks, or avoid hitting the barrels entlrely, and whack each
Manhack that charges you. There is a chance you'll receive blowback
damage from the barrels, but combat ends more quickly.

A classic method of emerging from combat unscathed is to dash
for the ladder, drop under the grating as the Manhacks arrive,
then start the barrels exploding under the grating, keeping
yourself out of the blast!

When combat ends, peer
down by the ladder on the
central support to see a
chamber through the floor
grating below. There's a
large circular tube there,
but it's too high to reach
when you descend to this

4 area. Instead, climb the
ladder after checking the far corner of the room for items behind a
regular barrel.

At the ceiling, step off the
ladder backward onto a
large pipe running across
the top of the room. Follow
it to the Manhack duct
(which you cannot reach,
crouch to crawl under a
smaller pipe in the corner,
and drop onto the upper
balcony.
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There is a way to reach this
balcony from the bottom of
the chamber. If you grab a
barrel, place it under the
end of the railing and jump
on it, then jump to the
balcony itself. That saves a
bit of time!

Drop off the pipe and onto
the balcony, and walk

== through a small adjoining
= corridor to a high platform
above a water-logged
chamber filled with pipes.
To your left is a barred wall
preventing access to an

: adjacent chamber. Below is
a Supply Crate bobbmg in the water. If you fall off this platform, swim
to the ladder in the near right corner and move back up to this
platform.

The water level needs to be
raised. Time to find a
suitable valve. Head right,
to the jumble of pipes; drop
down through the pipes,
ducking so you land on the
pair of small white pipes.
Don't fall into the water.
Spot the red-handled valve
and use it. A quicker way to the valve is to jump from the gantry,
straight down at it, although you'll suffer damage.

The water level rises, allowing you to drop into the pool below, swim
to the ladder, and climb it. Work your way back to the initial chamber,
then keep your back to the wall as you're assaulted by five more
Manhacks.
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Defeat them, then drop
from the balcony to the
grated flooring. The area
under the floor is now filled
with water. Go down the
ladder, press 9 to push
yourself away, and turn
around to swim through the
tube tunnel.

Swim up to the surface and let the HEV Suit's air recharge. You're
now on the other side of the bars, near the valve you used to fill the
rooms with water. Unfortunately, you now cannot pull yourself up
onto the exit path. Instead, dive to the bottom of this chamber and
begin to hack the wood planks apart.

Concentrate only on the
area of planks holding a
large circular spindle
underwater. Break the
planks until the spindle is
released, and stand on it as
it ascends to the surface
and floats.

From the spindle, leap to
the far path (or hop across
from the near path if you
aren't standing on the
spindle) and use it as a
stepping stone. Ignore the
crate as you head up three
steps, and move along
through a narrow arched
passage.

You can smash more planks to release another spindle, then
push them to make your route across easier, or you can sprint-
jump across the gap and ignore the spindles altogether, although
the leap is very difficult.

Move along the passage
and round a left corner, up
a ladder, and onto a pair of
planks over a drop to a
sewer overflow passage.
The only way is down, so
drop off from the planks to
the water below and
immediately look left.

The area behind you leads
nowhere and it traps you,
so run left, along the
passage as two Cops
rappel from the grating
above. They release a
Manhack; blast both Cops
as you charge in, then deal
with the Manhack.

After you neutralize the
immediate threats, hop
onto the barrel in the mire,
then onto the ground, and
check the corner for items.

Don't backtrack thinking
you've reached a dead end.
From the upper planked
plinth, fall down to the
watery ground level. Look
for the arched exit tunnel
and follow it to the outside.
Above, the Hunter-Chopper
whirs by; fortunately, it
doesn't spot you.
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You are about to enter the
shanty town (a home to
citizens fleeing from
Combine oppression and a
once-major stronghold) on
the way to Black Mesa
East. Alas, no more. Walk
carefully over the planks,
stoop to head through the
scenery, and then head out into the open.

Vapor trails fill the air and the ground shakes as a large metal rocket
burrows partially into the ground, killing two citizens attemp-ting to
flee. The rocket clicks and a compartment releases, swinging open,
and two disgusting Headcrabs plop out.

ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

HEADCRAB

ol

You can now get a good look at the parasitic pest responsible for
changing the rebel citizens into cadavers: the Headcrab. Leaping
up to scratch and tear, these whittle you down and then clamp
onto your head. Brandish your Crowbar and destroy them both
with a well-timed swing.

The best time to slaughter a Headcrab with gunfire is when they
are emerging from the ground or from the rocket. Fire away!

Be on guard; more parasite
rockets have landed
nearby. Check left for some
items, then move to an
area covered by corrugated
metal. Out of the ground
burrow two more
Headcrabs. Back up and
start swinging.
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As you reach the gate
ahead, turn left (after you
witness the horrific death
of a citizen). There's
nothing you can do (and
you can't jump over to this
area) except watch a
shrieking man struggle to
extricate a brain-sucking
parasite from his head. He collapses and the fiend begins to feast.

Turn left around the corner and prepare for more Headcrabs to leap
from the ground and from the scenery as the path winds around,
and then move right. Two or three of these pests either burrow
from the ground or are hiding in the refuse collecting in this godfor-
saken place.

ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

ZOMBIE

As the path takes you under a tin roof again, watch out for the
bodies slumped ahead. These are Zombies. One picks up a
barrel and swats it at you. This hurts, so unload a Pistol clip to
halt it from hitting you; or better yet, dodge to the left, behind the
mesh. Use the SMG and shoot for the head until they drop.

With the shock over, turn
left and watch for another
crashed parasite rocket,
still steaming, and another
couple of flesh-hugging
pests leaping out at you.
Knock them away with
Crowbar swings.
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Now stop for a moment
and watch your step; a live
wire dangles and sways in
the breeze, and this can
seriously harm you if you're
struck by it, so wait for it to
swing out, then run past it.
Bring out your SMG.

Watch out! A Zombie
smashes a piece of metal
wall out toward you and
lumbers in for a kill.
Retaliate with accurate
head shots to drop this
beast, then turn right. The
opening the Zombie came
from leads you backward.

CAUTION

Step into the electrified
container, pausing to
smack the Supply Crates,
but don't let your HEV Suit
brush against the sides, or
you'll suffer heavy
electrical damage.

Step out to another
parasite rocket and aim
carefully at another couple
of Headcrabs. You can coax
them so they leap at you,
miss, and hit the electrified
container.

Around the parasite rocket,
another troublesome
Zombie rises to his feet.
This is the opportune
moment for a killing, as the
zombie is helpless until 3
he's standing.

Another rocket lands as
you move across the
ground and out of the
shanty town. As the rocket
lands, detonate the barrel
when you see the
Headcrabs scurry out to

| toast them. Or flee

the area.

A tunnel is to your left and
ominous radioactive sludge
is on your right; the way is
clear. Move into the tunnel,
around the edge of the
wooden walkway.

You meet a citizen tending
to what looks like a
collection of scrap metal
masquerading as an
airboat. This must be your
ride. "You'll find more help
up at Station 7, just a few
bends up the river,” the
citizen informs you. “It's "
the old red barn.” If you're in a hurry, place a barrel by the gate the
citizen opens, and ram it with the airboat before she turns the wheel,
escaping this area quicker than usual.

CAUTION
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Turn your boat around for a
view of the Citadel. Test the
airboat’s controls by
zipping around this
environment. Optionally,
you can stop on the right
bank, near a parasite
rocket, and attack a
Headcrab if you must
eradicate them all.

With both Zombies downed,
you hear Alyx over the
radio, attempting in vain to
reach the remains of the
radio technician at this
station. Ignore his corpse,
and keep your balance as
you carefully step up along
the left edge of the wrecked
stairs, then turn around.

Do not walk forward onto
the broken plank ahead;
this cunning trap is loose
and will drop you on the
floor, followed by a crate on
your head. Instead, work
your way left and right;
crack the crate with your
Crowbar, turn left, and .
swat the Headcrab that drops in unannounced.

With the Headcrab removed, climb the ladder to the attic portion of
Station 7 and inspect the winch mechanism. It is attached to a large
metal container with supply crates inside. Bring your Crowbar out,
and after the Hunter-Chopper flies by, check the barrel.

! The barrel is jammed
under a release cog, so
smash it out of the way; the
weight of the container
drops it down into the
water below. Jump down
into the water after it and
collect the items bobbing in
the water.

After gathering the items
you want (check under-
water to see if any are
jammed under the
container), get in the
airboat and continue
through the canals.

You find a ramshackle
barricade with a wooden
ramp on it. Accelerate to
full speed and zoom up and
over the ramp.

Land on the other side in a
large pool of still water. The
way to the left is blocked,
but the area to the right
(with the channel markers)
looks interesting. First
check the ramshackle
ramp area; return by accel-
erating up and over the left
or right bank.

Exit the airboat and view
the scenery: a water tower,
various tenement blocks-
and the hum of an
incoming Scanner.

Stand and blast it apart if
you wish.

Now inspect the ramp

| thoroughly. Check under it
for some ammunition.

. Then head back over

the ramp.

The airboat can take some major punishment. Ram up and down
the banked canal sides, spin around in the air, and try some
jumping maneuvers until you're comfortable with the handling.

Although the wall with
arched gratings is
impassable, it does show
the continuation of the
canal. You'll reach there in
a matter of minutes. For
now, turn right and accel-
erate through the channel
markers.
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You may hear a voice
above you as you pass
under the bridge. This is a
citizen dropping a Supply
Crate into the water. He's
then chased off by
Scanners. Pick up the
contents of his crate.

Park the airboat under the
bridge and inspect the
area. Ahead is a see-saw
ramp blocking your
progress. The far end of it
appears to need raising to
reach an upper bank on top
of a concrete wall.

Look to the left and shine
your flashlight on a large
circular effluent duct.
There's a sign to the left of
it, although this is the first
time supplies aren't found;
instead, the clue to raising
the ramp is provided. Jump
into the duct.

Run down the duct, turn
right, and right again until
you come to a second hole
in the same large concrete
wall. This overlooks a pit of
water that the see-saw
ramp partially rests in.
There are a couple of blue
plastic barrels up here.

The trick here is to push
the blue barrels into the
water, then drop in after
them. Grab a barrel and
submerge. Swim under the
see-saw ramp to spot a
metal catchment area. You
can place all the barrels
you can find in this area

into the catchment area, but only two are necessary to float the ramp.
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The buoyancy of the plastic
barrels raises the ramp.
With no more blue barrels
to place, return to the
airboat, head back to the
channel marker, then
swing around and accel-
erate up the ramp, landing
on the mud bank you couldn’t previously reach.

As soon as you drive over the mud bank, a giant swooping thing,
featuring eight massive spiderlike legs and holding a large metal
container, drops out of the air and boosts forward. Is this organic
or metal? Fortunately, it doesn't spot you.

Turn the left corner to see giant blue flames blasting out of the tail-
end of this biomorphic Dropship as it carries its payload onward.
Continue to follow it as you head over the rise.

Jump over the edge of a mud hill and down to a partially drained
overflow system. Weave around either side of another mud bank in a
slalom style as a second Dropship pulls away after depositing a
group of Metro Cops.

The Cops are on the right side of your path. You don't have any long-
range weapons (except if you step off the boat, which isn't advised),
so hit two of the Cops at ramming speed with your boat as accurately
as you can.
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Then stop, get off, and finish
any stragglers. The Dropships
have disappeared over the
horizon, so ignore them; focus
instead on collecting items
from the dead Cops. Now look
to the right. A side pipe is
missing its grating. Stand on a
barrel to jump into it. Dive into
the waterlogged pipe and
come out the other side into a
small unpleasant cavern.
Blast the Zombie and then
collect the items at the back of
the room. Return to the
airboat.

Get on your boat, accelerate onward, and bank right onto the cement
slope as three Cops rappel from the grassy bank. There's no need to
stop and fire; run over them.

Make a sharp right turn
after the triple hit-and-run
and quickly scan the canal
ahead. There's a large
blockade, and you may be
stuck on it if you don't
immediately swing to hug
the left wall and keep your
speed up.

Boost up the ramp at high
speed to ensure you make
it over the barricade, and
keep to the left as you land
in a radioactive waste
waterway. Drive the boat
into the support strut for a
side balcony, and watch it
tumble into the acid.

Look right to see an explosive barrel near a clump of debris attached
to a bundle of heavy beams, which in turn are fastened to a crane.
Set off a chain reaction by exploding the barrel, and the beams swing
around and smash open the gate. As this happens, a Dropship
swoops in and lands at the entrance to this substation.

Combine reinforcements have been called. Quickly backtrack through
the warehouse, up the steps, and then out onto the sentry gun
courtyard. Quickly man the gun, because about six Cops are trying to
reach this position. Bring them down (and a Scanner before it blinds
you) in a hail of sentry-gun fire.
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During combat, the
Dropship takes off. Don't
waste ammunition firing at
it; you cannot destroy this
well-armored machine.
Instead, concentrate on
cutting down remaining
Cop stragglers.

Move through the door and
back into the blue-lit
substation building. Fill up
on health items and
Grenades, then enter the
garage and aim a well-
lobbed Grenade at the Cop
in the far left corner. This
should send a tire stack

flying.

Nimbly move around the
first APC and watch for two
Cops, one behind the
barricade dropped from the
ceiling earlier, and the
other behind a sentry gun
in the corner. Use a
Grenade to force the
gunner out, and cut down
both with SMG fire.

A final trio of Cops is behind the glass in the command room you first
entered. Either lob a Grenade through the broken window, retreat
from the blast, and enter to mop up stragglers, or dash for the sentry
gun and use it on enemies entering through the door. Don't forget to
backtrack to replenish your Grenade supply afterward!

[i You can now escape the
substation, dropping down
the ladder from the gantry
to the airboat. Accelerate
through the now-open gate,
and ram the Supply Crate
just after you exit the area.
Turn left.
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Ahead is a bridge, with two Cops strafing the water below. If you must
take down every Combine force you see, park the airboat to the right,
using the debris as cover, and cut down the Cops with SMG fire.

The easiest way through is to ignore the police and zoom under the
bridge, as shown here. Launch into the channel markers and choose
either archway, making a left turn as you drop into another canal
channel.

As the next right turn
nears, a Combine APC,
parked on the canal bank
ahead and left of you,
begins to rain rockets
down. Swerve left and right
to avoid them, heading for
the cover of the left bank,
and swing around to face
the bridge.

Ignore the empty red
container and accelerate
through the bridge. A
rappelling Cop can slow
= you down, but not if you
ram him as he lands.

The canal bends in an S-
shape, and the rubble to
the left of the next bridge
forces you to maneuver
around a Barnacle and
under the right arch.
Rappelling Cops should
suffer the same fate as
before: ram them!

The canal bends left and
right once more, leading to
a final bridge. Now a total
of three Cops drop from
above; none are necessary
to fight. Slam into them,
keeping to the left side of
the bridge.

The Combine APCs are out
in force as you swing left
and then reach a right turn
in the canal structure.
Make a quick choice either
to investigate the concrete
drainage structure ahead
or to continue on your way
to the right.

Stop at the edge of the
drainage inlet, below
the trajectory of the
APC above you, and
look for the sign to the
right of the barred
opening. Crouch and
squeeze through, flick
your Flashlight on, and

check the far left corner for items. A Headcrab launches at you
as you near, but keep the SMG primed, because two Cops rappel
down to ambush you as you try to escape outside.

Bring them down fast (there's nowhere to hide), and head back
to the airboat.

Spraying gasoline over the canal ahead presents a new and deadly
challenge. Firstly, ignore the Combine forces on the canal banks;

stopping to shoot them will result in your death. Secondly, don't slow
down; accelerate, but hug the right wall.

A corrugated ramp on the right side of the canal launches you up and
over the wall of fire. If you slow down, you can miss the ramp and
take fire and small-arms damage, so launch over the ramp at speed.

Head through either one of
the narrow tunnels; when
you're outside, swing right
immediately. Rockets from
a Combine APC on a bridge
ahead have launched a car
into the air, and it tumbles
at you. Swing left to avoid it.

Now stay in the middle of the canal (there's more room to maneuver)
avoiding the overhanging structure to the left. Rockets part two cars
in the canal, so dash through the gap, and then blast through the
channel markers and into either tunnel entrance.

The APC and Cops can no longer fire at you in this long inlet channel,
so follow the tunnel at a more leisurely pace. Your slalom racing is
over for the moment.
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masonry blocking your way. Swing right, avoiding the debris. ammunition for a .357

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Power up the airboat and drive it down the ramp and into an open
canal lock area; drive toward a gated lock, which is slowly closing. In
fact, it shuts before you can reach it. The facility appears to be a
storage depot, and you've been spotted!

Alternatively, pull the airboat onto the pile of stones near an outflow
tube, then tag the Cop firing wildly at you from the railed balcony

on the edge of the facility. Take him down now to avoid dealing with
him later.

If you want an extremely
cunning way to avoid the
entire facility, back your boat
up to the gap in the balcony
railing, then sprint and jump
up the boat, and through the
gap- You can ignore all facility
takedown plans and open the
gate by moving to the control room at once!

If you wish to take the Magnum and defeat the Combine forces in this
area, open the sluice gates via the normal method. Head right,
toward a beached boat. Dive down to the far side of the boat and look
for a half-buried container of supplies.

Pilot your craft to a rickety jetty to the right of the concrete ground of
the main base. Exit the airboat and search for a door. Produce your
Crowbar and bash the lock off, then open the door and enter.

About a second after taking
the Magnum from the
table, the door ahead
swings open, and a couple
of Cops charge you. Stand
your ground and blast the
first one as soon as the
door moves, sending him
sprawling. To the left is a
crate with more shells.

Walk forward and dish out
an instant-kill headshot to
the second Cop, and turn
the left corner. Ahead, a
third Cop appears. With the
left corner wall protecting
you, bring him down with a
thud. Then head out onto
the concrete walkway.

Turn right, negotiate some
fallen barrels, and walk up
the steps; turn left and
train the Magnum on a Cop
at the top of the steps.
Bring him down before he
has chance to fire. Now for
the tricky part: avoiding the
auto-cannon bursts of the
Hunter-Chopper.

As the Cop goes down, run
and hug the container until
the Chopper shots stop,
then dash left, between
the container stacks.
Quickly step out around
the corner to the right, and
blast a Manhack just as a
Cop releases it. Then blast
the Cop.

Run for the gray container
the Cop stood next to, and
take shelter from another
round of chopper fire.
Then dash out immedi-
ately, round the right
corner (side-stepping in
front of some crates to

- > shield you from another
Chopper burst from behind), and run straight for the Cop on a pile
of stone chippings.

Bring the Cop down as you
run over the pile and into
the relative safety of an
open container. The
Chopper continues to buzz
your location. Hug the door
so you aren't strafed, then
grab the items in the
Supply Crate while the
Chopper reloads. Finally, face the far end of the container and lob a
Grenade, as shown here.
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This panics two Cops
waiting to ambush you; the
explosion kills one or both
of them and blows apart a
Supply Crate under a
wooden shelter to the right.
Grab the items, then
quickly head left, hiding
against the red container.

CAUTION

Your plan now is to run into
a large warehouse teeming
with Cops. You'll be cut to
ribbons in seconds if you
dawdle or stay in the open
once inside, so make a
straight run into the
warehouse and inside one
of two open containers.
From here (ideally, the left one), stay in the middle and tag a few
Manhacks-and the odd Cop who tries to flush you out. Deal with two
Cops by the right side stairs by hiding, peeking out of the container,
and tagging them.

Wait in the left container
until two more Cops run
inside the warehouse and
try to hide in the far corner
full of boxes, near the
entrance. Plug them, then
spend the rest of the time
at the far end of the left
container, shooting the
Cops on the wooden balcony above.

Whittle down the Cops to a couple of stragglers, then dash out and
run to the right side of the warehouse, up the steps. Race to the top,
and watch the balcony on the opposite side.

With one or two Cops left, you can tag them from long distance or
rush them. Move over the tops of the containers and leap onto the
balcony. Conduct a murderous hunt for all remaining Combine scum!
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With the Cop presence
diminished, move to the
area on the upper balcony
where they came from: a
short passage to a stock
room. Watch the windows
on the left, because they
shatter as the Chopper
spots you. Rush forward as
it reloads.

Quickly step around a
pillar, and then into the
stock room; run hugging
the left wall, out of gunfire
range. Wait for the
Chopper to strafe the
stacks of boxes blocking
your exit, then Crowbar
through the rest.

Quickly switch to a gun and
sidestep facing right,
blasting a Cop against the
far wall. Then, before two
more Cops rush your
position, stand at the top of
the stairwell, drop a
Grenade down the steps,
and retreat. Shoot any Cops
still alive, ideally from where the initial Cop blew apart.

Head down the steps to a Health Recharger and HEV Suit Recharge
Station. Use the HEV Suit Recharger first, because the Chopper spots
and shoots you when you use the Health Recharger. Quickly move to
the side of the doorway, and when the Chopper stops firing, dash
outside. If you need to, run right to an area filled with containers for a
Supply Crate.

Now, using the containers as cover, head around the various gravel
pits on the other side of this container yard until you reach a gate
where a sign reads "Industrial Identification Required.” Show the Cop
here your I.D. in the form of a Magnum slug to the temple.

You're still under heavy fire
from the Chopper, so run
down the concrete walkway
to a gate-control hut ahead
of you. Before you climb

into the control room, blast
the Cop around the left
corner on the main balcony
if you didn't deal with him

at the start of this bloodshed.
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The control room is at the
top of a ladder. There are
two guards here, and it's
sometimes difficult to blast
both of them without taking
major damage. Instead of
climbing the ladder and
half-hiding at the top while
shooting both Cops, you
can simply throw a Grenade up from the base of the ladder.

With the Cops down, grab
stuff from the Supply
Crates, but only after you
grab the control room'’s
sentry gun and bring it to
bear on the pesky Chopper
currently blasting your
location. Shoot rapid-fire
rounds at it from both gun £
emplacements until it catches fire and limps over the treetops and
out of view.

Don't forget your main task
here; press @ by the gate
control so the light
changes color, and watch
the gates swing open.
You're free! Descend the
steps, and swim back to
the side entrance where
you left the airboat.

Ride out and around the facility, then through gate #5. Directly
ahead, rusting boats prevent you from heading forward, so swing
right, just as another Hunter-Chopper arrives. This one is dropping
water mines.

These knock your craft

wildly about, and you take
damage from the attack, so |
watch the trios of bombs
the Chopper lays each

time, keep your distance,
and swerve around them.

Before you continue your merry dance with the Hunter-Chopper,
take a moment to check the railway bridge. Look left, and you'll
spot a sign.

While avoiding the Hunter-Chopper's ordnance, observe these
rules: If you stop or reverse (or retreat), it strafes you with
cannon fire. If you continue forward, it drops water mines.

Try not to reach a position
where the bombs are close
together and the Chopper
is very close to your
position; hang back a little
to improve your chances at
avoiding a mine.

When you reach this area,
you see that the canal
continues onward and
sweeps around in a large
left turn. However, there's
a shortcut on the left.

At full speed, hit the left
bank to the left of a
driftwood blockade, and
you can drive up and over
this area, cutting out the
long corner and shortening
the time you must play
dodgeball with the
Chopper.

Alternatively, you can swing
around the long left bank,
and use it to avoid the
mines in the water below.

Continue through the next
tunnel, and stay on the
middle of a collapsed pipe
section. This isn't easy, and
you can slide off into a pool
of radioactive waste.
Return to the first pipe
section, and try this precise
control again until you
reach the opposite tunnel.
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Careen into the tunnel; at
the other end, slam into
both the Supply Crates on
the ground before you exit.
The way ahead narrows
into a large winding
channel, and the Chopper
has spotted you again!

Accelerate to the Y-shaped
junction and take the right
fork; the left is blocked.
Stay on the left edge of the
canal so you can go up
some driftwood and onto a
canal lock, staying to the
left edge. Don't drop down.
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The Chopper spins around
and strafes your boat, and
the barrels you slam into
may knock you off into the
water below. If this
happens, simply exit the
locks. If you manage to stay
on the left shelf, follow it to
the Supply Crate at the end.

Drop off the edge and
continue to the right, along
a large canal that takes you
under a large bridge. The
way behind is blocked, so
keep swerving around the
bombs the Chopper
continues to drop.

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Night is near; creatures
more horrific than those
you've encountered may be
prowling these watery
inlets. Increase your speed,
driving up the left side of a
grassy bank to avoid the
concrete dam ahead, and
enter the tunnel.

Follow this around until you
reach another steeply
sloping channel. The
Chopper swoops down
again, determined to shoot
you off your craft. Ignore its
strafing, increase your
speed to maximum, and
gradually head up the

left bank.

Shoot up the left bank at a
diagonal; otherwise, you
won't have the power to
maneuver up here to a gap
in the channel. Exit the
craft and sprint to a stash
of Supply Crates at the
dead end you've arrived at.
Return to the airboat.

When you exit this sluice
channel, a concrete
overflow structure appears
on your left. Inspect the
reeds in the right corner for
Magnum shells, then move
into the logo-adorned
concrete structure to
secure more items.

Now comes a spot of tricky weaving. While the Chopper attempts to
pin you with cannon fire, make sure you're traveling at top speed
before smashing through a channel marker and continuing your fast-
paced escape.

At the second archway,
watch for Barnacles, which
can seriously impede your
progress; they can grab you |
straight off your boat and
begin to throttle you. If so,
bring out the Pistol, tag
them, then swim to your
vessel.

After another turn, jet
toward these channel
markers and keep your
speed up. As you emerge
from under the bridge, stay
to the extreme right;
containers block the canal.

Head right at this point;
you'll see a long, rising pile
of mud and stones along
the curve of the right-side
wall. Don’t try to ram and
launch over the
containers-only radiation
lies past the containers.

Instead, speed up and

launch your airboat off the

edge of the ramp and over -
a gap. Below you is
radioactive water, and
behind you to the left is a
dead end. You're heading
for the warehouse
building's top balcony,
ahead.
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Ahead are two large
towers; you're headed here
in a moment, but for now,
park the airboat (ideally
inside the warehouse).
There's nothing outside
except the incessant
cannon-firing of the
Chopper.

Loud, whistling bangs fill
the air around you; parasite

Step into the warehouse
and check all the corners
for Supply Crates and a
pair of Rechargers.

Before you tear down this
stretch of canal, get out
and run to the right around
the large cylindrical vats,
clicking on your Flashlight.
Items are strewn around a
corpse on the right side of
this area. Return to the
boat and continue.

As you reach the end of this
channel, it splits. To the left
is a banked corner leading
to the next area. But first,
check the logo in the center
of the wall ahead, and mow
down the Cop at the
barricade on the right.

Drive the airboat over the
tires and head to the
makeshift hut of a citizen
who was recently
discovered by the Combine.
A parasite rocket was
dispatched. Headcrabs and
the remains of the man flop
down from the dark tunnel entrance ahead. Defeat them all with
the Guass Cannon! Check the upper floor of the hut to your left,
and the ground nearby for Supply Crates. You risk greater
damage if you rummage through this area on foot.

Return to the boat and take the other route, hugging the right wall
and riding it around, up a ramp, and into an upper overflow tunnel.

Don't slow down; ram the Zombies inside this winding tunnel, watch
out for hanging Barnacle tongues, and then slow down as you exit.

You're now entering the
refinery factory area, and
the Combine is attempting
to set fire to oil drums and
stop your progress. Begin
by strafing the middle
section, then drive onto
the raised cement path to
the left, and avoid the fire.
Or, take the long path through the fire.
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Weave up the concrete
ramp, avoiding the
exploding barrels thrown
down at you. Keep your
speed up, and reach the
wall so the barrels pass
over your head. Then
swing the boat round and
go down the other side of
the ramp.

Swerve to the right as you pass under a bridge, avoiding the nasty
Barnacle, then zoom forward, ramming the two Metro Cops as you
swing right, around the corner. Boost forward into another tunnel.

Drop out of the other end of
the tunnel, then slow down.
This is a heavily guarded
area, so be cautious. You
want to launch up a ramp
and into the tunnel in the
right concrete wall you can
see above. However, there
are goods to grab in this
area first.

Edge your craft around the
beached boat to your left.
Train your weapon on the
APC on the wooden wharf
and pepper it with gunfire.
Don’t edge forward any
more; a second APC is on
the wharf above and left

of you.

As soon as the APC
explodes, jet toward the
boat at the far end of this
wharf. Turn around, and
use the boat to your right
as a shield. Begin to blast
the other APC as shown
here. When you run out of
power, recharge and spin
your craft around the boat to hide from the rockets. Constantly move
around the boat so you aren't hit.

APC is demolished, move
to the container that's o
fallen into the edge of the -
wharf, and move on foot
around it. On the other
side, the container is open;
inside are barrels at the
other end.

Detonate the barrels, and
the container doors fly
apart. This hole allows you
to maneuver your boat
carefully through the
container and under the
wharf itself.

Continue slowly and to the
right of the dam. Look for a
red, rusting trawler and
inspect the right side of it
for some Supply Crates.

Use the banked turn to increase speed, and accelerate toward a
wooden ramp, shown here. This is attached to a rock outcrop.

three rock outcroppings. A
Supply Crate rests on the
final rock top; it's one of

Until you hear the ominous
sound of rotor blades,
inspect the rest of the
reservoir for items. Across
from the rocky outcrops, on
the opposite side of the
lake is a piece of driftwood
with a Supply Crate on it.

Backtrack to the entrance and to a stagnant pond with another
Supply Crate near some wood. There’s also some items in the main
water near the explosive barrels.
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Finally, look out for a piece
of half-submerged cement
pipe; it's under the rocks
you combo off. Balance
across this for a Supply
Crate, then duck and
crawl into the pipe for
more items.

As soon as you hear the
approach of the Hunter-
Chopper, which rises from
a dam building ahead,
prepare for combat. For
cover, use the rocky
outcrops around the
reservoir or use the
beached boats. Shoot the
Chopper as it passes overhead.

To begin, the Chopper either drops mines or shoots back with its
weapon. Follow and shoot if the Chopper is using its gun, or remain
stationary if it drops mines in your path. Keep unloading your weapon
into the Chopper at all times.

More Supply Crates are in
the middle of the reservoir,
near a beached boat. Break
these open at your leisure,
after the battle. The wood
propped against the other
side of the boat makes a
great ramp.
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Keep up this devastatlng shootmg from your boat until the Chopper
starts to belch thick black smoke. It attempts to drop a vast array of
bombs at this point. Continue with the pummeling, but move
constantly to avoid the bombs.

Continue this strategy of
hiding behind rocks,
waiting for the Chopper to
fly overhead, then demol-
ishing it with your gun, until
the vehicle splutters,
grinds, and explodes in a
shower of fire.

Now move to the
reservoir's far end.

Once the Hunter-Chopper has been downed, and the gate
opened, maneuver your boat past the ramp toward a concrete
outflow with two pipes protruding from it. Use your boat as a
platform, and jump up around the grating of the left pipe.

Sprint down the radioactive sewer, turning left and ending in a
small cave where a Vortiguant is spit-roasting a tasty Headcrab
meal. Chat to him about a variety of pan-dimensional happen-
stances.
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When you reach the gate to
the dam building, climb up
and turn the gate wheel to
raise it; keep turning until
the gate wheel clicks. Drop
down, then move to the
rickety ramp; this is the
fastest way up and onto the
top of the dam building.

Land your airboat expertly on the ground next to a helipad, and seek
out a Cop patrolling the area. Use your boat or your own favorite
weapon to take him out. Then move to the side of the building bathed
in sunlight.

Here you find one or two
Cops and a Manhack to
tear apart. Your airboat’s
Gauss Cannon is excellent
here. When you're done
defeating the Combine, hop
off the boat and open the
door to the dam building
interior.

Two Cops wait inside.
Disrupt them by lobbing a
Grenade a short way in,
then follow up with SMG
fire before advancing to the
right and shooting the final
Cop behind the shelving.
Pick up the items and
recharge yourself.
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Once the warehouse is secure, head outside, around the right
wall of the building, near the helipad. Turn left, then look across
to the left side of the dam. An odd-looking man in an ill-fitting
suit is pondering your progress.

You're very close to Eli's
place, but you need to find
some way across the dam.
This is achieved by crossing
(in the airboat or on foot)
the rickety bridge. Look for
the sign reading "water
control” and follow the
arrow.

Over the bridge, turn right,
move to the edge, and flick
the switch. This drops a
ladder to the ground, in
case you fall off and want
to return here quickly.
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Drop onto the dam and run to the dam-control switch. The left one is
short-circuiting, so move to the right side and pull the "gate
override” switch. You'll hear a grinding sound. It appears as if the
dam’s gate has been opened.

Head back to your boat,
and drop back down to the
reservoir. Pilot the boat
toward the dam, and you'll
see an opening. In front of
that is a stack of driftwood
in what appears to be a
ramp formation.

Floor it! Accelerate over the
wood ramp, trying hard not
to slip off course (or you'll
come up short or slam into
awall and have to retry),
and you'll pass through the
gate. Drop down the dam in
a spectacular descent!
Next stop, Eli Vance!

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Follow Alyx out into the connecting passageways. You both walk down
a series of gray brick tunnels. She moves through a couple of
passages, talking to you.

Alyx opens the airlock door
and welcomes you to the
scrap yard. Step out and
wait for Alyx to unhook a
cumbersome-looking
weapon from its hook. She
presents it to you; this is
the Zero Point Energy Field
Manipulator (Gravity Gun)!

Alyx also wants you to
learn the range of the
sucking capabilities of this
weapon. So stand away
from the white cylinder and
try to suck the crate on the
balcony next to it. It moves
slowly at first, then sucks
right in!

You should also determine
the type of item that makes
a good weapon to fire
against foes. The tire is a
great example; when you
shoot it, it flies off quickly,
and is big enough to dish
damage, but small enough
for you to see what you're
aiming at.

Alyx leaps onto the balcony
ahead, and wants you to
build a pile of items to
reach her. This is easily
achieved by turning left,
sucking a barrel off a high =
ledge, and placing (not
firing) it on the ground.
Jump on it, then suck and
place it again. Climb to Alyx.

Alyx encourages you to play
around with the weapon's
abilities. Press @M to suck
up a lightweight item, such
as this paint can. Press it
again to drop it.

Press ® to shoot the can
forward after you have it
floating in front of you. Or
you can shove items out of
the way by simply firing
(@) when you're close by;
this is quicker than picking
up and firing or depositing.

Now comes a spot of
precision firing. Press @ to
suck up a larger item, such |
as a crate, and then take
your finger off the trigger.
The crate should still float
until you release it.
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You've graduated Gravity
Gun Training 101. Now for
more impressive
techniques. Drop off the
other side of the balcony
and follow Alyx around to
the quarry area. On the way
is a sign: "Beware of Dog.”

“Now let me call Dog.” Alyx
says, "He loves to play
fetch." She whistles, and a
giant robotic bipedal robot
gambols out of his kennel
and excitedly rushes the
both of you. She stops the
large machine and pats it
on the head.

She explains that Eli built this pet for her and has been constantly
adding parts to him. He seems to be incredibly strong, and hopefully

useful in the battles to come. For now, though, he just wants to play.

Time to play catch! Stay
where you are while Dog
runs to the opposite end of
the quarry, picks up a
crate, and lobs it high into
the air. As it descends,
move under it, then right
click at the last second to
“catch” it.

If you mess up, Dog tries it
again, and you have a
number of opportunities to
learn the timing needed to
catch a falling object. Stand
to the side of its impact
spot, then suck it before it
touches the ground; that
works too!
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Crates are fun, but Dog
really wants to play with
his ball. This is in fact a
deactivated Combine
weapon called a
Rollermine. Dog opens his
“tin" to retrieve it.

Dog holds the ball in an electrical field before lobbing it. Be sure you
stand far enough away so you have time to catch the device. Then
punt it back at Dog; try to land the ball on Dog's head to practice

accuracy.

As the back-and-forth
catch continues, stand in
this general area, and try to
shoot a few hoops with
Dog. Rebounds are difficult,
so increase the pitch of
your throw so there's no
banked shots before the
ball drops through the ring!
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Vary your trajectory when firing items about; point your weapon
straight up and you can throw and catch objects above your head,
for example. In addition, you can keep Dog’s “ball” with you,
sucking it with the Gravity Gun, and use it throughout your time
in Ravenholm! It searches for moving foes, meaning you can roll
it around corners to check paths ahead!

A terrible whistling sound
echoes through the yard, as
parasite rockets drop to
earth with a bang.
Scanners flock the skies,
and a Hunter-Chopper
appears. The Combine
have found your location!

Back up; your weapons aren’t a match for the Hunter-Chopper that
begins strafing the facility's upper tunnels. Follow Alyx and Dog back
to the airlock as quickly as you can.

On the way back, you may
be tempted to challenge
the Hunter-Chopper, but
without the airboat’s
Gauss Cannon, thisisn't a
good idea. Waiting around
only results in you being
cut down.

"We're in the scrap yard
airlock, stuck in a full
autocycle!" Alyx is talking
urgently to Eli on the door
console. Eli begins to
respond, urging you to
head for the coast; then the
console goes dead.

The airlock door won't
open, so Alyx orders Dog to
wrench it apart. Dog
lumbers into position, and
a second or two later,
metal twists as the
blockage is torn open. Alyx
dashes through; follow her
immediately.

Alyx heads down the
corridor, turns right, and
moves back to Eli's
laboratory. She reaches the
door when you hear a large
rumbling sound. A second
later, the corridor in front
of you fills with rocks.

Your way forward is
blocked. You're unable to
reach Alyx, so follow the
advice she shouts to her
pet: "Dog, take Gordon to
the Ravenholm tunnel, then
circle around and try to
meet up with me. Hurry!”
Backtrack to the junction.

Dog lollops off toward the
sealed airlock that leads to
Ravenholm. Quickly follow
him in toward the door,
now bathed in red light
from the emergency
mechanisms the Combine
attack triggered.

Dog picks up the base of the door and rips it up through its hinges.
Quickly duck under the top of the door and run through. Dog retreats
and attempts to rejoin his mistress.
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Meanwhile, you're left in a
junk-filled passageway with
stairs at the end. Bring out
the Gravity Gun and start to
clear the stairs of the
various large items; blast
the wardrobe and barrels
forward.

If you have problems
maneuvering, pick up a
large item, turn around,
and fire it up the stairs
behind you. Suck a barrel,
then blast it over the "no
entry” sign at the base of
the stairs. Then head
through the opening you
created.

Trudge down the dimly lit corridor until you reach the base of an
elevator shaft from an old mine. This must be the entrance to
Ravenholm; there's certainly enough warnings here.

Stop to inspect your
surroundings, and you're
greeted by the skinned
corpse of a hapless ex-
miner and a bunch of
crates scattered about that
you can shove around.

After you trudge out of the
wooden cabin from the
ladder climb, you appear
out in a grassy courtyard. A
single dim street lamp is
ahead, near a tree with
something lashed to it.

One of the best ways to
survive in this close-
quarter Zombie combat
hell is to ration your
Health Packs. If you're
healthy when you come
across a pack, carry it
with you and save it
until you really need it.

As a flock of Ravens takes
to the sky, begin methodi-
cally searching the area.
The lack of light is a
problem, so quickly flick
your Flashlight on and off
to check dark corners, but
don't overuse it.
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The side streets to the left and right have dead bodies, and there’s
evidence of parasite rockets embedded in the ground, but nothing
stirs until you reach the tree. A sickening pair of human legs dangles
from a rope. A nearby Zombie wakes up too.

Deal with this prowling menace by using your Gravity Gun with skill;
suck an explosive barrel from the stack ahead and fire it at the
Zombie, burning it to death. Back up to avoid its death throes, then
head into the shed, ripping off the wooden planks.

The shed has an interesting array of projectile weapons that can
be employed, so look around. Top of the list are the circular saw
blade, the paint pot, and the gas canister. Suck one of these
items up, and practice blasting it at a wall.

CAUTION

Push any scenery blocking
your way, pick up an item,
and head around the
doorway in the far left
corner. A flesh-crazed ex-
miner rises to his feet and
attempts to tackle you. This
screen shows the results of
a saw blade aimed at his
torso, slicing him in half.

It is always best to aim at
the head, as Torso Zombies
are sometimes created
when the legs are removed,
and these crawling terrors
aren’t what you need when
being attacked from all
sides. Step into the
carnage-filled room; two
more Zombies stir.

As you can see, the effects
of launching a gas canister
are spectacular. But make
sure you're at this distance
or farther from the
explosion; back out of the
room of bodies, then cut
down Zombies as they
shamble through the
doorway.

o he
Flaming Zombies are troublesome until they collapse and die. They
can burn you, and Headcrabs can survive and leap at you while they
burn, so a plan is to set fire to a group of Zombies, then slice any
remaining ones that get too close.

Another method of attack
is the paint-pot pummel.
Pick up the enamel paint
pot and fire it into a
Zombie, and you'll discover
the paint explodes, coating
the creature in
semigloss-more amusing
than effective. Suck the pot e
back up and fire again, this time at the head.

Whenever a wooden barricade blocks a doorway, use the Gravity
Gun to suck or blast the pieces apart; your Crowbar is now
unnecessary for this task.
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After you deal with the
quartet of Zombies inside
the shed (including coaxing
a couple to the shelves of
gas canisters and exploding
them all in a firestorm),
head into the body-filled
room, take the right
doorway, and drop out into
another gloomy forecourt.

Various junk on the ground
is available for the Gravity
Gun, and a vicious-looking
propeller trap lies ahead: a
sharp blade is fixed to a car
engine. Approach this, and
two Zombies amble
forward. Slice them up!

By switching the engine on [the lever is on the engine block) or
blasting the blade in a clockwise direction in time with its revolu-
tions, the trap can be activated. This is a great way to mangle
multiple Zombies, but watch for crawling Zombie Torsos and
Headcrabs falling off dead hosts!

Head around the left
corner, up the steps, and
into another dilapidated
shed. The room is pretty
quiet except for a couple of
Headcrabs scuttling along
the far wall. Some items
are in the far right corner,
under the table. Arm

yourself, and watch for three Zombies trudging out of a cubbyhole to
the left.

Pick up a large blade
propped against the wall
and sever all of them.
Continue to suck and slice
with the Gravity Gun.
When all undead are
downed, blast the wooden
planks out of the doorway
in the wall.

This room also has a propeller trap, but it isn't as effective,
because Headcrabs leap at you and the Zombies can move around
the sides of the blade. Stand with the trap directly between you
and the Zombies, and they are more likely to be sliced.
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You see further evidence of a
Combine parasite rocket
attacks if you step out and
turn right. Quickly pick up
an explosive barrel and fire
it at the Zombie trudging
around. Do this before he
spots you.

\

Walk to the end of the passage, turn right, and peer into another
shed. Be vigilant, because three Zombies stagger to their feet, and
one can shove a barrel or wardrobe at you. Catch it with your Gravity
Gun, or dodge it by stepping back around the door frame.

Suck a barrel, and blast it into the Zombie along the far wall. Or use
any scenic item to dish out death, including the propeller trap or saw
blades. Clear the room of enemies; if flaming barrels roll your way,
retreat into the passage. Then inspect the corner for supply crates.

Exit the doorway at the far
end of the shed and step
into a cobblestone street.
The Zombie propped
against the barrel is
begging to be blown apart.
Turn left and approach the
Zombie-filled main street.
Suddenly, one is cut down
with a single shot from somewhere up ahead.

Watch as the remaining
corpses are dropped by a
heavyset bald man
brandishing a Shotgun, and
shouting on a balcony
above a bonfire of crisping
corpses.

He disappears from view,
leaving you to watch the
burning pyre in front of you.
Move to the left, up the
steps, and switch off the
gas canister to extinguish
the flame. Check the dark
corner to the left; there are
Health Packs and a Zombie
shambles to life. Take it down.

Dash up to the turn in the middle of the stairwell and blow apart the
barrel at the top, taking down a Zombie. If he escapes the blast,
backtrack and use wreckage to bring him down; shots to the head
work best.

At the top of the stairwell,
sidestep right, then step
out onto the balcony
above the generators.
Peer across, and you can
spot a hastily sprayed
Lambda logo on the pillar
near the left generator.

Move across the balcony,
then jump across to the
far right corner, landing
on top of the right
generator. Stay at this
level, leap across to the
top of the left generator,
then use the Gravity Gun

to blow out the duct grating.

Behind the grating is a
duct. Crawl through to a
small, usually inaccessible
alley with Supply Crates.
When done, return to the
top of the stairs.

There's a door to your left
and a doorway ahead.

The main area of interest is
the window to the right.
Flick the lever, and an
electrical fence below
deactivates. Below is a
cobblestone street and a
dead end. With the
electricity off, you can
climb the fence.

After you squash the
Poison Headcrabs, check
out the room. You can shift
a wardrobe placed in a vain
attempt to halt a past
Zombie incursion. Doing
this allows access to the
door the sofa was blocking
on the other side.
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Time to leave. Head back
down the stairs, or drop off
the balcony into the
generator room, and
prepare for more scuttling
Poison Headcrabs. Slam
scenery items or the
Crowbar at them. Exit
through the bonfire
location.

Now is the best time to
investigate the sloping

¢ street to the right. Halfway
up is a barricaded doorway,
§ which a Zombie smashes
through. Back up, then
slam a piece of scenery
into the Zombie.

After destroying the
Zombie, enter the brick
building. Inside is a butcher
shop with an array of meat
hooks, scenery, and a
slumped Zombie inside a
cage. Turn on the gas, and
the Zombie staggers to life.
Stand back and set fire to
the cage with a gas canister or firearm.

It seems the villagers were
experimenting with
captured Zombies before
the Headcrabs overran the
hamlet. There's a variety of
nasty implements to suck
up and carry out of this
building. Head up to the
narrow street and switch
off the gas to the right.

Follow the cobblestones to a dead-end area. Three Zombies slumped
against walls rise to attack you. The electrical fence is to your right.
Look up and left to see the window with the switch you just flipped to
turn the fence off. If you haven't yet, backtrack and do this.

Back up if the Zombies are swamping you, and use the variety of
weighty or sharp objects from the brick building to defeat the
undead. When the area is secure, move to the ladder on the fence
and climb over. Locate the ladder against the next building, and move
up the exterior fire escapes to the roof.
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Jump across to the rooftop
opposite the fire escape,
then turn to view the
building across from you
with the hole in the roof.
Through the hole, you see
the man from earlier
appear. He's wearing some
sort of religious chain
around his neck.

He shouts for you to look
out, and then blasts a
poison Headcrab behind
you. He disappears. It is
hard to determine whether
he is an asset or a lunatic.
Look down at a wooden
plank leading across to an
apartment window; then try
out the man’s traps.

Continue carefully across the planks on this improvised upper
walkway. Peer off to the left, and you'll see a courtyard with some
rusting cars suspended in the air. Move to the lit window and step
inside.

Immediately suck a gas canister on the floor near you, and peer over
the edge of a hole to the level below. Shoot the canister down, aiming
at the Zombie trudging around. Don't shoot it as a Headcrab
launches at you; you'll be hit by the explosion.

one of two holes in one of e
the walls, blast the planks,
and pass through into the
street. Turn left, and you'll
see a winch attached to an
old car suspended in the
air.

Use the shadow of the car to judge where the Zombies are, then
slam the motor onto them. Switch to a weapon if a Zombie gets
through. Then dash into the middle of the courtyard. You can flick a
second winch, then quickly turn right and run, jumping on another
car and riding it up, escaping the Zombies on the ground completely.
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If you're too slow, fall off the car, or want to ensure a Zombie-free
Ravenholm, wait at the second switch (you must have cleared the
Zombies out of the initial area first), wait until two or three Zombies
shambling in from a side street are under the car, then drop the car
on them too.

CAUTION

With all this Zombie
carnage, you may be
forgiven for missing
another sign, this one on
a wooden fence. You can't
access it from here. When
all Zombies are
destroyed, drop the
second car, then run and
jump on its hood.

Ride the car as it ascends
to roof level, then turn left
and jump onto a wooden
walkway. If you want the
items behind the wooden
fence, run and drop onto
the first trap car.

After you're standing on
the hood of this car, jump
down, over the fence, and
land in a darkened dead
end. Search the far left
corner for items, then
look for a narrow support
beam fixed against the
right wall. This acts as a ramp to walk on, and drops down onto
the courtyard again.

Ride the second car up
again, and turn right this
time, moving along a
second walkway. Suddenly,
a figure appears and intro-
duces himself as Father
Grigori. He disappears
again with a manic laugh.
At least you know the mad
monk's last name. Follow the walkway to the open window.

Enter the open window and prepare for a nasty surprise behind the
door ahead.

A closer inspection of the Headcrab you just skewered reveals
spindly elongated legs and a more streamlined, less lumpy
appearance. This is your first encounter with a dreaded Fast
Headcrab; they move more quickly and are more difficult to pin
down. Shoot or throw objects from a distance as they close on
you. Crowbar or Pistol shots at close range work well.

Move to the far end of the
narrow corridor and open
the door to your right.
You're in a tiny upper
tenement attic coated in
filth. Suddenly, the window
to your right shatters.
Father Grigori is outside on
an upper rooftop, blasting
Headcrabs.

He's right; the outside
balcony is teeming with
Poison Headcrabs. Leave
them to the good Father,
and turn your attention to
the wardrobe on your left.
Slumped to its right is a
Zombie. Use the Gravity ’
Gun to blast the wardrobe — L
into the Zombie; this kills it before it can awaken and ambush you.
Now collect the goods from this attic room.
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As the Father's Shotgun
blasts echo around the
street below, check the

| opposite balcony. Remain
inside the attic until all the
Poison Headcrabs have
been destroyed, then step
out (or blast them with gas
canisters from the attic
room). To begin, use debris to take out Zombies on your walkway.
Grigori tags most of them for you.

Walk to the edge of the
balcony to the right and
look down. You can see
barrels and the wandering
undead below.

Now on a jutting gantry
beam, walk across, above
the wreckage of the car
and the smoldering
barrels, and stop at the T-
junction. To the right is a
window leading to an
apartment building. You'll
head there in a moment.

Turn left, turn on your
Flashlight, and look into
the attic opening on your
left to spot a crude logo on
the wall. Stoop to enter
this attic.

Watch for a nasty
Headcrab surprise as you
enter this area. However,
once you trawl the entire
attic room, you'll discover
a stash of grenades that
makes this trip worth-
while. Now return to the
gantry beam.
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Look carefully at the
building ahead, at the T-
junction of the beam you're
standing on, and you'll see
Father Grigori engaged in
some impressive close-
quarter combat with two of
his flock who fly out of a
window!

Time to move into the open
window on the right, into
another old warehouse.
Drop down with your
Gravity Gun at the ready; A
Zombie Torso stirs on the
floor. Scoop up a cement
block and use it to hammer
the torso.

!

Open the door and enter a larger brick room with three operating
tables to the right. Bodies in various states of decay look as if they've
been experimented on. These are quite, quite dead. However, some
other bodies are still in motion.

Grab a choice piece of
scenery (in this case, a
meat hook], and head for
Wl the stairwell in the far

~ right corner. Go down and
| turn the corner to a
corridor under the exami-
nation room.

There are about seven
Zombies, all craving your
fleshy bits. Blast that meat
hook into the first couple,
then suck it back and
repeat. If you lose the hook,
retreat.
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If the Zombie culling isn't
going well, you can always
block the top of the steps
with a table, or blast
Zombies as they head up
the stairs-before they can
move into the room.

Don't forget you can back
up! Try to take down as
many Zombies as you can
in the confines of the
stairs, and any that escape
can be struck down in the
larger room that provides
enough space to strafe
around a foe.

When no more Headcrabs
and Zombies roam this
chamber, go down the
stairs; have a sharp
implement ready to fire
from the Gravity Gun. A
Zombie usually prowls the
right corner.

Follow the corridor until
you see the doorway ahead
leading to a new area. Turn
on your Flashlight and have
a saw blade handy; you can
take it through to the dark
alcove ahead, where you
can claim some items.
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RAVENHOLM: WAREHOUSE DISTRICT

Check for ammo on the
ground before you step out
into a gloomy exterior
street. Look ahead and up
slightly. Something is
moving. Peer forward, and
you can see a bony thing
leaping from left to right,
across the rooftops.

Don't stand around
unarmed because this
incredibly fast corpse is
closing in on you. If you
brought a saw blade from
your previous location, slice
this thing apart just before
it reaches you. Otherwise,
immediately arm the
Magnum and plug the corpse with a slug.

ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

FAST
ZOMBIE

Perhaps the most frightening of the mutant undead, these Fast
Zombies have been flayed, and their dripping corpses were
commandeered by the fast Headcrab you witnessed earlier.
Because they are so quick, stand your ground and fight; don't
run. A sharp blade to the head or a single shot by a powerful
weapon is the only real way to bring them down.

After defeating the Fast
Zombie, inspect the
grounds surrounding a
large tenement block. To
the left is a dark alley with
a couple of Headcrabs to
deal with. This leads to a
gully. Look right to see a
small fire.
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You can also reach the
gully by walking directly
forward from the area
entrance. Although this is a
dead end, there are some
items to pick up in this
area. Step down the
sloping path and into the
gully and check under the
water tower for goods.

Zombie welcoming
committee staggers to life.
Keep that saw blade handy
(or use a cement block you
can find in the area) and
slice apart the Zombies.
Standing on the far side of
the fire allows you to coax
them into the flames too.

When done snooping
around outside, backtrack
to the higher street and
look for the large tenement
block. Step inside,
brandishing your floating
saw blade, and inspect the
washing machines.

The washing machines are too heavy to lift and float with the
Gravity Gun. However, they can be dragged and blasted instead;
their heavy weight means they really inflict nasty damage on a
victim. The washing machine is a good alternate weapon to the
radiator.

Step to the right, around
the washing machines, and
enter a dimly lit corridor.
Cardboard boxes block your
path. Either shepherd a
washing machine through
here and boost it through
the boxes, or wait by the
boxes for a Zombie to rise,
and cut him.

The washing machine is a
little too bulky, and the saw
blade is easily lost on the
ground once you fire it. The
radiator, however, is just
right. Snatch it from the
wall, and fire it straight at
the Zombie heading your
way. Switch to a Pistol or
Crowbar for Headcrabs.
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Make a left turn and head
up the stairs to the small
landing area. You hear loud
cracking noises as a
Zombie smashes through a
wooden barricade. Wait
until he's through, then
introduce him to the
radiator.

Deal with any Headcrabs in the barricaded corridor, then return to
the landing and open the opposite door. Inside this sparse room is a
pile of boxes and a small pantry area with items to pick up, along
with Magnum bullets and two Zombies. Dispatch them with a
radiator or .357 justice.

Now move up the
remaining stairs to another
landing, turn left, and bring
your Crowbar (or Pistol) out
for a couple of annoying
Headcrabs before you
reach the door to the roof
at the top of the stairs.
Head through.

You spot Father Grigori taking potshots at the speedier members of
his flock. Turn left and move to a case of Shotgun shells.

Pick up the shells as Father Grigori continues to blast the rooftops.
He then gives you a Shotgun. Take the gun and follow the Father’'s
orders: "Aim for the head!”

Father knows best: Those
hellish Fast Zombies are
approaching, so wait for
them to appear near you,
then blast them fully in the
head, so the Headcrab dies
and the corpse is no longer
animated. Look to the left
and blast the Fast Zombies
as they climb the building drainpipe; this ensures you're not wounded
by claws.

POISON ZOMBIE

After the Zombie
population has been driven
from the rooftops, Father
Grigori leaps out of sight
again. "There is no rest in
Ravenholm. Move on and |
will meet you at the
church!” That sounds like a
fine plan. But where to go
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immediately? Sprint and drop off the roof, and land on top of a
debris-filled water tower ahead and below you.

You can jump into the water tower and inspect the dangling
corpse, but you don't need to leap into the water tank. Just land
to the side, so you don't waste time climbing back out of it.

Immediately head up the
ladder next to the water
tower and onto the gantry,
then to the square flat
rooftop. Leave the items
dotted around here until
you really need them. Keep
your eyes on the drainpipe
on each side of the

building. This is the route the Fast Zombies take to reach you.

More of these speedy
fiends are incoming! Train
your Shotgun on the
Zombies and tag as many
as you can on the
drainpipe. Then back up
against the wall and bring
your Shotgun to bear on
any Fast Zombies that

make it onto the roof. And they will!
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With about three Fast
Zombies downed, collect
the items you need, open
the door in the wall behind
you, and step into an attic.
Immediately back up to the
far wall as two more Fast
Zombies crash through the
skylights. Shotgun time!

Stay in the corner opposite
the door. This way, you can
see if any more of these
crazed undead drop in, and
you can see the additional
Fast Zombies heading up
the drainpipes. There's
time to take careful aim
before they maul you.

cll B ™
Or, you can risk a mauling by blocking the door and standing your
ground. If you have time, block the door with a crate, stand behind
the crate, and remove Headcrabs from Fast Zombie heads from just
inside the attic. Continue until there's silence.

The horde of Fast Zombies has been temporarily halted. You'll face a
new menace soon, so suck up a gas canister and bring it with you.
Head right, to an elevator, and press the switch on the left to call it.

If Fast Zombies are still around, drop (don't blast!) the canister, and
deal with these menaces first. As the elevator reaches ground level,
look right and aim your canister at the thing shambling in the
shadows.

Make sure you hit the
creature full-on with the
canister so it bursts apart
and is engulfed in fire.
Shrieking Poison
Headcrabs jump off this
entity and leap for you.
Systematically retreat and
blast all of them.
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ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

POISON
ZOMBIE

A death too hideous to contemplate is being a host body for up to
four Poison Zombies. Bent over double, the corpse moves slowly,
but it takes colossal punishment (at least three Shotgun blasts to
bring it down) and has a nasty close mauling attack. Back up and
attempt to burn the host, then deal with the Headcrabs individ-

“WE DON'T GO TO RAVENHOLM...”

One car has a plank you
can use climb over a chain-
link fence. This is also a
good escape route if the
Poison Zombie combat
overwhelms you. Move
around the gap in the
opposite chain-link fence.

Wander down this alley;
two Headcrabs leap out
when you enter a small
bedroom to the right. Stock

up on goods (including
some fine ammunition) and
wrench a radiator off the
wall, then move back into
the alley and head for the
opening.

ually. No fire? Scenery items or Shotgun shells work well.

With the hideous creature
still twitching in the flames,
check the rest of this
courtyard. Down one alley
is the ornate church Father
Grigori told you about. But
your way is blocked. Look
over to the wrecked cars.

RAVENHOLM: TOWN SQUARE

TO PLAZA
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Step out into a slightly
sloping main street that
trails off to the left. To the
right is a dead end and a
small fire. You hear a
clank as a couple of
barrels come tumbling
down, knocked off by fast
Zombies prowling the
rooftops. Use the radiator from the previous area if you carried it
through. You'll need it!

If you're determined to deal
with the overwhelming
Zombie presence that's
about to engulf you, go
after all the Poison
Zombies first. Run down
the street to the alley on
your left. Suck up a gas

o | canister from the shadows
of a grassy area and fire it at the Poison Zombie coming out of the
dark doorway.

Back up and deal with all the burning Headcrabs before you retreat
back up to the main street. As long as no Headcrabs are about, you
can continue to fire gas canisters into Zombies, which are beginning
to appear from the side alley near the entrance you came through.

The second Poison Zombie
is across the town square
with the propeller trap, in
the earthy ground in the far
right corner near a stack of
crates. Quickly burn it to
death and retreat; this is a
dead-end.
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By this time, as you enter
the main square again, a
third Poison Zombie lollops
out of a side alley to the
right. It starts from a
yellow-Llit passage, but he
may trap you at the second
Zombie's location, as
shown here. Flee and
regroup.

You can turn on the
propeller trap the first time
you enter the main square.
Don’t waste time spinning
the blade with the Gravity
Gun. A few seconds after
spinning, the blade flies off
the engine.

Pick up the blade; it can
slaughter up to three
Zombies at a time. This is
useful when you're
surrounded, so use the
blade many times. When
you lose the blade in the
frenzy of combat, finish off
as many Zombies with the &=
gas canisters in the grassy area.

From the entrance, you can
see a locked gate across
the street. This leads to a
passage that wraps around
and links to the yellow-lit
alley near the town square.
This is the second Zombie
incursion point.

You can scoop up the lock with your Gravity Gun and open the gate,
or manually open it after running through a small, dark alley (usually
oozing with undead). Although not necessary, this area can be used
to "herd” Zombies out of alleys you need to run down.

There's no shortage of the gruesome undead to tear apart, and
staying at the town square enables you to dodge a number of them
thanks to the extra space. When you're feeling outmatched, run to
the alley with the yellow light.
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This is the area you should flee to. Above your head is a swinging
noose and a pulley system. Avoid the steps to the right, which lead
to the dark alley and the gate you can unlock. Dash forward and
make a left.

Turn left and run to the end of the corridor. Even if a throng of
Zombies lumbers behind you, don’t stand your ground. Head up the
steps as quickly as you can; you want to attempt this next plan as
quickly as possible.

Turn left at the top of the
steps and head into a
small tower room with a
lever on an outside
balcony. Pull that lever at
once! The pulley
mechanism activates, and
a platform trundles into
place above you.

CAUTION
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If you take your time in the tower, a Zombie posse begins swarming
your area. You can leap out of the balcony and down to the

town square (this hurts), or battle your way back down the steps to
the alley.

One of the best items you
can use to knock out
Zombies-a gray plastic
carton-is inside the tower.
Aim it at each Zombie you
see, then suck it back
before it reaches the
ground. Reuse it again and
again. No scenery items?
Use the Shotgun.

There comes a time when
the Zombies continue
pouring into the streets and
there's nowhere else to
run. Time to plan an
escape. Make sure you
pulled the lever in the
small tower to bring the
platform across, then
locate this area: a group of boxes near where you found the second
Poison Zombie.

There may be Poison
Headcrabs still in this zone,
and Fast Zombies are
jumping from gable to
gable on the roofs. You
need to be on higher
ground. Climb to the corner
(there's a Health Pack
here), jump across to the
small walkway, up the ladder, across the plank to the rooftop, and
turn left.

You're almost at the rooftop
overlooking the town
square. Bring a gas
canister, a barrel, or a
Grenade with you and drop
it on the fourth and final
Poison Zombie to appear in
this dead-end alley near
where the first Poison
Zombie popped out. This optional kill will make matters easier for
you if you fall to the ground later.
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Jump left onto the red-tiled
rooftop where Father
Grigori left a many items
for you. Arm the Shotgun to
deal with a couple of Fast
Zombies.

Your progress from the red
roof is stopped as you move
three explosive barrels
from a narrow walkway to
your right. Suck them in,

= then blast them at the
Zombies wandering the
town square below.

You can suck down the explosive barrels from the ground level
earlier or from the balcony by the lever.

Run to the end of the
wooden walkway with the
town square under you.
Jump to the pulley platform
you activated earlier; jump
on top of it and to the
rooftops on the other side.
Ready your Shotgun.

Time to face more of the
fearsome Fast Zombies!
Cut down a couple at a
time on the rooftop. There's
health and ammo here to
pick up. Head across the
wooden planks to a second
rooftop, working your way
over the roofs.

At the far end of the roofs, peer over the edge to the ground below.
You're actually across the street, and on the roof above the entrance
to this section of town. After you get your bearings, catch another
Fast Zombie in a midair leap. A figure appears on a rooftop to the left.

Blast another encroaching Fast Zombie in the cranium. Stay with
your back to the wall and defeat all four remaining Fast Zombies.

Now comes the most
important jump of your
adventure so far. Father
Grigori disappears, and
while there's a lull in

Zombie activity, make a
long jump (optionally
sprinting with ®) across to
the walkway on the
opposite building.

It is vital that you land on
the walkway next to the
door. Otherwise, jump on
the left part, and the
walkway collapses
partially, sending you
tumbling to the beginning
i = of this nightmarish street.
ey T = b Retrace your steps, and
when you're inside the well-lit room, suck as many saw blades as
you can; fire them into the doorway to your left.

Head through the doorway, turn right, and watch as about seven
shambling Zombies smell your blood and lumber forward. Grab your
saw blades and fire them at the door frame so they stick in it. Then
move to the door frame, and locate the Zombies. Pull the blades
from the frame, and shoot them at the Zombies. If you don't aim your
saw blades at the doorway, you're forced back into the room and
combat will be messy and frantic.

Move across the interior
landing, optionally blasting
a gas canister down the
stairs to your right and
lighting up any remaining
Zombies on the prowl.
Then step down the stairs
and into a connecting room
with a ladder up a floor.
Ready that Crowbar!
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RAVENHOLM: CHURCH GROUNDS

GRAVEYARD ENTRANCE

At the top of the ladder,
step up into a junk room
filled with decomposing
boxes and a trio of
ravenous Headcrabs.
Defeat them, check the
room for items, then head
through the only door.

You appear out on a roof gable, and looking right, you can see the
wrecked cars you stepped over earlier. However, train your eyes
on the ghastly thing bounding over the roof toward you. Blast it
immediately!

This is another Fast Zombie, so cut it down with Shotgun fire as
quickly as possible, and don't fall from your vantage point. Head
across the planks and up and over a roof to an industrial building and
small courtyard.

You can spend a few
moments on the ground
blasting apart a Poison
Zombie and his parasites
(optional). Locate the
metal stairs in the corner
and quickly bound up
them. You're almost at
the church.

At the first corner of the
steps, turn around with
your back to the corner and
watch another Fast Zombie
intercept you. Bring out the
Shotgun and liberate the
Headcrab from the fleshy
victim before continuing
along the walkway.
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The walkway is a great
place to fight from: you
have a good view of any
incoming Fast Zombies,
you can hear them clanking
up the stairs to the left, and
there's a narrow angle for
combat. Great for you and
problematic for the undead.

The cart is slow moving
and takes a couple of
minutes to reach the cradle
platform you're standing
near. Until it arrives, you'll
be swarmed with Fast
Zombies. Dust off your
Magnum and sidestep
between two locations:

drainpipes to either side of the cradle.
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When you're done on the
walkway, head through the
door, into the warehouse,
pick up the bullets, and
look for a ladder up.
Choose either your
Magnum or Shotgun before
you climb.

Clamber up to the roof.
Turn right to Father Grigori
waving at you. He says he's
sending a cart across from
the church grounds.

Use the Magnum until you're out of bullets, then switch to the
Shotgun. You can tag Fast Zombies coming from the ground up
the drainpipe with more accuracy and range using the Magnum.

Should any Fast Zombies
reach the top of the
drainpipe, blast him in the
head with a single shot,
then run to the edge of the
building and slam more
bullets into the other
Zombies climbing up.

This is the location of the
second drainpipe,
overlooking the church
grounds. Your flashlight
makes spotting Fast
Zombies easier. Don't
sidestep off this vantage
point; the plummet will
kill you.

Keep on culling! Although
you can retreat down to the
metal walkway, it is better
to stay up here and guard
both drainpipes, pausing to
run over the items to refill
your inventory. After 12
Fast Zombies, the cart
finally locks into the cradle.

Leap into it at once, turn
around, and pull the lever.
The cart slowly moves
across the rooftops, over
the fence, and into the
church grounds. Don't drop
out on the way!

As you progress, you'll see
Father Grigori on the grass
below, beckoning you to a
table filled with
ammunition. When the cart
finishes moving, jump out

You have successfully
negotiated Father's traps,
and he now aims to help
you: "l suspect you have
little wish to remain in
Ravenholm, so | will show
you to the mines,” he says.
Pursue the pastor as he
heads toward a rocky glade.

Follow Father Grigori
across the grass and over
the chain-link fence.
Father Grigori now slows a
little, and you should do
the same.

Father Grigori is a man with a mission, and Zombie mauling
doesn't get in the way of his path to righteousness. As long as
you keep an eye on him, you can let the Father deal with all of his
"flock" without wasting any ammo at all. However, helping him is
more honorable!

Hop over another fence and
drop to the ground of the
graveyard. Stand side by
side with the Father as he
dispenses divine justice at

Hang back, or you'll attract the attention of more slavering undead. the shambling masses
As you near a large propane tank to the right, you see shadows ahead. You can use up
skipping across the rocky outcrop above. Incoming Fast Zombies! ammo or switch to the
Father's Shotgun echoes around the canyon. Gravity Gun.

Back up Father Grigori with Magnum blasts to the heads of any
Zombies presenting a challenge to the priest. Stay close to him,
tagging enemies he isn't aiming at, and slowly advance through
several Fast Zombie attacks.
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Slowly follow the path past
the gravestones and blast a
saw blade into a couple of
Zombies to help the priest.
There's a steady stream
coming, so slice any that
venture too near you or
Grigori.

At the first right corner
turn, you can drop an extra
saw blade over the fence
and use it later. Then turn
to the right and continue a
slow-but-steady path
around the graveyard,
demolishing Zombies in
your way.

Keep this up until you
reach a plinth in the
graveyard's far left corner.
You should have cleared
this of explosive barrels
right before you reach here.
While Grigori blasts away in
the darkness, prevent
Zombies from sneaking up
from the side.

If you're using explosive barrels to defeat Zombies, locate an
enemy, then pick up the barrel with the Gravity Gun, and fire it at
the Zombie.

Use the barrels to set fire
to the ground in front of the
plinth, then make sure no
flaming Zombies make it
through the fire to Father's
location.

Father Grigori startles an
ex-parishioner as you head
through the middle of the
graveyard. There's no end
of Zombies in sight, so
keep your chin up and
Grigori's back covered.
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When you reach the crypts and mausoleum area, you can suck the
saw blades you left earlier, and deal with yet more undead menaces.
You're almost at the end of the graveyard now, so clear the path for
the priest.

At the crypt, Father takes a
defensive position behind a
gravestone. Be sure you
have an explosive barrel,
and shoot it at the Poison
Zombie who tries to slowly
ambush you from the left
side of the mausoleum.

Just after the Poison
Zombie succumbs to the
fire, you can spot the gates
of the graveyard. Run up
the slope to the lighted
doorway. Pick up the
Health Pack and leave.

If you turn around, you'll see Father Grigori waving you off. Head to
the mines.

The door ahead is open,
and you see a gloomy
corridor with a light at the
far end. Head through the
doorway, and ready
yourself for a drop into
the mines.
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RAVENHOLM: THE MINES
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Head to the corner of the
dimly lit room and inspect
the large mine shaft. Peer
off the edge. Knock a barrel
off to gauge the distance of
your calculated fall (an
uncontrolled fall will result
in a deadly plummet).

&

The explosive barrel is also at the top of the shaft for a reason; nudge
it off without lighting it, then stand on the same edge as the barrels,
look down, and step off the edge.

Force yourself against the wall as you fall, landing on the wooden
edge. This is likely to give way, so steer yourself against a perpendi-
cular edge to another narrow wooden support ledge. Stop for a
moment and look down again.
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REACHED VIA
BARNACLE

Slide down this same edge
to the base of the shaft,
and you'll see the
cavernous chamber below.
Small beasts are moving in
shadows. It seems the
entire floor is covered in
Headcrabs. Check the
barrel's location.

Don't worry if you can't find
it. You must stay on this
wooden support and move
to the edge of the jutting
beam. Jump to the
walkway, near the Health
Packs (don't land on the
cavern floor or Headcrabs
will tear you apart).
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Run to the small hut at the
other end of the walkway,
and stock up on provisions
from the Supply Crates
there. Now peer
downward. The Headcrabs
only notice you if you
appear on the ground.
Time to make a move.

Turn the corner, avoiding
an explosive barrel
detonation near you, and
peer over into another
mine shaft. This leads
down to water. On the other
side is a corpse. Use the
Gravity Gun to suck the
items near it across to you.

Time to raise the temper-
ature down on the cavern
floor. Begin by standing at
this position, overlooking
another part of the broken
walkway. Your exit is the
cavern tunnel ahead, but it
is fenced in. You need a
distraction.

1 This is the only way to grab
all of them unless you
make a Sprint Jump

£ across. If you try to stand

{ on the wooden support at
the top of the shaft, it gives
way, sending you
plummeting into the water.

You must dive into the
water anyway, so stand on
the wooden support so it
gives way under you (or
jump down) and swim
across to a wooden support
and to the end of a
Barnacle tongue. Swim to
the surface here, but keep
your weapon in check.

Stay on the walkway and
shoot all the explosive
barrels possible. Pieces of
Headcrab go flying as many
are consumed by the |
chain-reaction explosion.
Sprint to the base of these
stairs right now.

Quickly move to the
walkway at the top. Crouch
down and wait for the
inevitable rampage of
scuttling entities. They can
attack only one at a time
and from one direction,
saving you health and
sanity. Bring out the SMG
and fire away! Switch to your Pistol and snag yourself onto the Barnacle tongue.
Ride the tongue up to the top of an otherwise inaccessible shaft,
keeping the Barnacle alive until you're a few feet from its maw.

Just before you're bitten, shoot the Barnacle, then land on a tiny
upper ledge; you have only one chance to do this. Here you can claim
the full array of items left by the Barnacle's previous victim. Then fall
back to the water.

Crouching at the top of the stairs is the most proficient method of
dealing with the Headcrab menace down here. If you wander
around the cavern floor, you'll be attacked from all angles.

Instead of using the Barnacle to claim the items, you can use the
Gravity Gun from the water's surface to suck some (but not all) of
the corpse's items.

In a lull before more Headcrabs assault the walkway, run forward
toward the cavern tunnel, leap over the fence, and land on top a
beam. From here, you can snipe the couple of Headcrabs in this area.

Drop to the tunnel floor and arm the Crowbar to save ammunition on
the last couple of Headcrabs.
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Swim between the wooden
underwater support, diving
into a subsequent murky
mine shaft, then turn a
corner and rise to the
surface. You appear at the
bottom end of a tunnel with
a mine shaft to your left.
This leads to the surface.

Start the cart, then follow it to the first indent on the left or right
wall. Two Zombies appear on the left. Maneuver so they are in the
cart's path.

The cart slices and dices
the two Zombies and then
three more at the second
alcove up the shaft. Stay to
one side, between the
Zombies and the path of
the cart for best results.

With your Magnum at the
ready, bring it to bear on
two final Zombies at the
tunnel's surface (or you can
elect to outrun them), and
move into the light, just as
Father Grigori predicted.

Move to the edge of the
giant pier, and check the
bridge to the petroleum
warehouse. It's raised, and
you can't drive your car up
here anyway. There's
another way through-head
up the crane, then up a
second ladder and into
the seat.

When you enter the crane,
learn the controls: The
crane arm pivots around in
a circle and moves in and
out. ® and @ extend and
retract, @ and @ turn,
and © drops the magnet
on a target and releases

Now slide or drop the container into the Soldiers firing at you. With
some swing, you can really send them flying. Play with the magnet;
slam it into Soldiers, drop explosive barrels, and even drop your own
car on the enemy. This is where the car parking comes into play;
make sure the car is within the arm’s range, and line up the
magnet's shadow with the car. Drop the car on the left side of the
bridge or anywhere on the deck. Finally, and most importantly, knock
the bridge into place!

The APC may seem too far away to grab with the magnet, but if
you ram the APC with your car (instead of striking the Soldiers)
and push it into crane range, it can be used as another toy to
drop on your foes.
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If the car is outside of the crane's range, hop out of the crane,
climb down the ladder, and release the switch on the far side of
the deck to get a ladder. Climb down, run to the Thumper, and
repark the car, then dash back to the ladder before you're
mauled by Antlions.

When you're in the car and
over the lowered bridge,
swing right, driving into the
large warehouse. Use a
mixture of Tau Cannon and
ramming to deal with
Combine forces. Get out
and use the machine gun
on the rest.

Move to the far end of the
warehouse and into a
small corrugated hut.
Look for the switch that
opens a garage door in the
left wall (or right as you're
coming out of the hut). It's
your only exit. Bag the
items from the Supply
Crates too.

Head out the garage door,
turn right, and go up the
ramp. Ram and gun the
waiting Combine guards,
then speed up and run over
two more Soldiers as you
near an open warehouse
ahead and right.

The warehouse is empty
except for a ramp and a
large window. Speed up or
use the turbo to ram
through the window.

Head right, up the
road. If you want, stop for
the crate on the other side
of the warehouse.

A low rumbling sound and
quivering telegraph wires
announce another Gunship
hunting you. It swoops
under the viaduct, and then
flies off and around,
hovering over the beach.
Follow the road, and jump
the viaduct using the turbo.
Keep that car straight-dropping off the bridge means mission failure.
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Follow the road after the
bridge as it bends right and
then left around a cliff side.

Your biggest concern may
be running out of rockets.

If you fire the
rocket straight at the
Gunship, the missile will be
blasted before it can strike.

Corkscrewing your rockets

after using the car wrecks

as cover to avoid the ship's

cannons is the only plan. "
Use the wrecked cars as
cover to avoid the ship’s
cannons. Although circular
motions work best when
controlling your homing, AT
flicks left and right produce interesting results.

CAUTION

With the Gunship down, it's
time to continue through
this winding road of traps.
Bring out the Gravity Gun
and shove the car wrecks
out of the way, creating a
path for your car.

The pulsing orb is a Rollermine; a Combine creation that stead-
fastly refuses to power down. These balls appear on roads or in
buildings, then home in on you, buffeting you and causing nasty
electrical damage.

If you're in the Scout
Car, the mines buffet it;
and more than one can
cause severe control
loss. Bring out the
Gravity Gun, suck up
each mine, then punt it
over a nearby cliff into
water, where it will short-circuit. Note that explosions (from
barrels or gas cans) also destroy Rollermines.

The Rollermines continue
to be a hassle as you

| continue down a curving

, road. Watch the sharp left
corner on the way
down-the mines could
nudge you off the cliff edge
here. Slow down if you don't
want to pry the mines off.

At the end of the downhill
stretch, you find a banked
corner and a telegraph wire
collapsed near two
ramshackle buildings. The
crackle of Combine radio
chatter fills the air. There
are hostiles in the area.
Step out of the vehicle and
seek cover.
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Begin by creating a
diversion. There are four
Soldiers, and reinforce-
ments are ready to arrive
from farther up the road.

This area has one or two
Soldiers attempting to
flush you out with grenades
and Rollermines.

When
wrestling with mines, be
sure you have cover.

Now secure the outside perimeter of the main concrete dwelling.
Hunt down Soldiers in the grounds, but stay near the building so you
aren't targeted from inside. Drop anyone in the grassy garden outside
and keep moving.

Time to spring a trap of your own. Shoot out a window near the front
door, and throw in a grenade.

The Soldiers on the ground floor are forced to run out the front door
or out the door in the back. Ambush and cut them down.
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Now head into the building,
secure items from the
main floor, and hole
yourself up in the attic. To
view incoming Soldiers,
peer through the window at
the opposite end of the
room from the stairs. Offer
some resistance, but stay
away from the windows.

Let the Soldiers come to
you. Wait at the top of the
stairwell, listening for the
enemy footfalls to
determine their location.
Use the Gravity Gun to suck
up any grenades they toss
and throw them back.
When the Soldiers climb
the stairs, cut them down from behind the stairwell.

When the last Soldier shouts "Outbreak!”, hunt him down and drop
him. Return to your vehicle, remove any Rollermines, and skid
around the corner and up the mountain road. An oil truck explodes
ahead, and the cab slips off the sides.

This trap shouldn't faze you. Accelerate and bring the Tau Cannon or
the front of your car to bear on the two Soldiers. Don't fall off the cliff
to the right. Halt the car and grab the Supply Crates’ contents.

Head around the corner,
then slow down as you
reach a burnt-out oil tanker
at another corner. Take a
moment to disembark and

A Supply Crate next to a
burned corpse holds items,
and nearby is a new
weapon: a Crosshow with
the latest in sight-zoom
technology.

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When you arrive at this
corner, slow down a little,
and watch as a Combine
Dropship takes off from a
small settlement of houses
near a huge suspension
bridge. It appears Cubbage
was correct; the Combine
controls this area.

As it departs, the Dropship
may spot you and rain
cannon fire on your vehicle.
There's no point in
... responding as the ship
cruises off over the hillside.
The container it's carrying
indicates it has just made a
troop drop.

Skid right, around the
bend, and accelerate along
the road. Ahead and to your |
right is a small building,
and a Soldier is standing on
the road. Run him down,
and don't stop. The building
houses little of interest.

There are around six Soldiers to take out, and you need to pay
attention to their weapons. Shotgun-toting Soldiers are very
dangerous at close range; unload on them with a full clip
because they can charge and pistol-whip you.

Park the car so it faces the
rise to the bridge, and use
it as partial cover. Get out,
dash for the small shed on
the left, and take cover.
There are enemies in the
garage on your right, and
an outhouse to the left.
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Sprint to the garage,
blasting the two enemies
inside this area either
before or during the dash.
Stay close to the side of the
garage after you arrive, and
bring the pain down on a
Soldier nearby.

Inspect the garage for goods, use the door as a shield, and peer out
toward the shed from which you came. Enemies are coming!

Cut down enemies as they attempt to storm the courtyard, running
toward you. There are three who are threatening your existence; end
theirs! Prepare to recieve grenades.

Continue to remain at this takedown area, stepping back and around
to the side of the house to avoid explosions from grenades the
enemies throw at you. There’s a line of sight across the forecourt to
the white outbuilding on the other side. Blast apart the Combine.

Search the barn for goods
or hiding Soldiers, and
then clear out all the
enemies. An RPG
launched inside tears
everything apart. There's
an Infinite Ammo Crate
next to you, so fire away!

If you enter the barn, check
the flooring; there are
some major structural
defects because the
building is slowly falling
into the ocean. You can
drop to a narrow cliff path
that wraps around the side
of the buildings, and back
to the shed across the forecourt.
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Step out onto the balcony,
and look left to see a green
maintenance door at the
base of the suspension
bridge. This may be the
only way to go if the bridge
has been sealed by
Combine control. Now
check the main house.

Inside is a messy array of
furniture. Check for items.
The steps up to the second
floor have collapsed. If you
wish to investigate the
upper level of this house,
drag a table over to the
steps, jump, and go up.

Amid the wreckage on the
top floor are two separate
ways into either a small or
large room. Whatever route
you take, a Poison Zombie
appears behind you, so
head around in a circle and
cut the beast down, using
the doorway as cover from

Using your turbo, scramble
up the gravel bank to the
railway line running across
the bridge. The tunnel to
the left and the bridge span
itself are both blocked by
an energy wall. There
appears to be no way
forward.

Drop to the cliff path on the
underside of the buildings,
or walk around the path
leading down from the
shed. Under the buildings
lurks a Poison Zombie.

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bridge roof. Your first plan is to try to make it across to the first
maintenance hut. Stand on the broken platform, and jump to the
other side of it on the support girders on the right side of the span.

Then follow the girders to the hut and stand on the sturdy platform.
Tear apart a Headcrab or two in the hut before scavenging any items
of interest. Now check the next part of the crossing. You must head to
the hut in the middle of the underside of the bridge. Step onto the
broken catwalk, then maneuver across the diagonal girders.

Find the creaking platform on the left. It looks unsafe but will take
your weight. Jump on it, dash to the top, and follow it around to a
ladder above the central concrete support, and then to the hut on top
of that. Go down the ladder.
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The hut contains a rather messy victim of a recent attack, and a stack
of items, including more Infinite Ammo Crates for the rocket. Load
up your rocket and turn left. There are a couple of Combine forces on
the next maintenance hut. Shoot off a rocket, tracing it into the hut or
into the Soldier standing near it, and continue until both fall. Then
rocket the Barnacle on the roof. This may be overkill, but you have
rockets aplenty.

Now comes the tricky part; scaling the windswept girders to the hut
you just hit with rockets. Begin by carefully walking up the diagonal
girders until you reach the remains of a catwalk to the right. Jump to
it, then run up, and jump into the hut. Bring your SMG out before the
climb so you can deal with any Headcrabs that may have survived
your shelling.
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The rest of the bridge span is easily accessed. Simply exit the hut via
the right doorway, and jump onto a catwalk that leads to the far end
of the bridge underside. You've made it! Now check the room inside
the concrete support for supplies, check the Supply Crate on the top
floor outside the balcony, and take the ladder down to the base

platform. When you're done, exit via the doorway on the lower level.
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Step out along the concrete balcony between the bridge supports,
and immediately turn and engage two Soldiers spotting you from a
two-level catwalk to your right. Don't waste time blasting them with
anything other than rockets. Now switch to a close-assault weapon
and get ready for Soldiers appearing from the doorway ahead of you.
Bring any down you see.

Step forward into a storage room within the bridge support, and
watch for a few Soldiers to begin attack strategies. If you're quick and
can aim at the barrel on the upper balcony, you can bring the whole
platform down on the Soldiers. Mop up survivors, and open up any
Supply Crates.

Follow the path around the storage room to the outside catwalk
where you just launched rockets at the two Soldiers. Quickly look
right and up at the lookout post on the far end of the bridge. Bring
down the Soldier with RPG rounds or the Crossbow.

Swiftly ascend the ladder, and head around the upper catwalk. Pause
at the doorway to the right of a window. There are about three
Soldiers, and it's safer to wait until the first heads out, then shoot
him (ideally so he flips over the railing and plummets to his death).

Strafe and bring down the
remaining Soldiers, then
force your way into the
small brick lookout
building and around into
another storeroom. Head
up the stairs, armed with
whatever weapon you wish;

With Soldiers in your path, take a small breather and inspect the
bridge control room. The interesting machinery is blocked by an
energy wall.

As the energy wall deactivates, you hear a Combine Gunship on its
way to intercept you. It starts peppering the window with bullets. Flee
the control room, retracing your steps to the concrete balcony. Shoot
the two Soldiers ahead of you, and then watch as the Gunship
detonates a fuel tank strapped to the bridge. This prevents you from
taking a risky route back onto the structure.

Run to the top of the bridge
underside; you must fight
the Gunship in an area
where you can see it, and
there's a plentiful supply of
rockets. Jump the gap in
the catwalk, and head into
the first maintenance hut.

Think you've mastered your
suit? Then try maneuvering
to the lower hut with the
rocket ammao. Instead of
gingerly descending the
broken catwalk to the left,
stand at this point, hold
down Sprint and run!
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Your speed allows you to dash over the diagonal girders and
drop onto the lower hut area. If you're too slow, you'll fall to
your death.

When you're at the lower middle hut, the Combine Gunship starts to
circle around you. This is the chance you've been waiting for. Stand
between the Gunship's cannon fire at a girder so you aren't hit; then
when the fire stops, launch and aim a rocket at the ship. You don't

really need to corkscrew the rockets in. Your finest plan is to continue
this combat until the ship is destroyed.

Or, you can dash back to the cliff-top house area. You'll need to
return here anyway, so follow the diagonal girders up to the initial
underside point, across the first maintenance hut, and back down to
the concrete balcony. Take any remaining items from the yellow-Lit
rooms, and exit via that metal door you first came through.

Walk along the cliff-top
path, under the buildings,
around and up to the right,
and onto the main
forecourt area. There may
be a Poison Zombie and a
couple of Antlions to fight
through on the way, as well
as the Gunship if you failed
to strike it down.

BEACHED FISHING TRAWLER

Piles of burned cars,
refuse, and explosive
barrels are everywhere,
and the path around them
is too narrow to ram with
your vehicle. Clear a path
with the Gravity Gun. Exit
the vehicle. The door to the
right is firmly sealed.
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Once you're in the tunnel,
the eerie lighting blinks
out. As you round a corner
and peer into the gloom
ahead, you see the remains
of a multi-vehicle crash.
Shorepoint hadn't heard
from contacts in this area
for 28 days.
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This place is a deathtrap!
Scuttling sounds and
scraping footfalls precede a
rush of Fast Zombies!
There are a couple of Fast
Zombies on the raised
pavement to the left. Back
up and tag them using the
fence to ensure you're only
attacked from the front.

Down on the tunnel
highway, the scenery shifts
and more Zombies appear,
attempting to swarm you
with vicious swiping
attacks. Back up and burn
them with a barrel
explosion, but keep your
distance! You need to find a
safe spot to hide.

Shrug off the unwanted
Zombie advances and run
to the raised pavement
area to the right of the blue
door. Check the wall on the
left for health and a cubby
i hole. Dive in; the Zombies

! are too large to follow you.

From here, break out the SMG (as there's limitless ammo on the
back of your car), and strafe the storage room of Headcrabs. Pick up
the items in this room, ignore the rotting corpses in the corner, and
step back to the cubby hole, ignoring the blue door. Now take down
the Zombies gurgling in this region. Poke your head out to coax them
toward the hole, then step back before they slash you.

When there are no more Fast Zombies, step back out into the main
tunnel. From here, move back to the Scout Car, and look for
additional undead to tackle. There's usually a few on the higher
pavement.
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When the entire tunnel is silent, switch to the Gravity Gun, and blast
the car wreckage blocking your path. Create a path along the left
wall-it's quickest to drive around. Get into the car and speed out of
this tunnel of terror.

You'll come out onto another windswept beach road. Slow to avoid a
recent two-vehicle pile-up, swing around the scattered boxes, and
check the promontory to your right. As you make a long left turn,
there’s a lone white house. If you want, drive over and inspect it.

Your first plan should be to rid yourself of Combine danger. There are
two Soldiers who have just finished burning the bodies of Resistance
Citizens in a central pyre. Use the Tau Cannon or ram them. The
parked APC is inaccessible, but use the nearby crates as cover and
check them for items.

Carefully maneuver into the large hole the APC blew out of the
house. Bring out the Gravity Gun, and enter the living room. Head to
the stairs, and ascend to the second floor, and then up to the third
floor. There's an eerie silence. Peer out of a window facing the beach,
and you'll spot a rusting trawler banked on the sand.

There's a barricade at the far side of the third floor room, with a
couple of Health Packs to snag. As you reach this area, you're
ambushed by two Rollermines. Retaliate by immediately sucking
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them up with the Gravity Gun, and then blasting them out a window.
Stand near the window to ensure the glass shatters. Head for the
second floor.

The hole to the right of the fireplace is a second ambush point. Be
ready to clamp a Rollermine with your Gravity Gun, then spit it out
into the ocean, via a window. Fight your way to the ground level,
watching for breaking windows and more Rollermines near the
entrance hole. Punt them out into the ocean before escaping.

NOTE

Before you continue along
the main coastal road,
inspect the beached boat
you saw from the house.
Accelerate off the
promontory and down to
the beach. On the side of
the boat nearest the ocean
are supply crates. There's . :
another crate farther up the beach, toward the tunnel.

Head in the opposite
direction, back to the road.
Ease off the accelerator as
you reach a Combine
checkpoint. Rocks to the
right block your path, and
there’'s movement on a
lookout post.
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Stop the car by the roadside sign, bring out your Crossbow, and take
careful aim at the Soldier atop the turret. Bring him down with a
single shot, then continue on foot, heading left around the checkpoint
entrance. Use your Gravity Gun to punt two Rollermines into the
ocean before you reach the outpost.

A second Soldier is patrolling a balcony; surprise him from this side.
Bring him down, but don't head up the ladder or into the center of
the road yet; there are more Soldiers to tackle.

Sidle down the rocky area to the left of the main, single-story
building. By now you should be familiar with the "frag-'em-and-tag-
‘em” technique; shoot the window to the left of the doorway, throw a
grenade in, and wait for it to detonate. You'll hear shuffling
movements and loud exclamations. In the confusion, burst in, and
use a rapid-fire weapon to finish off a couple of Combine Soldiers.

The Soldiers may try to escape via the front door on the opposite
wall. Step out onto the coastal road and blast any that appear with
your preferred weapon. Or stay inside the main warehouse, checking
the far end for another Soldier (close combat single-blast weapons
work well here, like the Shotgun). After you secure the entire area,
return to the warehouse for multiple items.

The last place you'll find
Combine Soldiers is in the shed
at the opposite side of the road
from the warehouse. Stealthily
creep to the front door and gun
them down, or simply fire on
them with the RPG. Check the
remains for items. The check-
point is now secure.

Return to your vehicle and
drive it carefully over the
set of two ground barriers
(don't try this at speed;
you'll be buffeted severely
and lose control), and
around the wooden and
ground barriers at the far
end of the checkpoint.
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CAUTION

The coastal road curves
right in a long arc. You
should check out the
human settlement and
large windmill in the
distance. Don't ignore the
fissure in the ground as you
near the place. Drive left
and around it; if you don't,
you tip into the ocean and suffer an embarrassing demise.

As you reach the encampment, you'll find an overturned tanker truck
blocking the road. Exit your car, and listen for a whine of combat
engines. Dropships! Two are taking off from the other side of this
encampment. They've already dropped their payloads-about six
Combine Soldiers who are taking defensive positions behind the junk
that lies around this area. Step around the tanker after the Dropships
depart and take apart this squad.

Once you've finished them
off, look at the gate on the
far side of the encamp-
ment. It is firmly closed,
with electrical wires
running to the main shed.

There's around six Combine Soldiers that scatter from the Dropship
deposit, and move around the ramshackle gate at the far end of the
road. Systematically take them down with whatever weapon you
deem necessary. A barrel works well; you can use it with your Gravity
Gun as cover, then blast your victim. Stay in the area around the
caravan to take down the first two foes. Finish by punting the two
Rollermines on the main road into the ocean.

Go into the shed and find
the set of generator coils
that operate the gate. The
current is incomplete-two
batteries separate the
coils. An impromptu
treasure hunt is in order.
There are five batteries, the
first of which is already
connected to the generator.

The fourth is difficult to
spot; look up at the
windmill and zoom in on
the small platform. Resting
on it is the battery, as well
as some counterweights.
Use the Gravity Gun to pull
the objects off and claim
the battery when it falls.
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The second is on the bed
frame near the corpse
inside the shed, just to
your right.

The third is positioned
under a bathtub in the
outside "lawn" area near
the outhouse. Blast the
bath with your Gravity Gun
to reveal it.

The final battery is in the
engine of a car. Suck it out
of the car on cement blocks
to the left of the main shed.
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Bring two of the last four batteries back to the main shed, and slot
them into place to create a current. Grab the battery, flick the switch,

and exit the building. The gate should be rising, allowing you to easily

drive your vehicle through once you've negotiated the tanker and the INTRODUCTION
debris on the road. Speed away from the encampment, pausing only
b to suck and blast a Rollermine into the water. GETTING
STARTED
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By late afternoon, you
come out of a final tunnel,
to the last part of the
coastal road leading to a
lighthouse and lookout
point. This is the final
resistance hotspot that
Leon attempted to reach
via radio.

. Drive into the small
settlement, and you're
beckoned quickly over by a
member of the resistance.
"You're gonna have to ditch
the car, Freeman. They're
looking for it now,” the man
remarks. Pull into the open
garage on the left.

Once you've parked and exited the garage, the team jogs over to say
hello. There's little time for pleasantries, however; "Dropship! Over

the field!" one of the team yells. The next few minutes is a constant

series of combat opportunities as the Combine tries to take you out
by depositing four squads of Soldiers onto the ground near you and

the rebels. Take cover as the first Dropship descends, landing in the
small field behind the garage.

CAUTION

There's no need to worry about your team; they can look after
themselves. However, you can get help from your side by
remembering the two uniform types-the medic with the white
armbands can patch you up during or after combat and the dark-
blue suited citizen can re-supply you.

Bring down the quartet of
Soldiers departing from the
first Dropship. The SMG
grenade doesn't suffer
blowback problems like the
Frag Grenade, so bury one
into the container. Make
sure you're also firing from
behind cover, dodging the
Dropship’s covering salvos.

Stick close to a colleague
and fan out a little.
Attacking from the fence
and wall around the left
side of the garage is a good
plan, or from the front door
of the house to the right.
Cut down the Soldiers
before they have chance to
find cover.
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The second Dropship arrives and lands on the road near the garage
you just drove into. Prepare for combat by staying back, crouching
behind a low wall, or at the corner of the garage. If your team
members are near the garage door, move left to the other building
near the cliff to provide supporting fire. This time, attacking from two
sides with your team is a good way to flummox your foe. Pick up
several items in the house, and then check out the window to find the
incoming enemy.

The enemy usually heads to the cliff-top house, and then tries to
charge the main building where your team is milling about. Watch
for accurately thrown grenades; remember to punt them back with
the Gravity Gun. Stay at the doorway, and don't forget there's an
Infinite Ammo Crate at the main building, too. Fall back to the main
building, and look for enemies as they cross the road to your
location. A good plan is to stop them from outflanking you and
rushing in from the building's back entrance; so head out there
yourself, staying at the corner facing the lighthouse, and cutting
down enemies from this area. This spot provides excellent maneu-
vering and shooting capabilities.

/

The third Dropship deposits its cargo of Soldiers from the promontory
to the left of the lighthouse. This isn't the best spot for your enemy to
exit, but it's great for you. Hole up in the main building, wait for the
Dropship cannons to stop, and then check the enemy from the
window and the rear entrance while your friends guard the front.
Dashing around the back and front of the building after locating the
enemy works well here.

The final Dropship attempts to deposit its Soldiers at the base of the
lighthouse. This is another flawed strategy for the Combine; bring
out the RPG and burn the Soldiers alive as they exit the container.
Your teammates sense victory and follow you up the path to the light-
house. Use the fence and rocks as cover, and continue to batter the
Soldiers as they emerge. Switch to rapid-fire ordnance and drop the
remaining forces as they round the base of the lighthouse. You can
even use your team as cover, or watch them finish the job for you!

If your loyalty extends only to your own personal safety, when you
park your car in the garage, ignore the yells of the resistance
fighters and rush immediately to the lighthouse. Enter it and,
from the base or top, begin an RPG assault on the enemy. This
way, you won't be street-fighting, but rather playing the role of
artillery launcher. Although the Dropships can't be downed, the
Combine Soldiers don't stand a chance!

Once the Dropships are done, there's a new threat. "Oh man...now
what?" a weary rebel asks. “It's a Gunship!” The team scatters, and
points you in the direction of the lighthouse, where there's a large
collection of rockets. One of the resistance fighters brokers a deal:
“I'll take you out on the cliff-side path as soon as you kill that
Gunship. There's no way we can make it with that thing harassing
us.” Sounds like a deal. Enter the lighthouse, and climb the stairs.
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Dash up to the top of the lighthouse (although there's health if you
descend to the basement). The Gunship shoots out the windows as
you head up, so duck and avoid it, or run up between volleys. Grab
RPG rounds near the top steps and more health.

At the top of the lighthouse,
on the enclosed circular
balcony outside the light,
prepare for combat. Wait
for the Gunship to finish a
volley, then corkscrew in a
rocket.

Don't worry about the lack of room; the other side of the light can be
used as cover, as can the steps leading down to the Infinite Ammo
Crate. Peek out, and the Gunship usually hits the railing instead of
you for some of the cannon volley. Then send out another controlled
rocket launch.

Drop the Gunship out of the air after three, five, or seven direct hits
(depending on the difficulty of your adventure) by refilling your
rockets downstairs, heading back to the top, waiting for the cannon
fire to cease, and then quickly firing a laser-guided shot into the hide
of the Gunship. It eventually breaks apart, and the final Combine
menace is floored.

The deal with the
resistance is now complete;
leave the area via a secret
exit beneath the lighthouse.
One of the citizens leads
you down to the basement
and opens a hidden
doorway. Remember to
refill on health, items, and
rockets before you leave.

You emerge on a very narrow cliff ledge. Turn left and look up and
down to spot another Combine Soldier attack force. Strafe the
Soldier on the edge above you, and watch him plummet to his death
on the rocks below. Maneuver across the jutting ledges, grabbing the
items from the supply crate and lashing out at the Headcrab. As you
move along, a Dropship swoops past. It has the Scout Car coupled to
its base! The Combine has appropriated your vehicle!

With the Scout Car stolen,
there's only one way
onward, and that's to leap
(or sprint-jump) across the
gaps in the ledges, and
head for the relative safety
of a narrow natural tunnel
up ahead. Time for some
rock climbing.

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Trudge through the tunnel
as the sun sinks lower in
the sky. You appearin a
small natural valley as the
cliff top path opens up, with
steep rocks surrounding
you. Remember that
Antlions are still hunting in
this area! Head straight
then left.

"Hold still, Laszlo!
Someone's coming!” A
citizen is kneeling on a rock
near the bloodied body of
his friend. "Don’t step on
the sand! It makes the
Antlions crazy!” This is
Sandy and his friend,
Laszlo. The ground erupts
with Antlions. Fire at them to help Sandy stave off the attack. Stay on
the rocks so more Antlions don't arrive. If you're proficient, Sandy
survives. If you're too slow, both citizens are sliced to death by
Antlion mandibles.

Assuming Sandy
survives the Antlion
assault, it's still
curtains for Laszlo. A
sorrowful Sandy is
there for Laszlo's
lament: “Dear
God...poor Laszlo...the
finest mind of his
generation...to come to such an end...."

Perhaps it would have been better to let Sandy die than listen to
this? The eulogy finishes; "We were heading to the Vortigaunt
camp-hoping to pick up some bugbait so these damn things
would leave us alone. But without Laszlo...what's the point?”
You aren't blamed for the demise of Laszlo, though. "I know you
tried to help,” says Sandy. “I'll stay with him a while...there's
something | have to do."”

If Sandy isn't dead, he gives
you a final piece of advice:
remain off the sand. Heed
this plan. Leave Sandy and
Laszlo, bring out your
Gravity Gun, and drag the
supply crate and a wooden
palette. Smash the crate,
pick up its contents, and
jump across to the rocks ahead.
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You'll be using the Gravity Gun almost exclusively in this area,
but remember to use © to quickly switch from this to your
favored close-combat weapon, ideally the SMG or Shotgun.
Reach for real ordnance if you disturb the sand.

Reaching this point presents little in the way of problems, but the
distance between rocks requires a small run up and a sprint-jump to
ensure you don't drop short of the rocks ahead. When you fail a jump,
expect at least two, and possibly as many as four, Antlions to swarm
you. Attack with your back to a rock wall if possible, and don't step
back on the sand! You are free to continue once this wave of Antlions
is culled, and you remain on the rocks.

When you reach this area, there's another jump that can be tried
with a sprint. After this is a much longer gap between rocky
outcrops. This is the time where your Gravity Gun comes in handy.
Drag and drop a palette in the middle of the gap, then drop onto the
palette and to the desired rock area. Or, use two pieces of scenery
and create your own stepping stones. These can be placed in a
continuous to-and-fro path to your desired location. Remember the
supply crates in the alcove to the left can be sucked from a distance;
there’s no point in traveling to them.

The protruding rocks along this next narrow section present their
own problem; your landing must be exceptional to avoid sliding off
and into the sand. If you slip, run forward to the flat rock ahead and
engage the Antlions that appear.
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Once you've negotiated the treacherous alley of rock and sand, the
area opens up into a multitude of stepping stones, rocks, and debris.
There is no immediate pathway, and the rocks continue into the far
distance (with an Antlion nest visible on the horizon). However, the

main route to take is toward the long wooden seesaw up ahead.

Before you reach the seesaw, find a couple of corpses and several
items in the second alcove on the left side of the rock wall. Grab the
items from afar by using the Gravity Gun.

Move quickly back to the
main upper rocky path and
to the seesaw. This is the
only way to reach the upper
rocks you're facing, but
there's a specific method to |
follow. First, walk to the
middle of the seesaw, and
suck the large crate off the 7% . d

far end, so the seesaw rises slightly. Do not smash the crate. Drop it
on the opposite side of the seesaw so it remains pointing up to the
rock as you run and jump off it. Otherwise, it falls down under your
weight, dropping you into the sand.

The way through this beach-combing exercise is to the left, but if you
want more items, investigate the small hut on the rocky promontory
and pier ahead and right of you. Run across and enter the hut,
scaring off the Seagulls. Grab more goods from the crates at the end
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of the pier, then look down on the beach front to spot another crate.
Don't go to it, as the pain you'll suffer at the mandibles of the
Antlions outweighs the crate’s usefulness. Use the Gravity Gun to
safely suck up the items.

Back on the main rocky outcrop, negotiate the grassy outcrops and
gaps,-don't fall. Continue until you reach the edge of the outcrop and
look left to spot a shanty and a barn. To your right is a boat house.
There are no signs of human life anywhere.

The Gravity Gun comes in very handy here. Suck the large plank of
wood at the foot of the shed, and drop it to bridge the gap in front of
you. To ensure the plank straddles both rocks, drop it on the area
where you're standing, move so the length of the plank is directly in
front of you, then pick it up again; that way the plank is at an angle
that makes it easier to place. Once at the other side, place the plank
against the shed and run up it onto the roof.

Before you reach the roof, clear the shed of supply crates and refill
from the Infinite Ammo Crate. There are more crates and explosive
barrels at the hut you can only reach via the plank. Drop the barrels
or punt them into the distance. From this vantage point, plan your
next series of jumps; you're heading for a Thumper. For the moment,
drop to the rickety wooden deck leading to the boathouse. Bring that
long plank with you.

Place the plank from the deck up to the boathouse, and climb up into
the building to secure goods from another crate. Run to the beach-
front end of the pier to get more explosive barrels and another supply
crate. When you're done, look across to a beached boat and to the

left to spot another rocky outcrop with more supply crates. Don't
attempt the boat and outcrop yet. It's time to activate the Thumper.

Use the plank or an expert
jump to reach the small
white stone hut with the
red shingle roof. This is the
key to activating the
Thumper up ahead.

ENTITY ENCOUNTER:

One of the most feared creatures outside of the Combine Citadel
is the Antlion Guard, also known as a Myrmidont. It is an
enlarged genus of the Antlion family, sporting more earthy tones
and a larger elongated head. It scuttles quickly across any
surface and relies on a thick sinewy head to smash into targets,
creating horrific blunt trauma damage. You can kill this beast if
you shoot heavy objects into it, use high-explosive weapons or
barrels, or enlist resistance citizens to help fire on it from
multiple sources.

The Antlion Guard taps the
ground and three Antlions
appear. Don't lose your
nerve just yet; flee to the
far edge of this sandy
arena, laying down
suppressing fire on the
Antlions as you go.

-

At the far end of this area is a barricade, and at the top is a
resistance fighter with a gun turret. He peppers the Antlion Guard
with rounds, affording you time to regroup. The first plan is to
constantly circle-strafe; you need to remove yourself from the Antlion
Guard's head butt and charge. Step away and around, and back up.
The second plan is to bring this hideous creature down by sucking up
an explosive barrel and launching it toward him.

If you cut down the Antlions, then concentrate on the Guard, it
summons more to attack you. Time your barrel launch so that it
explodes at the point the Antlions emerge, catching all the creatures
in the explosion and saving ammunition. Next, try a grenade, or RPG
rockets. Slam them into the Antlion Guard's hide. Stay close to the
barricade so the gunner helps slaughter the Guard, too.
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After hits from a few rockets, barrels, and some rapid-fire machine
gun or Pulse Rifle rounds, the Antlion Guard lets out a piercing moan
and drops. A moment later, a Vortigaunt appears from the doorway
at the base of the barricade and speaks with haste: "The Freeman
will do wise to heed our extraction of the Myrmidont's aromatic
Pheropods. The process is not entirely hygienic. Therefore, stand
aside.” The Vortigaunt bathes the dead Antlion Guard in green
electrical sparks. Several Pheropods fall out of the carcass. “The
Freeman will have need of these Pheropods on the paths ahead.
Gather them now.” Heed this advice, then follow the Vortigaunt into
the doorway.

With a sense of relief, you find yourself among friends in a Vortigaunt
encampment deep inside a rock fissure. Campfires burn as humans
and Vortigaunts converse. Take the items and health you wish, then
listen in on the conversations. "Well, Dr. Freeman, you're a regular
Antlion now!” one remarks. "l swear by the Pheropods myself,”
confirms another. "The Antlions won't bother you now, Doc,” a third
concurs.

Follow the Vortigaunt shepherd up the hill to another barricade. A
citizen waits at the top and opens a gate for a Vortigaunt to pass
through into a large stone chamber. "Get going, Dr. Freeman,” the
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man urges you. "Nova Prospekt is just ahead. One man alone
wouldn’t stand much chance going in there. But a man and a pack of
Antlions...well that's a different story.” The Vortigaunt beckons you to
follow him down a slope into a natural concave area. "The Freeman
will now be instructed in the use of Pheropods,” he informs you.

The Vortigaunt moves to a giant log barrier and opens it. “And now
this one must bid the Freeman farewell,” he says.

it is activated. Run to its base, climb the ladder, and switch it off. Hop
down and beckon your Antlions to your location.

The same problem occurs when you move through to the next open
area. The rocky outcrops of the Vortigaunt base diminish and a much
wider series of warrens appears, stretching out in front of you. Climb
up to the switch on the second Thumper and switch it off. A third
Thumper and a sentry gun emplacement are up ahead. That's where
you'll need to send your Antlion crew.

Antlions are expendable. If a few dozen die in your assault on
Nova Prospekt's exterior, then so be it. Remember, these critters
are only reacting to the pheromones given off by your bugbait;
they should be used and abused as cannon fodder.

Silently move up the beach
with the water almost
lapping against your
ankles; attacking from this
area is okay, as you aren't
engaging a large number
of Combine just yet. About
three or four Soldiers

spot your progress and
investigate.

Engage! You're going to be moving up the slope now, between the
rocks, and throwing bugbait directly at the Combine Soldier giving
you the most problems. Land the shot into or at the feet of the
Soldier. You'll see the cloud of pheromones as it partially chokes and
completely incapacitates the Soldier for about six seconds. Squeeze

the bait, just in case the Antlions aren't all arriving, and keep
peppering the ground with bugbait. The Antlions make short work of
the Soldier.

The distance you throw the Pheropod isn‘t measured by the
length of time you hold the ® trigger. Line up the target with
your reticule and then throw. It may come up shorter than
expected at long range, but usually where you aim is where the
bugbait lands.

Bugbait is an excellent weapon to use on Combine humanoid
forces (but not monstrous hosts, such as Zombies). When the
bugbait bursts near a Soldier, he is immobilized for a few
seconds. Usually, that's when the Antlions pounce. Even when
you don't control any Antlions, the Soldier is rendered
immobile—meaning you can finish him off with another weapon at
your leisure.

Head up to the rock edge on your left, and run for the rear of the
sentry gun emplacement. The remaining Soldiers are on the beach;
throw bughbait to immobilize the nearest two of them, then leave the
Antlions to do the rest while you run into the emplacement. Make
sure it's empty of Soldiers and grab the sentry gun. Strafe any
remaining Soldiers in the weapon's line of sight.
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Squeeze the Pheropods, and assemble your Antlion group in front of
the first emplacement. You must now breach a second emplacement.
It's slightly more difficult to reach because there's a Thumper on the
beach that the Antlions won't go near. Combine Soldiers are using
this to their advantage, and a couple of them are holding out here.
Head through the narrow gap between the rocks, and force your
Antlions left and up the slope.

Antlions are dead meat if they head toward the Thumper. Throw the
bugbait at the approaching Soldiers in the concrete bunker area near
the emplacement, behind the gun'’s trajectory. There aren’t enough
Soldiers to repel your assault, so let the Antlions devour the Soldiers,
then clean out the emplacement. Meanwhile, you should follow
behind, cracking open crates and keeping a lookout for the Combine.

During your beach assault, send your Antlions ahead while you
follow. You'll be able to spot enemies as they attack, and the
Antlions are the bait instead of you.

The fight continues at the back side of the emplacement. Some
wayward Antlions need a close rein kept on them; they need to stay
away from that Thumper and polish off the Soldiers still near the
emplacement. Take out the Soldiers straggling by the Thumper with
a long-range RPG, Crossbow, or sentry gun shot. Alternatively,
launch a charge straight at them, bound up the Thumper ladder, and
turn the machine off. Seconds later, they're swamped by your
carapace-coated friends.

The third emplacement is the trickiest so far—it's above the beach
level, a long way back, and the gunner spots you almost immediately.
Stay low, head along the beach, and go past the emplacement.

When you reach this area of rocks, use them as cover. Coax your
Antlions along and around the rocks, then up this space to the top of
the beach, onto the grassy area to the right side of the boulders. On
the way up, you have numerous opportunities to immobilize and then
lacerate the Combine Soldiers. Push up, toward the crates.

Stay low and to the right side of the boulders; it really annoys the
gunner, who can't get a shot on you. You'll lose a couple of Antlions
as you continue the assault, but as long as you keep moving swiftly
up to the supply crates and grass, you'll step behind the
emplacement, effectively making the sentry gun useless. Throw
more bugbait into the emplacement and watch the Antlions tear up
the gunner inside. With no Soldiers left standing, regroup.
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Once you've ransacked the third emplacement, turn around, and
check the indented concrete bunker to your left. Ahead of you is an
opening in the rock wall; it leads to a small warren containing various
storage rooms. This is the only way to reach the next emplacement
with the majority of your forces intact, so enter through the door, step
to the right side, and throw bugbait ahead of you. Let the Antlions
deal with a few Manhacks that are loose in this confined space.

A couple of long corridors in this chamber are lit by flares the
Soldiers used in an attempt to spot you. This area is dangerous; the
far end is filled with explosive barrels, a quartet of guards, as well as
four Manhacks at the entrance. Send the Antlions in and wait for
combat to begin. Detonate any barrels out of harm'’s way as you
continue along the corridor, wiping out any Soldiers you see
attacking the Antlions. You'll lose a couple of your forces in the battle,
so call more to your aid.

Assemble your motley crew
in the gloomy red glare of
the flares, and search the
warrens. A couple of side
doors lead to small
antechambers with crates
inside. Emerge from the far
end of the warrens.

Your next two gun emplacement opportunities are simple, but require
you to move forcefully forward. Emerge, turn right, and throw bugbait
into the first emplacement, running to secure it and any items inside.
Combine forces have seen your prowess and are wisely backing up
along a cliff path. They are trying to waylay you with grenade and gun
fire. Dart forward to the corner, and come within range of the next
emplacement. Once you take out the Soldiers on the path, throw
bugbait into the emplacement.
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The final emplacement is
the trickiest of all and
requires immediate action.
Grab the sentry gun, and
aim it at the troops trying to
reach the unmanned
emplacement across the
valley from you. They are
running right to left. Drop
them all!

If the gun is manned, it
makes the assault a little
more troublesome. But,
whatever the outcome, step
out of the emplacement
and sprint down the left
side of the valley, throwing
bugbait to halt the Soldiers
on the right side.

The emplacement gunner attempts to cut down your Antlions, giving
you a host of problems if you let him continue. Throw a grenade at
the group of Soldiers guarding the emplacement and storm it. Use
the Pheropod to call in more Antlion replacements. Take out the
gunner, and hold the emplacement, using it as cover for the
additional Combine troops deposited by the Dropship. Peek out,
locate any stragglers, choke them with bait, and finish the assault.
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At the top of the first
platform, watch your step,
as you don't want to follow
the Soldiers. Step off, going
down and right to a grassy
ledge with crates to restock
your supplies.

Run to the concrete landing spot, and look up and left. The looming
menace of Nova Prospekt’s outer wall can be seen stretching toward
the dirt-filled skies. Your plan is to ascend this extremely steep cliff
and gain entrance to the prison. There's a cliff-top path to follow
around and to the right. Watch your step; you need to run onto a
jutting tree stump and leap a gap. Failure isn't an option, unless you
prefer to end your mission now. Follow the path up to a small
campfire.

The camper who was hiding out in this alcove fell afoul of a S ol -

Crawl through the concrete
overflow tunnel, making
sure you stop and gaze up
at the grates for an inter-
esting view of the outskirts
of Nova Prospekt you
normally wouldn't see.
When you reach the small
pool of water, smash the
supply crate, then climb out of the area to the prison yard.

Survey the scenery. Ahead
and to the left are two
watchtowers overlooking
the outer wall you infil-
trated. There are no other
enemies nearby to worry
about; just the Soldiers
patrolling atop the towers.
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Break open the bugbait, and let it fly! Run down to the yard area.
When you reach the spot shown in the first picture, throw several
Pheropods at the platform atop the tower so the Antlions swarm and
destroy the guards at the top. Move on to the next tower after all the
guards are destroyed. Apply the same technique here; aim a little
farther up than the target reticule, let the bughbait fly, and watch the
carnage with a sense of satisfaction. Beware of falling Soldiers!

Once the second tower is secure, turn and study the layout of the
prison yard. There are steps to run up and a couple of large
containers to hide behind. Run up the steps into the main yard. Time
is of the essence here because there are a couple of Soldiers behind
the container on the left. Let the Antlions make quick work of them,
and collect the items by the wall. Then take a deep breath. You've
been spotted!

The whine of a Gunship fills the air, and the twilight is drenched in
cannon fire as the ship closes. You now have the double menace of
an airborne foe and Soldiers on the roof to the right and above you.
The best technique there is to throw bugbait up on the roof, as
shown, and let the Antlions deal with all the Soldiers up here. You
need to get rid of the foes on the ground before you fight those in
the air.

While the Antlions are removing the threats on the roof, step to the
right corner of the yard as the Gunship circles clockwise and out of
sight. A couple of Soldiers are in the small room in the corner of the
building. They usually shoot; when this happens, lob a grenade
through the open window and step back to wait for the explosion.
Mop up any survivors with gunfire. If you want, enter the room and
grab the items (including rockets). Use the rechargers if you are
wounded badly. If not, save them until the end of the fight. Then move
out of this small room, along the courtyard. Shoot out a window at
the control room ahead, and lob a grenade in there.

Reach the corner of the building on your left, and hug the wall so you
aren't cut down by the Gunship. Clear the roof of Soldiers by
summoning more Antlions before flipping around and throwing more
bugbait at the control room you just hit with the grenade. You need to
take down all the Soldiers so no one is firing at you. Run to the open
container for health; it's also an excellent spot to hide as you attempt
to take down the Gunship.

Go around the side of the open container, up some steps, and to the
upper yard area. By this time, there's a second Gunship arriving to
back up the first! Don't waver from your plan to remove the Soldiers,
though; throw bugbait at the last control room to the right of the
Nova Prospekt sign, and make sure they all die. Then turn around,
and bring the rocket launcher out. It's Gunship punishment time!

First, fill your rocket launcher to maximum capacity. There's an
Infinite Ammo Crate on the wall in the upper balcony, which is a
great place to stay, darting behind the central container when the
need arises. Keep your back to the wall so you aren’t shot at from
behind, and begin the Gunship takedowns. As usual, the plan is
simple; corkscrew in your rockets so they can strike the Gunship
before it can shoot them down.
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It doesn’t matter which Gunship you destroy first, and it's difficult to
continuously aim at a single one. Shoot whichever one is in your
sights, rather than concentrating on a particular ship. Keep moving,
running to the rechargers or items along the upper courtyard if need
be. The Gunships fly in a large circle around the central building of
the yard. The best time to fire is just as the ship finishes firing its
cannon and passes around the outer wall area—there's more room
for your rocket here.

Gunning down both Gunships takes a few good hits (as many as 14
direct strikes to rid yourself of both on Hard difficulty], but it's
important to succeed in this battle. The pieces of the second Gunship
strike a gas cylinder on the upper balcony near the control room,
blowing a large chunk of wall clean away and allowing you inside the
prison. Stock up on items in the control room before you enter.

During combat, keep Antlions close; use them to soak up cannon
fire from the Gunships by crouching near them, in partial cover.

When you enter the facility, the Antlions refuse to follow. A large fire
is burning in this area. Look for the valve to the right, and twist it to

turn off the fire, and a second patch burning around a corner. Stoop
under the pipes.

Head around the corner, out of the hot pipes, and wait for the
Antlions to catch up now that the fire is out. Unfortunately, a violent
rumble sounds through the corridor and pieces of the prison ceiling
rain down behind you.

When facing such a device, use Antlions as fodder to soak up the
gunfire, or use a barrel or radiator as a shield. Move to the side
or around the back of the sentry gun and run into it to knock it
over. Or, you can blast it with a shotgun, or pick it up and drop it.
Make sure to pick it up with the gun pointing away from you!
Once pushed over, a sentry gun fires a burst and deactivates
until placed right-side up. You can also knock over sentry guns
by using well-placed grenades or thrown objects. You can even
carry sentry guns and use them to destroy non-Combine forces
(but watch your Antlions!).

This man on the monitor is
close by, but there's no
chance of locating him.
Continue to where you saw
him by moving to the
stairwell and climbing.
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storage. Look for Supply Crates; the store room with the door on the
floor is of particular interest. After resupplying, go through the barred
gateway at the end of the corridor.

Save ammo by bringing out the Gravity Gun. Toss a crate or a barrel
toward their tongues. When they pull it up, run under them to avoid
the confrontation. Move up to the walkway across the flooded
chamber, feed the other Barnacle, and exit via the doorway. Look for
the rubble and climb up it through the ceiling to another part of the
prison.
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As you step out of the
crumbling floor onto the
upper level, watch for
falling masonry from a
skylight above as Fast
Headcrabs (about four)
drop to attack.

Step through the only avail
prison corridor. If you run around this balcony, the way is blocked by
a gate, and beyond is a balcony and two sentry guns that begin to fire.
Drop to the second floor, ignoring the Antlions who pose no threat;
these are usually cut down by the sentry guns in the room ahead.

There are signs everywhere of recent combat between Antlions and
Combine Soldiers, including the remains of the trans-human forces
scattered about the floor. There's nothing of real worth to collect on
this floor or the lower cellblocks. Head to the mid level and exit via
the open gate.

The best way to deal with
this threat is to throw a
radiator up into the
balcony to knock over a
gun. Repeat this for the
second gun.

Climb the steps to the mid-level balcony and walk past a sentry gun
disabled earlier. At the end of this walkway is a locked door; this is
where you saw the G-Man on the monitor. Break open the planks to
the left of the door and jump through the opening to a tight chamber
of fallen concrete. Grab the items behind the door before returning
through the window.
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The only possible way to go
is through a store-room
door. As you step into the
next area of the prison, a
Headcrab leaps out to
attack. Be ready for it, then
throw the stack of crates
blocking your exit out of
the way.

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Once you've battered through the boxes and crates, move along the
walkway with the mesh wall on your right. Check the large
washroom and shower facility to your right. Signs of a recent and
bloody conflict stain the walls and floors. Be cautious as you zoom in
using your suit, checking the floor for the remains of Combine
Soldiers.

At the end of the upper walkway, drop onto the ground level at the
corner of the large two-room shower. You have a second to react to a
large lumbering entity lolloping in from the adjacent chamber (you
can see it through the window of the door it smashes through). Time
to run; an Antlion Guard is ready to buffet you with its gigantic
sinewy head.

Flee to an area where there's partial cover, rip a radiator off the wall,
and throw it into the beast's hide.

Combat can be frantic as
you attempt to outrun this
behemoth. Sprint to reach
an area of partial cover.
Keep moving, suck up
exploding barrels after
the beast finishes a
charge, then blast them
into your foe.

CAUTION
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To the far side of the shower room is a piece of broken wall leading to
a storage room, which contains a few more exploding barrels. The
Antlion Guard smashes through the opening and follows you in here;
check the other hole in an adjacent wall and flee before becoming
trapped here. Don't linger here.

Keep the fight around the wash basins, circling while keeping an eye
on your foe. If you blindly run around, the Antlion Guard circles back
to meet you; it's important to see it at all times. The radiators, wash
basins, and toilets are all great for smashing into the beast and
reusing. Continue this porcelain barrage, and after a dozen direct
hits, the Antlion Guard falls. If you're consistently missing with these
projectiles, circle-strafe, firing the Shotgun.

TEEE After the combat, stagger
to the double doors blocked
by a variety of laundry
carts, benches, and other
items. Quickly remove
them, open the doors, and
escape this area.
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You could have cleared this exit door of debris while dodging the
Antlion Guard, but you would have been chased and trapped in
the subsequent corridors, making it impossible to continue.
Finish off the Antlion Guard in the wash rooms.

In the next corridor, pull
out the bugbait. An Antlion
hole is nearby, so call out a
full compliment of them to
do your bidding, and move
to the gated entrance.
Movement has been
detected.

Ahead, Combine troops have placed two sentry guns at the far end,
and a couple of Soldiers on the ground near the open gate near
where you're standing. Another Soldier is on the side balcony on the
right. Launch your Antlions by throwing bugbait at the Soldiers near
the gate, then keep the Antlions occupied with the Soldiers and the

Manhacks down a corridor to your left.

While the Antlions devour the Soldier on the side balcony, pick up a
barrel and dash along the left covered passage. Step to the side of
the sentry guns, then drop the barrel to knock them over. A third
sentry gun is behind the barred gate, but you can't reach it yet. Avoid
its fire as you run to the ladder leading up to the side balcony. Check
this area for items.

With this initial corridor secure, it's time to finish the Soldiers down
the side corridor. Keep summoning Antlions with bugbait as you
incapacitate the Soldiers, letting the Antlions bare the brunt of the
enemy forces and Manhacks. Use the Gravity Gun to suck Manhacks
out of the air and toss them into walls or enemies. When the Soldiers
at the energy wall are defeated, inspect the area.

You and your Antlions can continue once the energy wall has been
deactivated. Suck the large plug off the left wall, and the energy wall
vanishes. Step through into a small room on the right.

Check the wall of this small security room for three switches. Press
the one under the red light, and a gate next to the security room
unlocks, allowing access upstairs. Head out, around the security
room, and through the open gate. At the foot of the stairs, turn to
check on your Antlions; summon more and go up.

At the top, a short corridor leads to the gate control on your left. Step
to the left side corner and throw bugbait to the end of the corridor.
The first Antlion will cross a faint red laser line coming from a laser
trip-mine planted on the left wall. Be sure your Antlion activates it,
and not you! Then stay in this corridor and let the Soldiers inside the
gate control room come to you, incapacitate them with bugbait, and
let the Antlions do the rest.

There is no need to ever be caught by one of these laser trip-
mines. Simply stay back, throw bugbait across the beam, and let
an Antlion cross the beam, taking one for the team.

When there's one or two
Soldiers left, dash in, and
cover them in Pheropod
matter. While the Antlions
are savaging them, move to
the window and press the
button, changing the
switch's color to green. The
gate below you, in the first
corridor chamber, slides open.
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Before you leave the gate
control room, be sure to
flick through the available
cameras linked to the
monitor in this chamber.
It seems that a number of
Antlion Guards are
roaming this facility, and
the Combine Soldiers are
having a difficult time subduing them!

Exit the gate control room,
head through the adjacent
door, and investigate the
top corridor above the
torture room. Check the
darkened cells for Supply
Crates before dropping to
the ground and moving to
the now open gate.

The Combine has set up a rather unpleasant trap using three sentry
guns. The first is ahead, in the far-right corner. As you step toward it,
ideally using the Antlions as cover, you'll see more gunfire cutting
down your crew from the left. Two more guns are firing from behind
an energy wall. With Antlions taking the damage, pick up a radiator
and rush around the left corner, then throw it into a sentry gun
behind the energy wall. Suck it back and use it on the other.
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The first of the three sentry guns can't fire at you from the energy
wall, so deal with it when you please. However, there's no way past
this energy wall. Smash open a duct on the ground in the right wall
and crawl inside. Step out into an enclosed area with a huge venti-

lation fan.

The fan spins at high speed and will slice you if you attempt to crawl
under it. Various cleaning implements are scattered above. Jam a
bucket or broom handle into the middle mechanism of the fan until it

stops. Then quickly crawl through the gap and into another duct.
Bring out the Shotgun and blast the Soldier at the opening once the
duct connects back to the main corridor.

Move out of the duct and suck the plug off the opposite wall. The
energy wall you couldn't deactivate (now to your left) vanishes,
allowing you to rendezvous with your Antlion posse. Bring them down
the corridor, past a gate, into a side passage, and to the base of some
stairs. Cellblock B3 is just around the corner.

grenade, and throw a second bugbait up to the balcony, where
another Soldier is attacking you. Subdue him, summon more
Antlions, and let them finish the Soldier upstairs.

At the top of the stairs, survey the cellblock ahead and make two fast
maneuvers. First, subdue the Soldiers on the ground ahead. Land a .
well-placed bugbait spore at their feet and let the Antlions do the There's danger up ahead, but if you can, ignore the Soldier manning
rest. Second, step back to the left, behind partial cover away from the the turret and stay along the left wall, throwing bugbait into the right
side corridor and letting the Antlions deal with the waiting Soldiers.
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Step back from the tripwire on the ground by the side corridor, and
instead send an Antlion to detonate it. Then, throw bugbait at the
gunner on the balcony above, at the end of this ground-level corridor.
Antlions should swarm him, although you can switch to a Grenade
and get the job done that way.

At this point, you can diversify your tactics. The preferred
method is to minimize self-harm by sending Antlions to attack,
but you have other impressive methods to use against groups
enemies, such as the Pulse Rifle's secondary fire, a bouncing
orb of energy that completely demolishes a foe. Try it here, if
you haven't already.

With the gunner out of commission, summon more Antlions and
head down the side corridor, watching your step at the end. Two
sentry guns fire at you from this area. Step into cover, suck in an
explosive barrel, then throw it down so it explodes and knocks over
both guns.

At the end of the corridor, turn right and listen for the buzzing sound:
Manhacks have been released. Switch to the Gravity Gun, and while
the Antlions engage the Manhacks, suck in a Manhack, climb to the
next floor balcony, rush the Soldier guarding the corner, and split
him apart using the Manhack chainsaw technique. Wait for all
Manhacks to be destroyed before continuing.

The gun emplacement at the corridor’s far end has been recovered
by the Combine. You're now on the second floor balcony, looking over
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the ground you just covered. Begin your assault by stepping forward
in front of the Antlions and picking up a barrel to use as cover. Throw
it with the Gravity Gun at the Soldiers on the balcony itself, and dive
right, into cover away from the gunner. Then emerge, and use
another object to launch an attack on the gunner, knocking him out.
Grenades also work well here.

Rush the gun emplacement, looking up past it to the top of the stairs
and the next floor balcony. There's two Soldiers here, and before they
can react, incapacitate them with bugbait. As the Antlions swarm
them, throw more bugbait across the upper balcony you haven't
reached yet, as Combine Soldiers appear from the right, across a
walkway. As the Antlions fight them, hang back, or offer fire support
from the turret.

Now you're on level B4. Avoid the walkway in the middle to your right
for now; it leads to a closed gate dead-end with a sentry gun down a
corridor to your right. This gate must be opened from a control room.
Instead, spin around and take the open mesh door route, along a side
corridor, sending an Antlion in first to set off the tripwire.

When you reach the end of the side corridor, turn right and check the
barricades ahead. The Combine has been preparing for you. Create
havoc by lobbing a Grenade down to the far end of this corridor,
causing the Soldiers at the far end to flee. Switch to bugbait and
launch an Antlion attack, paying special attention to the enemies
appearing from the darkened cells to your right. Slaughter the four
or five Soldiers using your Antlions and close-assault weapons if the
Antlions are getting killed.

Round the right corner,
moving into area B7, and
head across the balcony
staying at this level, then
turn the corner. Across
from you is the control
room. Breen is rambling on
the PA system. Go around,
then head left, across the

|

catwalk to the right of the control room.
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Watch your step as you
round the corner. You're
parallel to a gated area you
can't reach. To open the
gate, head down a path to
the left, toward an open
door. Sentry guns fire from
it. Either send in Antlions to
act as cover, or use a

Throughout your battles in
the prison, Breen's voice
echoes through the
command rooms. Once the
tirade has passed, use both
Rechargers on the wall,
check the area for items,
and then press the control
switch on the wall next to

barrel, then slam the door shut—another way to stop a sentry gun. the monitor to open the gate area. Move to the balcony and deal with
the Combine reinforcements.

With Combine forces in
decline, return to the gate
area and send in your
Antlions to knock over

the sentry gun. Then
follow your swarm through
the corridor to another
control room.

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With your Antlion team
assembled, check the
control room to your right
for signs of items, and
while you're there, flick
through the channels on
the monitor. Study the
movement in a laundry
room up ahead; that's your
next destination.

With your Antlions in front,
head down the corridor and
round the right turn,
throwing out bugbait to
immobilize the Soldier
behind the bedding
barricade. After the
Antlions tear through any
enemies, check the
doorway to the left.

At the end of this long narrow corridor are two sentry guns. Avoid
rushing or lobbing Grenades at these guns. Instead, throw bugbait at
the sentry guns, let four or five Antlions rush in, then follow them in,
letting them take the brunt of the sentry gun attack. Quickly sidestep
to the right into a parallel corridor. Run to a small store room, open
the door to the left, and you're behind both guns. Knock them over,
then summon more Antlions. Watch the laser trip wire!

The opening left of the

important to deal with
problems as you meet
them, rather than
charging in.

CAUTION
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To minimize your pain, stay on the left upper area rather than the
main lower laundry room. Throw bugbait at the Combine Soldier on
this walkway, and let the Antlions devour him as you take cover
behind a washing machine. Use Antlions to absorb the sentry gun
bullets, then run to the gun, knocking it over quickly.

On the way, incapacitate the Soldiers to your right, near the large
washing machines, and let the Antlions overpower them. Now under
the upper balcony, look for shots coming from any remaining
Soldiers on this level firing at the Antlions below. Turn around and
fling bugbait at them.

When you've finished tearing apart the Combine Soldiers, check out
the room to locate two narrow corridor entrances along the right
wall. Enter this area, to encounter a small connecting chamber with
a tiny store room stocked with Supply Crates. As you reach the
crates, spin around and cut down the Poison Zombie ambushing you
from a dark corner; defeat him and his parasite Headcrabs, then
return to the laundry chamber.

After defeating the Poison Zombie, climb up the steps to the far end
of the room. Make sure your Antlions enter the open door first. They
clear a path and burst apart after treading on the laser trip-wire
mine cunningly placed left of the exit. You're now in the main corridor
to the kitchens; prepare for combat.
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Engage the enemy swiftly, but move past the first right-hand
corridor, which ends at a gate with a sentry gun behind it. Instead,
pull your Antlions into the lit corridor, so they charge and overwhelm
the room with the soldiers. Forcefully charge in here, as the Combine
forces will retreat once the area is overrun. Don't be caught at the
initial dark area; press forward.

Remain in this well-lit corridor, and wait for further Antlion replace-
ments to arrive. Force your way down the corridor to a darkened
area, and check the windows as you go; two Combine Soldiers in a
room to your left have spotted you, but the thick glass doesn't allow
you to strike them. Push through to the end of the corridor.

s Once through this door, the
combat continues with you
heading right, then into the
| room you saw Soldiers in.
Antlions, quick Grenades,
or Shotgun blasts do the
trick here.

With the area devoid of Combine Soldiers, locate this doorway and
enter it, following the corridor to the prison’s main kitchens. Use the
Antlions at your command to swarm in and overwhelm the two
sentry guns. If they start firing, throw in bugbait and duck under the
window.

Gas is escaping in these kitchens, and it is best to light the gas from

behind partial cover of the windows than from in the kitchen itself. As

the fire begins to spread, the Antlions may not be able to reach the

far sentry gun. Lob a Grenade, or a secondary-fire Grenade from your

SMG to sort out this problem. Leave through the hole in the wall.
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As you emerge, ignore the laser trip-mine to your left and step into
the courtyard area. Lob a Grenade to force the Combine Soldiers at
the base of the stairs back up into a corridor you're about to breach.
Send an Antlion to detonate the laser trip-mine, then move in toward
the stairs, taking down Soldiers with your favorite ordnance or
Antlions. At the top of the steps is a corridor to the left and a barred
gate to a mess hall ahead.

The gate is locked, so move to the side corridor. The steps immedi-
ately to your right lead to a control room where the remaining
Combine Soldiers are making a final stand. Send a few Antlions up
there to even the score, then head up the stairs and finish off any
remaining Combine Soldiers. Finally, look for items.

There's no way forward except through the open window to the right
side of the control room. Drop down to see a squad of Combine
Soldiers burst through the mess hall doors. Hold your fire, because
they don’t seem interested in you. Their frantic radio chatter indicates
they're in the middle of fighting a larger foe. Soldiers go flying
through the doors a split-second later.
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An Antlion Guard bursts through the doors, and a Combine Soldier
unloads his Shotgun into it. The beast lets out an ear-splitting roar
and butts the Soldier into the wall, killing him instantly. It then turns
and starts to engage the Combine Soldiers, about three of which are
taking up defensive positions at the left end of the mess hall.

In this specific battle, the Combine Soldiers are actually more of
an asset to you. Let them try to wound the Antlion Guard while
you stay out of combat until all the enemies fall.

happen quickly), be ready to attack with one of the two main pieces of
scenery in this hall: a radiator or an explosive barrel. Stay in this
area, with the low wall between the support struts, and run around it
so you aren’t in the open while facing the creature.

The beast's incredibly tough skull is the most obvious attack to worry
about; make sure you circle-strafe around its bony head so you aren't
crippled by a connecting strike. Stay inside the mess hall. Don't
venture down the corridor from where the Soldiers fled; this is a
dead end (literally). Continue throwing items, like the radiator, or use

the shotgun, grenades, and other regular weaponry if your aim is off.

Keep the relentless
barrage of radiator parts
thudding into the Antlion
Guard until it topples to
the ground. Check the
Soldiers’ bodies and the
concrete wreckage for
items.
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When you've finished gathering your goods, go through the open gate
and maneuver carefully to what appears to be a half-destroyed wing
of the prison. A gigantic Combine wall of metal is chewing and
smashing the prison slowly and resculpting the area in its own
darkened image. Head down the twisted steps, pausing only to blow
apart a Zombie slumped at the base of the stairs.

This next part requires timing and accurate Gravity Gun use. Pick up
a table from the concrete wreckage and throw it forward, then move
to the middle of a rapidly thinning corridor with the Combine’s
harvester pincers to your right. As they slam down, shaking the
ground around you, place the upright table (or a crate) below the
opening above and left of you. Immediately leap up and into the hole
as the Combine wall grinds your previous location into dust.

CAUTION

Once inside the hole, bring out your Headcrab-killing tool of choice to
deal with one that tries to scare you in the fiery rubble. Next, drop
down among the broken pieces of cement and look for an opening in
the wall leading to a darkened passage area. Head through this gap.

You enter a storage room with little in the way of items. Alyx walks
around to the right, heading for a freight elevator. She calls it down
and steps inside, waiting for you. Draw a rapid-fire weapon of your
choice. There are Soldiers to cut down as soon as you ascend a couple
of floors. Look directly ahead as the elevator doors grind open.

There's a couple of Soldiers to rampage through as you step onto the
checkerboard corridor. Ignore the area to your right-it's free of
enemies (but check it for supply crates after the battle). Instead, roll
a grenade at the advancing enemies, then strafe them with SMG
bullets, and bring them down while covering Alyx. Your objective is to
cut down the Soldiers just inside the hole in the left wall. Another
grenade, or rapid-fire shooting, is called for here.

Alyx steps into the hole and
moves to a Combine
computer terminalin a
processing room. She
hacks into the computer
and cycles through the
prisoners awaiting trans-
portation. She spots the

Check the tiny storage rooms for supply crates. An energy wall
blocks your path when you return to Alyx's side, but she disables it
and runs to the next corridor. Go up the staircase, looking left as you
reach the top.

A Combine force greets you at the next energy wall to your left, at the
corridor junction, and a wild firefight erupts. You can't seek cover and
leave Alyx open to attack. Instead, rush the command post and bring

down the quartet of Soldiers with a combination of your rapid-fire (or
Shotgun) assaults and Alyx's single shots from her pistol. Move away
from Alyx so the Soldiers have two targets to aim at, and catch them

allin the crossfire.
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You can't breach the energy wall the Soldiers were guarding, so the
way forward is dictated by available exits. There's an opening behind
you. Follow Alyx to a Combine door. Go in after you've checked the
side doorways for supply crates.

Alyx is busy at the interrogation room computer terminal, guiding in
her father's pod. Moments later, a black metallic sarcophagus
arrives at the window, and opens. Inside is Eli Vance, trapped in some
kind of restraining device. The Doctor is both thankful and annoyed at
his rescue.

Before Alyx sends Eli to the teleportation room, he tells you that
Doctor Mossman is in this facility, too.

and maneuvers her father as close to the teleportation chamber as
she can, locate Judith Mossman. Alyx unlocks the metal door back in
the corridor. Move through, then blast the crates and other items
blocking the stairwell in front of you. At the top of the steps, Alyx cuts
through and appears on the monitor. You're at the first security post.
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The area is disturbingly empty. Run along the corridor to the right of
the post to secure supply crates and items from some of the side
rooms, then return and enter the post room. There appears to be no
way out, until Alyx mentions an alternate exit. Use the Gravity Gun to
blast the two bookcases off the wall behind you and locate a hidden
air duct. Break off the grating, crouch, and enter the duct with your
Flashlight on, and your Crowbar swinging at the Headcrab duo
inside.

Crawl through the air duct, dropping to a lower duct area and
continuing until you reach a grate and a dark storage room. There's
a laser trip-mine on the wall directly below you, so be incredibly
careful not to fall. Use the Gravity Gun to grab a barrel, and drop it
to activate the mine, backing up into the duct so you aren’t caught
in the explosion. Bring out the Crowbar and pummel the Fast
Headcrabs from here-it's easier than dancing around on the
ground looking for them.

Drop to the ground, making
sure you aren't near any
remaining Headcrabs. Look
for any items in the room,
then study the barricaded
door to your right. Peer
through, and you'll see two
sentry guns pointing down
a corridor you haven't I
reached. Lob a grenade through the open window and topple them.
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Go left around a corner to a second security post. Alyx cuts through
the ether, and you can spot her patching a video feed into the
monitors above the supply crate inside the post. Combine Soldiers
are coming! Arm yourself for a confrontation. Try the Pulse Rifle’s
epic secondary fire if you want to impressively demolish your foes.
Step into the dark generator room beyond to prevent the Soldiers
from moving in here for an easy ambush.

Once you've taken out the four or five Soldiers, fight your way through
the open gate and head along the corridor. At the first junction,
execute the Soldiers you can see, but don't step into the junction until
the way ahead is cleared of foes. To your left are another Soldier and
two sentry guns. Lob a grenade to pitch both guns forward and then
back up, blasting the remaining enemies.

Locate the narrow
passageway shown here.
Before the Soldiers around
the left corner can ambush
you, lob a grenade off the
wall and around the corner.

Go around the corner, past the cover the Soldiers were using, and
step through a doorway to the right, into an L-shaped room. An
energy wall prevents you from moving too far into the chamber, but
the Soldiers aren't affected by this problem, and promptly open fire.
Take cover behind the wall to your right, and bring down the Soldiers
one at a time with rapid-fire ordnance. Toss a grenade whenever a
Soldier backs into the room beyond.

The energy wall is troublesome, but if you peer through the bullet-
proof window, you can see the plug to unhook the generator
powering the device. The problem is that you can't get a proper pull
with the Gravity Gun. Instead, toss a grenade in there to dislodge the
cable and pull the plug. Once you're inside the room, lob a grenade
into the tiny pass-through chamber so it bounces off the far wall
heading right, landing at the feet of a sentry gun. Roll the grenade if
you're unsure of your lobbing prowess.

Ahead is a lengthy corridor with two sentry guns at the far end. This
is the area you saw after you emerged from the duct. If you lobbed a
grenade earlier, both guns should be out of commission. If so, simply
leave via the left corridor. If you did not take out the guns earlier, pick
up a large object to use it as cover. Dash forward and go into the
narrow alcove, out of firing range. Punt the item you used as cover at
the guns or lob a grenade to upend them both.

When both the guns are neutralized, stop at the entrance corridor to
your left and smash open another supply crate. Walk to the gate,
moving to the base the steps. You've battled your way to the first
command security post.

You only have two sentry guns, so the four recommended spots
to place them are options. If you place the guns to the side of the
command post, you can cut down Soldiers coming in from the
energy wall and corridors behind it. However, some may make it
to the stairwell, so you must physically guard the stairwell
yourself.

Soldiers attack from the
left corner (above) and the
right corner of the corridor
behind the energy field.
Concentrate your fire on
these two places. Flit
between the two sides
constantly to make sure
your guns haven't been
overrun.

If your weapon is placed
too close to a stairwell or
balcony and a Soldier
manages to reach the top,
he can knock the weapon
down or off the balcony
itself. Don't waste time
rushing for it; suck it up
with the Gravity Gun and
replace it.

Play with the position of
your stairwell sentry gun.
Make sure it can aim at
Soldiers as they ascend,
but isn't so close to the
railing that it can be easily
swatted away.

A few minutes into combat,
look for a Soldier appearing
on the far balcony, across
from your position. He
releases Manhacks into the
fray. Take him down
manually while the sentry
guns concentrate on the
Soldiers that refuse to
retreat.

When a gun falls, pick it up from behind so the gun nozzle is
facing forward. Grabbing it from the side or front means you
must move to the side before placing it if you want it to face a
certain direction.

Manhacks can knock over a
sentry gun in seconds, so
you need to deal with them
quickly. Suck them in, blast
them against the wall, or
use them as impromptu
chainsaws against Soldiers
moving past a downed
sentry gun. Keep this up
until all Soldiers are defeated.

Alyx must prevent
Mossman from delivering
Eli to Breen. She stays and
attempts to disrupt the
next level of security for
you. Grab a sentry gun (use
Q to carry it), and pick the
command post clean of
items. Enter through the

deactivated energy wall, and go left.

Although it's slightly unwieldy, make sure you bring a sentry gun
for the rest of the prison investigation. There's bound to be a
place where this extra firepower comes in handy.

At the end of the long left corridor is a door, partially obscured by a
barricade of beds and boxes. Blast these away with the Gravity Gun
and open the door, stepping through into a stairwell. Fire the sentry
gun to the bottom of the stairs (don't worry, it's sturdy), and then
rampage down to the bottom, knocking away all obstacles.

After untangling yourself at the base of the steps, use the Crowbar to
batter the Headcrabs lurking in the storage room to your right. The
confined space makes striking them difficult, so you may want to
barge into the room and let the sentry gun do its job while you swat
at any Headcrabs invading your personal space.
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Check the storage room for items, then head out to a balcony
overlooking a generator room. The ground level is knee-deep in
water, the machinery on the left wall is sparking, and electrified
cables dance across the water. Step or fall into this water, and you'll
suffer nasty electrical damage; you can only survive for a few
seconds. Before you descend the steps, use the Gravity Gun to shoot
the sentry gun all the way to the far side of the room.

Move down the steps, but keep an eye (and your Flashlight] trained to
the ceiling; there's a Barnacle to avoid. It's nestled on the path you'll
need to take as you jump across the gap to a walkway on the right
side of the room. Shoot the Barnacle, then position yourself over the
gap and make a sprint-jump to land on the walkway.

Immediately start hunting for Headcrabs. A couple will leap out from
the pile of boxes on the walkway; plug them with whatever weapon
you wish (the crate makes an excellent killing tool as it blocks the
Headcrabs when they try to jump at you). Head down to the base of
the walkway and the water's edge. Don't fall in! Suck up the blue
barrels from the corner of the walkway and the water, and start
placing them in the gap between the walkway and the exit steps.

Drop the first barrel into the water near you, and jump onto it. Grab
another nearby barrel with the Gravity Gun, and drop it in front of the
first barrel. You can then either pick up a third barrel, or turn around
and suck up the first barrel, flip around, and place this in the water in
front of you. Do this until you can comfortably reach the exit steps.
Use the Gravity Gun to reclaim the sentry gun.
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When standing on the blue barrels, jump and land on the very
middle part of the barrel so you don't slide off, lose your balance,
or start the barrel rolling.

The way forward is fraught with
danger. As you open the door,
you're about to be swamped by
Zombies. Place the sentry gun on
the ground first so it soaks up
some of the attacks and cuts
down Zombies. Then back up and
start firing. By using the sentry

gun, you might be able to survive the two chambers here without
lifting a finger to your trigger. If you lose the sentry gun, bring out the
Shotgun, and aim for the Zombies' heads at short range. Bring them
all down efficiently.

Maneuver down the next stairwell with the sentry gun still carried in
front of you. Get through the barricaded doorway by shooting the
planks away with the Gravity Gun, and step through to a large
cellblock.

Welcome to Cellblock D8, which
now contains a new type of
reprobate-the Combine Elite.
There are two giant cellblock

, corridors, and a security station
between them on the lower level.
Stay on the upper balcony,
listening for Alyx’s instructions,
and set the sentry gun to blast away at the few Soldiers on the upper
balcony ahead and left of you. Inspect the security center for items,
and then drop to the lower level. Combine forces are coming, and you
must hold them off for a total of six minutes.
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The gun placements shown below will ensure your success in this
battle. Although this is the preferred method of completing this
section of the prison, there are other (less cunning) methods that
aren't explained here.

First, drop to the ground
floor and check the sentry
gun delivery pod area.
There are two Rechargers
to head to if you need them.
Set up the sentry guns at
the right side of the
cellblock. The reason is
simple-the left side has a i
balcony above the main corridor and you can easily be attacked and
overrun from above. Not the case on this side.

The placement of the sentry guns is vital, and the optimum position
is shown above. Be sure to bring the sentry gun from the previous
confrontation with you, so you have four guns. Grab the three new
sentry guns from storage, and set them up with one pointing at the
energy wall at the end of the corridor, and the other covering the
connecting passage to the other cellblock corridor.

Did you ignore the earlier advice to bring a sentry gun with you? Then
place two sentry guns as shown, and the third at a 45-degree angle
covering both the energy wall and connecting corridor; pay special
attention to it.

E |
About a minute after you place the guns, the Soldiers arrive in waves
for a six-minute struggle. Arm the Gravity Gun, and side-step
between both sentry gun sets. As soon as the Soldiers arrive, let the
guns cut them down. Move the guns farther toward the middle of the
corridor if the Soldiers manage to reach and knock one over. Grab it
immediately and right it.

As you can see from the screen
shot, the Soldiers love to knock
the sentry gun slightly out of
alignment. The right gun in this
case is pointing to the left,
enabling the Soldiers to head up
through the connecting corridor.

reach the guns. They can still topple the sentry guns with shotgun
blasts, so keep an eye on those guns. If a gun falls, pick it up and
reposition it, making sure it's firing at the enemies even when you're
carrying it.

The two of you descend the
steps to a long storage
corridor with dim lights
that flick off, one by one.
The entire area is plunged
into darkness. It's a trap!
Grab your favorite weapon,
and have at it.

As expected, the hated Manhacks
appear during combat, and this is
where the Gravity Gun comes in
handy. Suck them in, and blast
them into a nearby wall. Guard
your sentry guns from these
infernal devices; you're dead meat &
if those guns are out of operation
for more than a few seconds!

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As red flares illuminate the ground, start hunting down and
destroying those responsible. You won't need to look far. About a
dozen Soldiers, in waves of four, are hidden in the packing hut to the
left, the storage corridor to the right, and the area ahead and around
the right corner. Blast them with any close-combat weapon, or throw
an SMG grenade at a group when they are close together. The Pulse
Rifle ricochet is another fine plan, as long as you aim it directly at an
enemy to ensure a hit.

This next section of the

prison is where Alyx and
Judith Mossman finally

meet up. Follow Alyx up
some steps.

Alyx remotely slams down security doors. Follow her as she takes off
running.

When you both reach a huge blast door, run through it. Alyx stops on
the other side, turns, and seals it. She leads you to the door of a
control room. Inside the room, behind a viewing window, Mossman
stands trapped, looking a little flustered.

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Mossman is working with Breen. Mossman tries to argue the
opposite, but Alyx ignores her. “Shut up and be glad you're still
some use to us,” Alyx growls.

Eli's pod arrives, and Alyx runs to greet him. Alyx patches
through on another terminal to Doctor Kleiner back in City 17.
“We're in Nova Prospekt, and we're running the Xen emulation
for the first time. Are you ready for us?" Alyx shouts into the
terminal's microphone.

Alyx plans to send Eli through first, but Mossman slips into the
teleport. Alyx radios Kleiner in panic. Kleiner hasn't received
either of the doctors. "Oh my God!" she says with dismay. “What
coordinates are these?"

After a ruthless double-
cross, Mossman has left
you and Alyx to deal with
the incoming forces! Your
only escape is via the
teleporter, but the device
requires minutes of
recharging before you can
leave. It's time to hold off
the Combine one last time; start by placing the sentry guns.

Unlike in Cellblock D8, it isn't imperative to have extra sentry
guns for the combat to come. The three provided are all you need.
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Place the first turret across
from the main chamber,
behind the glass window
wall, in the corner near the
junction. Place it so the gun
fires at enemies coming in
from both corridor areas
left and ahead.

Place the second gun between the steps (or even up behind the
guard rail), between the two sets of low steps, facing the Soldier infil-
tration point (the door is closed in this picture).

Position the third gun near
the energy wall opening to
the right of the main
teleportation chamber.
Drop it a few feet away so
the Soldiers are cut down
before they can topple it.

Incoming! Stand at this
junction, ready for combat.
This corridor area is the
busiest of the three. Make
sure you've placed the first
turret at an angle that
allows it to cut down
enemies appearing from
this entrance, as shown.

Remember to pick up a turret with @, not the Gravity Gun, so it's
easier to manage and switch back to a regular gun. With the sentry
gun at this point, try placing it around the glass window, still pointed
at the enemies. The Soldiers will attack from the now-open door and
the passageway behind the teleport. This area is the most important
to watch.
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This screen shot shows the teleport’s energy bank building back up.
It takes a few minutes for the bank to fill with green material. As you
move around the chamber, check its progress to determine how long
you have left to fight.

The Soldiers are more likely to knock down your guns this time,
usually with shotguns or grenades. Throw the grenades back with
the Gravity Gun. Running around with a sentry gun firing is good only
when you're picking it up; otherwise, use your arsenal of weapons to
lay into the Soldiers. Keep control of the main corridor; that's your
main objective.

You can try varying the location of the sentry guns, placing a few
behind or on top of the guard rail.

The blinding white light of the teleport fades. Shockingly, the
process was a success; you're back in Kleiner's laboratory. The
greeting isn't the warmest you've encountered; the Doctor appears
at the secret door brandishing a Shotgun! “My dear," Kleiner

Alyx
agrees telling him the Combine teleport exploded as you left, and
Kleiner informs her of some shocking news:

“Indeed it did...and the repercussions were felt far and wide, but....
That was over a week ago! Fascinating.” Kleiner muses, "We seem
to have developed a very slow teleport.” Alyx is more interested in
the repercussions of your actions. “The blow you struck at Nova
Prospekt was taken as a signal to begin the uprising!" the doctor
informs her.

“According to the Vortigaunts, he
is a prisoner at the Citadel, " Kleiner states. “Wallace Breen has
undoubtedly been trying to extract information from him.

Follow Alyx's advice, as the
Doctor won't find Lamarr
while you're in there (the
Headcrab fears your
Crowbar, as the doctor will
tell you if you stay in his
lab), so head out of the exit
door, stopping to smash
open Supply Crates on your et
right. Then drop down the elevator shaft.

Dog follows you down with a tremendous thud, unravels itself, and
waits patiently. Step into the open street. You're now at ground level
facing a pile of junked and burning cars blocking your way. Dog
follows you, remaining at a respectful distance.

You're now on the streets below the narrow rooftops ledges—the
same ledges from the beginning of this adventure, after you
escaped through the attic.

Dog picks up a wrecked van effortlessly, and pitches it forward about
50 feet at a couple of Combine Soldiers. Although Dog can handle
himself, follow him up at a safe distance, dropping any stragglers
your new bodyguard may have missed with his van toss.
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Remain by the bodies of the slain Soldiers and watch as a Combine
APC skids toward Dog, launches a rocket attack, and tries to escape.
Dog lands on the vehicle’s roof, flipping it over and raising it above its
head. Dog lobs the APC into a second squad of Soldiers near the
corner of a warehouse, crushing them all, and collapsing the
building's corner.

If Dog is helping battle the Combine forces, your trek to the Combine
Nexus should be straightforward and impressive to view! Dog moves
to a Combine security barricade, twists the metal back, and creates a
doorway for you.

A Combine Dropship is zeroing in on you and Dog. Dog slams the
wall back into place as the Dropship lands on the other side, trapping
Dog with the Dropship and its cargo of Soldiers. Watch the top of the
wall and you'll see Dog mauling the troops. Seconds later, Dog
latches onto the Dropship’s superstructure and begins to pound on it!
The ship takes off, wobbling slightly, over the main Combine wall
with Dog still attached!

Dog is gone, and the remainder of this trek occurs without the benefit
of his help. Look to the left at the partially collapsed mesh fence. Try
a running jump over the gap. Drop onto the tiny patch of earth and
locate the large hole in the tenement block to your right. Step
through the rubble to the entrance foyer.
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In the tenement foyer, once the explosions have occurred, step
toward the box at the far end, and quickly look right, into a pile of
rubble. A television is playing a special program showing the
gaunt gray-suited man who's been stalking you since the Black

Mesa Incident.

The foyer is almost
completely blocked with
fallen masonry, a parasite
rocket, and rubble. The
only way forward is along a
concrete-filled corridor to
the right.

The Scanner features a quick-firing machine gun and the usual
blinding searchlight.

Shoot these out of the sky before
they can drop any cargo. Scanners drop batteries; check the
debris for batteries for your HEV suit.

Retrace your steps to the train station. The streets are more chaotic,
with the Combine fighting human insurgents at almost every turn.
The way forward is blocked, so take a left, then another left under the
connecting bridge, now fallen under heavy gunfire.

Step out into the main plaza. A few citizens are attempting to topple
the large Breen monitor from its moorings on the central column.
They succeed, and the screen comes crashing into the plaza,
shrouding the area in dust. They immediately greet you, and join your
cause! Point them (with &) at the small Combine gate ahead and
right of the column. When two Metro Cops investigate the distur-
bance, have the team bring them down.
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During the uprising, Breen's rambling on the monitors around

town is short-Llived because citizens are silencing him. Listen to it
if you find a television
playing the message.

Once the Metro Cops have
opened the gate for you,
rush up some steps and
left around the side of a
tenement block. Turn right
and head out onto an upper
walkway next to a lower
grassy area. You're told by
a nearby citizen to watch
out for the Hoppers.

Remove the corrugated
sheet metal to find
Hoppers, a cluster of
strange, minelike devices.
They are used for and
against you during this
attack. Suck them up one
at a time, then punt them
away so they explode.
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Drop into the hole after
removing all the Hoppers,
and move across the yard.
Watch for more Hoppers,
punting them away from
you. Go up around a shed,
pausing to detach a
television so the hated
Breen cannot be heard. Exit
the shed.

Step through a narrow alley
to a cobblestone street.
Before you reach the end of
the alley, a huge explosion
rocks the area. Watch as
two Striders maneuver
around a city block, cutting
down resistance forces.
Ignore these entities; you
can't fight them right now.

With the powerful Strider
§ still fresh in your memory,
turn left and quickly tag a
Combine Soldier on a
lookout post with a
crossbow bolt.

Look up at the incoming Scanners carrying Hoppers to reseed the
battlefield and rain down on your team. Shoot them from the sky and
collect the batteries they drop. Suck up the Hoppers to punt them
into enemy Hoppers lying on the ground ahead or Headcrabs lurking
at the far end of this street. Clear the area of these pests, and with
your team in tow, head down the alley to your right. Punt a Hopper
into the alley to clear debris and an enemy Hopper before you enter.

The end of this alley leads
to a small courtyard
surrounded by tenement
blocks. While your team
deals with any Cops
coming in from the ground
level on the left, punt a
Hopper up to the tenement
window ahead, taking out
a Cop.

Send another Hopper or
explosive barrel (or
Grenade] into the shed

to the right; a Cop is
hiding in there, along with
some items.
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Finally, if your team hasn't
| dealt with another Cop in
the open window on the left
tenement block, send an
explosive barrel or Grenade
up there to finish the job.
Now walk left, toward a
small red shed.

Before you head down
the steps, inspect the
small, red shed,
removing the metal
sheet to reveal a
cubbyhole stocked
with supplies. Now
head to the stairs.

At the base of the steps,
turn right and immediately
secure the Hopper that was
about to leap and detonate
the barrels. Then step out
onto the open walkway and
turn right.

A squad of Metro Cops has
taken up refuge at a shed
on the opposite end of this
narrow courtyard. Order
your team to attack them
(point at the Cops with your
target reticle and press ®),
then punt a barrel or
Hopper at the Cops.

When one or two Cops are
left, rush the shed and gun
them down, taking care to
watch for Hoppers in the
yard. Search the shed for
ammunition, then load up
with a Shotgun and enter
the tenement building door
in the left wall.

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When you enter the
tenement block, head up
the main stairs for items or
citizens to help the cause.
There's one at the first
landing, watching
television!

Ack! He appears to be decomposing! In the kitchen, a Zombie has
been waiting to ambush you. Using your Shotgun, or the watermelon
on the kitchen counter, destroy the Zombie and check the room for
items. Then move into the other room, prepped for another Zombie
to drop. Collect the ammunition, and then return to ground level and
the street.

Use this exit, and carefully peek outside to survey the destruction. To
the left is a large Combine barricade and a large hole in the ground;
that way is blocked, and it would be suicidal to run in that direction.
Ahead and right, a Strider maneuvers in another part of the city,
cutting down unseen citizens. Ignore this monster; it's too far away.

Instead, look up at the floating Scanner about to drop a Hopper in
your lap. Blast it out of the sky, then punt the Hopper away from
your team. It isn't wise to carry it with you where you're going. Step
out into the street, turn right, and run quickly to the area beneath
the partially collapsed freeway overpass. Look for the small
campfire. Grab the Health Pack here.

Once you've finished checking the underpass, check out the building
ahead. The front is sealed with Combine metal. Check the doorway
on the side. Head down the steps, turn left, and check out the
basement storage room where a medic tends to a wounded citizen.
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Amid the debris are some Supply Crates to feed your inventory
appetite.

When you're done in the
basement, head back out
with your team, and instead
of returning outside, look
for the stairs leading up the
right wall. Continue
upward, because the
ground level leads nowhere.
Stop at this landing.

The Combine is active in this building, and the Cops are using it as a
base. Use the "pincer” maneuver to catch Cops in a crossfire. To
attempt this, leave your team outside the landing, run to the end of
the first corridor, and blast the Cop opening the door once you turn
around. Then summon your crew; Cops are coming in from a side
corridor, and you can blast them from behind while they concentrate
on your citizens. Or, you can always roll in a Grenade as you enter,
into the room behind the glass doors.

With the firefight over, check each room carefully, including the
bathroom and torture chair, for Supply Crates. Use the Flashlight
to make sure you don't miss any in the dark. Then head through
the exit.

Step out onto the upper room that's been partially demolished in
countless firefights. Look out on the street below; the Combine
barricade is to your right. Bring down the Cop emerging on the
opposite side of the street, then peer down the hole in the corner of
the room. This is where you're heading next. However, there's an
explosive barrel and two hidden sentry guns waiting to trap you in a
massive explosion of crossfire. Shoot the barrel. This shatters the
windows and knocks over both guns.
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Drop onto the ground level, and if any sentry guns remain, quickly
knock them down. Then step out and focus on the barricade to your
right. The longer you remain here, the more enemy gunfire you'll
attract. Stay in cover near the car frames, and perhaps tag one or
two Cops, but then you must dash to the opposite side of the street.
The plan is to ambush the barricade guards from behind their cover.

Step around the wreckage
of a half-destroyed building
and into a burned room.
Immediately bring down a
Cop on the opposite side of
the chamber, then
deactivate the Hopper
before it explodes. Check
the area for items.

Move toward the location of the slain officer and turn left into a
landing of another tenement block. Destroy the Hopper at the base of
the stairwell, or it wounds you and your team. Head up a floor,
bringing vigilante justice to another Cop on the way.

On the next floor are some
Supply Crates. Refill, then
look to the floor for means
of escape. Drop through
the hole to ground level,
but on the Combine
barricade side of the
building.

Payback time! Exit through the doorway and immediately look up. A
Cop is on the roof of the opposite building. Drop him with SMG fire or
a Crossbow bolt. Then step out into the open, turning right, and gun
down the Cops on the barricade. Bring out your team and slaughter
the Combine now that they aren't in cover.

The barricade is yours. Check the street you just came from, and if
any citizens are stuck on this side, use the switch on the barricade to
open the doors and let them in. Refill at the Health Recharger, then
step up onto the barricade ledge. Swing left, plug any Cops waiting in
this area, and then enter the yellow building.

Execute a sweep of the floor in this building’s interior, using your
team to help you blast the Cops in the rooms. Bring each one of
them down, search the room for items, and continue to the next. Pay
special attention to the Cop behind the table cover, as he can drop a
couple of your teammates if you don’t back them up. Don't rush
through this Cop-flushing task; methodically check each room.

Another good tactic is to send in your Shotgun-wielding
teammates first, then run down the main corridor right to the
end, turn around, and catch enemies in crossfire while you
retrace your steps. Use this plan in all the tenement corridor
confrontations.

At the end of the corridor, steps lead up to a sentry gun. This nasty
trap can cut down your entire team. If it activates, quickly launch a
piece of scenery at it, or run up and push it over.
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Instead, head downstairs to another corridor filled with Metro Cops.
These don't stand a chance if you use Magnum or Shotgun blasts.
Pay special attention to each room, making sure you aren't attacked
from both sides, and take one room at a time. There's another Cop
hiding behind a table. Save Grenades for later.

Go down one more floor to a basement corridor, where the Cops
have the most troops deployed. This is a vicious firefight, and you will
lose most of your team. In fact, if you're worried about self-preser-
vation, order them into the corridor first. As you head down the
stairs, blast the Cop behind the cover of the low wall, then roll a
Grenade down the corridor. Or simply storm in, with guns blazing,
and your team behind you.

At least three Cops attempt to stop you. If the action gets out of
hand, use a side room and wait for the Cops to come to you,
especially when they release Manhacks at your team. The
Manhacks are an obvious weapon to use against the Cops. Suck
one in, then either use it as a chainsaw, or punt it back at the Cops;
the explosion kills an officer and the Manhack. Watch for Cops in
ambush at every side room.

After defeating the Cops, inspect each room for goods, then exit to a
sub-basement. There's a Health Recharger here. There is also a
Supply Crate, along with two sentry guns facing right at the far end.
Watch out; this is a trap. A third sentry gun sits in an alcove to your
left, which activates as soon as you head in. Knock it over with your
Gravity Gun, or dash left around its circle of fire and push it over.
Then open the crate and use one of the two remaining sentry guns to

open fire on a disgusting Zombie Torso that's devoured some citizens

in the far area.
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Go outside to a small area
of roadway blocked by a
gigantic Combine wall.
Over on the opposite side of
the street is something
interesting to check out
before you proceed.

The citizens haven't
forgotten your
heroism, and have
begun to place stacks
of items for you
around the city. These
are behind a sturdy
fence, and you can
grab them only by
sucking and smashing
the boxes with your Gravity Gun.

With a full complement of
goods, return to the main
road and locate the
passageway leading under-
ground to an underpass
and a series of tunnels
beneath the city. Look for
the "Danger” sign; these
stairs lead downward.
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“"LOOKS NASTY IN THERE.”

Follow the passage down and into a large, freeway tunnel. This is an
excellent way of maneuvering across to Barney's position without
overland combat. Turn right as you enter the tunnel, and you'll
discover another team of fighters. Head down the tunnel.

Take point, and move first
along either side of the
tunnel. Use the Zoom
function if you wish and
check the distance; it
appears to be devoid of
enemies. This is good
news. Hold on though; a
Manhack has appeared!

As you reach the opening in the tunnel’s roof, Manhacks pour in from
the upper buildings, attacking you and your team. Quickly switch to
your Gravity Gun and begin immediate combat with these devices.
Suck in one and punt it directly into a wall, then repeat the process to
subdue this invasion. Help your team out first; if they are being
attacked, suck a Manhack away from them and finish the job
yourself.

When attacking, stand with your back against the wall so you
aren't sliced from behind, and you can quickly spin and slam the
Manhack into the wall to quicken combat takedowns.

The Manhacks continue to fly until you've destroyed at least 24 of
them, then the tunnel goes silent once more. With your remaining
forces, trudge along to the remains of an accident involving an oil
tanker and other vehicles, and wind your way through the refuse.

The only available exit is via a mesh door, but it is firmly locked.
Unlock it from the ground with a Gravity Gun blast. Don't forget to let
your team in.

The mesh fence area ends at a door. Go through into a narrow
passage with a window to the right. Continue into a second tunnel. A
few scattered Manhacks buzz about. Back up to the near end of the
collapsed tunnel and deal with them. A sizable Combine force waits
at the far end of this area.

No sign indicates this area,
so it is easy to miss; check
the rickety barricade near
the collapsed end of the
tunnel for some badly
needed supplies. Return
here after the next fight if
required.

Keep your team under control, or you'll lose them all in the tunnel
with a full complement of Combine troops at the far end. Rush to
cover behind the yellow car, and bring your weapon to bear on a
couple of Combine Cops before they defeat your crew. Then step to
the right side of the tunnel and peer ahead with the Zoom function.
Use the central columns as cover if you're shot at.
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From this extreme distance, you can see two turret guns manned by
soldiers. These will severely injure your teammates, so have them
stay back. Use a Crossbow headshot to pick off the soldier on the left,
then charge forward and blast the explosive barrels stocked near the
right-side turret gun, and take care of the second soldier.

As you run forward to
secure the turret area at
the end of another tunnel
section, check the area
above for another view of a
massive Strider taking care
of your comrades above
ground. Again, your ability
is limited, so ignore this
beast.

In a moment, Combine
reinforcements will arrive,
but for now, check the
fallen freeway blocking
your path. A medic on the
other side recognizes you,
and says he’ll blow a hole
for you to enter. Hold off
the enemy until then.

A squad of Manhacks approaches backed up by a few Combine
Soldiers, attempting to defeat you and any of your remaining team.
Prevent the Manhacks from overrunning you by manning one of the
turrets and blasting all Manhacks that swoop in. If you're attacked
from behind, switch to your Gravity Gun and back up to the partial
cover behind the gun, near the Supply Crates.
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All that remains is to secure the area, and that involves flushing any
Combine Soldiers you didn’t cut down with the sentry gun. Flick on
your Flashlight and demolish any hiding Soldiers, then return to the
medic’s location. He's removed enough debris for you to maneuver
into a subsequent chamber. However, he tells you that the door is
firmly locked to the outside, and can only be opened from the other
side via an expedition to the next tunnel area.

Head through the tunnel. A tanker has spilled its load, filling this
section with knee-deep slime that destroys you in moments if you
land in it. The only option is to step along the objects floating in this
mire. Watch your footing; the car roof sinks into the ooze as you step
on it. Quickly jump right, onto the crates. Then jump onto a spindle.

| - . -
Leap from the spindle to a small area of sturdy ground. Then leap to
the center of the tunnel, onto firm ground between two support

pillars. As expected, the ooze parts and Zombies begin to swarm you.

Bring out your boomstick and cut down any foes near your location.
The Zombies continuously appear, so if you're low on ammo, use the
Gravity Gun to slam the car axle against Zombies.
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Even if you're high on health and ammo, you still need to leave
quickly. Look for the half-submerged flat bed truck, and jump onto
the back.

From this car hood, leap onto the side of an upturned truck, and
remain up here. Look down to see more Zombies clawing out of the
ooze. They can't climb, but they can hurt you if they swat a barrel at
you. Now tag them at will. Then check the left wall for the exit.

Although pointless, you may find yourself at the far end of this tunnel
stretch, surrounded by nothing except rubble and Zombies. Watch
out for ooze, too. Reach the white car’s roof quickly.

From the white car’s roof, look for the rusting pipe sloping down to
your location. Run to the top of it and stoop, then crawl to one of the
three duct gratings on the right side and break one open. Drop down,
landing in a blue corridor that's safe from the hordes on the other
side. Run to the far end, open the door, and free your team. Lead
them up the steps to street level.

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At the top of the stairs,
there's barely time to move
into the small courtyard
before parasite rockets
explode around you. Fast
Headcrabs pour out; deal
with them at once.

Continue through this second apartment, checking the kitchen for
goods, until you locate the room with missing flooring. Immediately
drop onto the Supply Crates. A Combine wall greets you. Head out
and down, then across to another apartment, where two citizens
huddle together. They may be little help, but their kitchen is well
stocked; grab the Grenades in here!

Flee the area by heading down the open alley, and you'll face a citizen
behind a barred gate, next to a Supply Crate. Open the crate as
citizens in the background run across a drawbridge. Head up into the
first tenement block, taking care to deal with the Headcrab menace

on the landing.

Maneuver from the landing
into a first-floor lounge
area. All around you are the
sounds of battle, but this
room is empty. Pass
through this area and into a
kitchen and bathroom
(there is a Shotgun in here). Leave quickly; you're looking for the stairs down to the doorway
Sweep for supplies, then shown here. Outside you're on the other side of the gate where you
move across to a second apartment, where a battle rages on outside. talked to the citizen.

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As you pass through the lounge and into the kitchen, peer out
the window to see a Combine Soldier squad firing at citizens
holed up in the tenement
block to your left. There's
nothing you can do to
help them.

Cross the small courtyard, checking the bars ahead. Behind them is
an area you'll reach soon and a drawbridge visible at the top of
another building. For now, head into the last open doorway, meet up
with some teammates, and dispatch a Combine Soldier at the base of
the building's stairs.

Peer through a window at
the second apartment
overlooking the courtyard
you're trying to reach below,
and you'll see more citizens
running across a
drawbridge. Further along is
another window, and a
Strider is laying waste to
rebel forces along another
street you cannot reach.

Move into a small and partially destroyed room, gunning down a
Soldier standing in the doorway, and claim the Supply Crate goods
inside. Then return to the stairs and head up. Arm a close-assault
weapon to use on Combine Soldiers who are throwing down citizens
and executing them. Retaliate swiftly, then continue up as high as you
can go.
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You can save the two citizens on the stairwell from being
executed if you're quick!

At the top of the stairs, look across the landing for the open doorway
and head through it to a burned-out floor. Do not drop through until

you kill the Soldier below. Once on this level, head into the room with
the open ledge overlooking the courtyard and drop the Soldier stuck
in this area. Smash the Supply Crate.

Check a nearby side room
for extra ammunition, then
wait for the citizens to
holler a password to their
friends at the other side of
the open ledge. A
drawbridge quickly lowers,
allowing you to access the
opposite building. Run
across quickly.

Once on the floor of the other building, exit via the doorway, and
move along a series of 90-degree turns down some steps to a central
stairwell, and then back up to a burning parasite rocket blocking your
path. At the top of the stairwell, break out your favorite Fast
Headcrab hunting tools. A couple are loose in the doorway; use

your Flashlight to ferret them out.
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As soon as you enter the blackened cement of the wrecked room
beyond the doorway, turn right and look out. A Fast Zombie is ready
to pounce on you and your team. Defeat it, then move to another hole
in the ground, drop through, and immediately brace for another Fast
Zombie. This one is on fire.

Drop through to another blackened chamber, then blast a couple of
Fast Headcrabs and a Zombie as you step out to the base of the
stairwell you couldn’t maneuver through earlier. There's a Health
Pack inside the elevator to grab, and a final few Headcrabs to squish.

Finally, move past the
elevator and stairwell
toward an open door. Pause
to inspect a huge cluster of
crates; this should increase
your ammo levels.
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Step out into the final courtyard in this cluster of buildings; you're on
the other side of the second barred fence. Attack a couple of
Combine Soldiers, being extremely careful to deactivate a Hopper
mine. Check the rooftops for signs of Soldiers firing down, and use a
Hopper to clear any foes. Finally, look to the green tenement
building. The open door is your way out of here.
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A single Combine Soldier waits for death inside the burned shell of
the green tenement. Cut him down, stride inside, then make a sharp
right turn to an area of complete collapse. Strafe the Fast Headcrab
bouncing around this area, then step into the room and up the rubble
to an upper level. A welcoming committee awaits.

At the top of the half-
demolished building, a
group of citizens stands
near an opening in a
wrecked wall, guarding
items for your ongoing
combat needs.

Be wary of stepping out onto the open rooftop of the building; scan
the left side for a balcony where a Soldier moves, then across the
drawbridge gap for two or three Soldiers, and a couple more Soldiers
on the far rooftops ahead to the right. Take each down in a clockwise
circle, using the wall parts to your right as cover. Then press the
switch, bring down the drawbridge, and wait for enemy Soldiers to
storm across. Fire an SMG grenade into the doorway or as they
maneuver over.

Once the coast is clear, dash across the drawbridge to the balcony on
the building opposite, and then peer through the door. Use the
Magnum or Shotgun to blast the Soldiers in the burned room beyond.
Grab the items on the right wall before dropping to the next level to
take care of another Soldier.
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Now continue down to the bottom floor, clearing the way for your
team to drop down too (although you can send them in first). Shatter
the Supply Crates in this area after dealing with another Soldier
threat, then take the doorway into a maze of blackened corridors. At
the next doorway, engage in a shoot-out with two more Soldiers.

To negotiate this wreckage, hug the right outer wall and have your
team steam through the middle of this chamber so you can ambush
a Soldier. Drop through a hole to another level, where there's a more
open area with Soldiers running about beyond the debris you're
hiding in front of. You could use Grenades, but it's easier to engage
the enemies head-on.

To get past the debris, carry on, then turn and head up some steps to
an open roof area. Be extremely careful; a couple of Barnacles hang
from the ceilings around a blind corner. Blast them before you or
your team are strangled, then search for an upper room with a Fast
Zombie in it. Deal with it, then check the floor for a large hole.

Peer down the hole; there's usually a two-Soldier squad firing back
up at you. Fire an SMG Grenade to level them both, or just savage
them with gunfire and drop down. This area is dangerous; when you
reach the right-side corridor, lob a Grenade to the far end. You can
also watch the flaming Zombies and Combine forces battle each
other, then deal with the survivors (almost always the Zombies).
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If you can reach the end of this right wall corridor, look into the room
below for a large combat between the undead and Combine. Throw a
couple of Grenades to finish the action early, then back up; a couple
of Fast Zombies come after you. When the undead are downed, you
can drop into the hole, watching for Zombie Torsos or remaining
Headcrabs, and quickly exit to a narrow corridor leading to a T-
junction with a large spray-painted resistance logo.

This one is in complete
darkness. Before you exit
this area, move up to the
grating, and switch on
your Flashlight to peer
into the darkness. Bring
out the Gravity Gun and
suck the crates to the
grating, then destroy
them and suck back the goods.

You're almost out of this
burned building. Move to a
more intact area, and
search the corridors for a
stack of Supply Crates
before moving into a room
with another gigantic hole
in the floor.

From this room, you can hear two sentry guns fire on a variety of
rotting animated corpses. Wait until the Zombies are dead, then
stand on the edge of the hole, suck up each sentry gun, and drop it
on the floor you're standing on or down to the ground so it deacti-
vates on its side. Don't fall through the floor, or you'll be cut up as
the sentry guns activate again!

If you have any teammates left, order them down the corridor you're
hoping to find information about generator locations.” not heading through. Then burst into a large sitting room with a
couch and a trio of Combine Soldiers. Bring them down as your crew
enters via a side door to cut them down, although you and Alyx can
usually handle these troops yourself.
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The rest of this area must be secured, so be prepared for a Soldier at
each doorway as you pass through. You're heading for an open
doorway to a small room with Rechargers on the far walls. Before
you reach this point, make sure you've collected all the items you
want from this floor; you won't be heading back here.

dose up, and go down the
stairs. Prepare a Grenade
for the Soldier standing
between you and the
Combine control room. As
he backs up, blast him,
then wait for Alyx to
reach you.

Alyx and your teammates are positioned at two separate doorways. If
they charge through the same narrow space, the Combine Soldiers in
the control room beyond will concentrate their fire. As you step
inside, cut down Soldiers in your firing line before stepping in to help
Alyx (her pistol is deadly, but your machine guns are faster).

With the Soldiers bleeding on the ground, Alyx steps up to the main
monitor and checks it. "Well, we're in luck,” she says, “there's a
generator in the square outside. We're trying to disable as many as
we can to loosen the Combine’s grip on this sector. It'll take me a few
minutes to expose the core, then I'll need you to hit it with a burst
from the Gravity Gun.” It seems like a reasonably solid plan. Take the
new citizens who have arrived to the doorway leading to the plaza.
Alyx has a simple request: “In the meantime, watch my back.”
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Enter the Recharger room,
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Dash out into the square. At the back of the triangle of grass is the
generator, which houses a number of crates and Hoppers. Alyx
swiftly moves to the generator and hacks in. Behind the square is the
exit barricade you're trying to open. To the left and right are alleys
with energy walls. Expect Combine resistance from these two areas,
but only after you tag the Metro Cops up on a lookout post and in the
square.

You have about a minute before Combine Dropships arrive with
squads of Soldiers to disembark and rush your position. Do not let
this happen! Increase your odds by locating all the available Hoppers
in the area. Carry one across the right side of the plaza and place it
on the ground by some wreckage at the narrowest point near the
cybercafe (on your side of the wreckage so the Soldiers can't see it).

Then place the next one by
more debris near the
widening of the alleyway
into the plaza. During this
time, a Dropship flies high
overhead.

The Dropship is depositing its squad of Soldiers at the end of the
alleyway you should have primed with two Hoppers. Now move to the
opposite side of the square and lay a mine on the cobblestone path to
the generator, then lay another Hopper near the refuse bin at the
base of the sloping alleyway. With your RPG ready, rush back to the
low-walled cover of the middle ground and wait for a second
Dropship to descend.
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Don't waste your ammunition firing on the Dropships as they
descend; they are impervious to small-arms fire.

Either while you place the Hoppers or while you're waiting for the
Soldiers to arrive, a Cop on an upper balcony releases a couple of

Manhacks. Destroy all the entities immediately; a Crossbow bolt to
the Cop's chest works well.

CAUTION

During the battle, listen for Alyx shouting information to
gauge how much more fighting is necessary:

"There goes the external shield": One-third of combat time
is over.

“Inner shields are coming down": Two-thirds of combat
time is over.

"That's it. The core is exposed"”: Back up and take out the
generator!

Let the combat begin! Your job is to look down both alleyways and
watch as Combine Soldiers attempt to maneuver down this path,
using the debris and scenery as cover. Wait until they are at the near
end of the alleyway (or you are under heavy fire) before returning fire.

Make sure the Soldiers actually make it to the square’s entrance so
the Hopper explodes, and when the next wave arrives, hit them with
rockets until they fall. Remember to switch directions. Toward the end
of combat, Combine forces attack from both barricade areas, and the
firefight intensifies. Place a Hopper in the corridor to the generator
(behind Alyx) to sort out additional troops attacking from behind.

Rechargers are available at the generator Alyx is working on, so
move there quickly to replenish your health and suit.

As Alyx finishes her infiltration of the generator’'s computer systems,
the Combine attacks become more ferocious. The Hoppers are gone,
so greet your foes with close-assault weaponry. Stay in the square
and keep moving, dodging gunfire and dropping Soldiers and Elite.
Note that each time an Elite falls, he drops Pulse Rifle ammo for the
secondary orb fire. Use these to clear a number of enemies!

The combat should continue until most of your teammates are dead
and any Combine forces heading for the generator area are defeated.
Don't bother continuing to fight once Alyx calls to you for help; the
stream of enemies is unending.

Once Alyx has shouted that the core is exposed, immediately arm the
Gravity Gun and either suck the core orb out of there or blast it
forward. As soon as you deactivate the core, the giant Combine wall
barricade at the top of the courtyard swings open. You're still under
fire, so immediately run through. It closes behind, allowing you a
short breather; the Combine forces have been temporarily halted.
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Alyx runs out to the rendezvous point to meet Barney. "Okay...Barney
should be on the far side of that canal....” Alyx stops herself, realizing
that the entire bridge area has been completely obliterated. "Well,
there used to be a bridge here,” she says before returning to a
computer terminal to attempt to scout a new path. You have no
choice but to drop into the dried-out canal bed. Alyx then disappears
from view.
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Alyx has disappeared, and there's no way to locate her. This is excep-
tionally bad news, but there's nothing you can do except continue
looking for Barney. At the base of the dry canal, check the back of an
old truck and near an overturned yellow car for Supply Crates. Then
look for the brick sewer entrance in the opposite wall. The only way
forward is down here, toward the barred gate.

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Open the barred gate to access a short drop down a brick gulley with
a couple of Supply Crates at the bottom. Use the Gravity Gun to zap
the crossbeam from a gate lock ahead, walk to the vertical planks,
and blast them apart.

In this corridor, a trio of Manhacks attempts to cut you off. Introduce
them to your Gravity Gun. Bars block the area ahead, so return to the
original end of the corridor, and hop onto the pipes.

end of the corridor, a Manhack attacks from the left window. Destroy
it, then head for the grating in the far wall and blast it apart. Scoot
inside a duct, and take the left or right route around to the opposite
side exit. Smash that grating open and drop down.

Check the area to the left. You can hear the hum of Manhacks from a
tunnel. Go in and destroy them as they tear through a barricade, then
move to the end of the passage, where the remains of a citizen lie
next to some items (usually an SMG). Move into the main corridor
and check the stack of boxes on the high ledge. Suck the boxes off
and claim the Supply Crate hidden here.
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Step through the opening to the right, then be careful-you may be
spotted by Combine Soldiers on an upper balcony. You're on a large
stairwell balcony with a nasty drop in the middle. Blast the Combine
Soldiers above, moving around the balcony as you do so. Then suck
the Supply Crate and drop it at your feet before obtaining the items
inside.

Continue down this balcony and stairs, dropping to the next floor and
locating a Zombie near a broken balcony. Blast it down the stairwell.
Walk around to the gap and drop to a lower area where you can see
light from a side passage. A couple of Soldiers spot you. An SMG
Grenade works well here. When in the balcony area, move to the
light, and into the passage shown here.

Below the balcony is a
secret stash of Supply
Crates left in a most
precarious place. Look left
and below, toward the
rusting vertical pipe with
the ladder on it, to spot the
alcove with the goods on it,

then jump onto the ladder (leap, then press @ to grab the
ladder). Go down and smash the crates, then return up the
ladder.

In the illuminated passage, you find a locked door. A second door to
the right is unlocked; open it and immediately train your gun around
the right side of the door to plug a Poison Headcrab. A dead citizen is
in the opposite corner; the Health Packs couldn't help him. Take
them, and then peer through the window. A bar keeps the outside
doors in the main passage shut. Suck the bar off the door and drop it.
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It seems the sewer system is not under Combine control. Head
around the corner and tear open a Soldier looking over a sewer
channel. Watch from this balcony as Zombies attack a couple of
Soldiers. One of them is grabbed by the neck, throttled, and sucked
up into a Barnacle's waiting maw. Chaos reigns down here.

Step to the right and around the corner to a dirt corridor with flick-
ering side lights. A Headcrab leaps at you; dispatch it. At a junction
farther ahead, two Barnacles hang from the ceiling. You can position
yourself so a Headcrab leaps at you and is caught by the Barnacle's
tongue, or just use a box as bait.

Investigate the far end of this corridor. There's a slumped body and a
Combine Soldier attempting to ambush from the right side. Simply
step back and watch the Soldier become entangled and yanked up
into a waiting Barnacle; this saves on precious ammunition. Run
around the right corner, up some steps to a dead end, and strike the
support strut in the left-hand alcove to gain access to the supplies
behind it. Watch for the descending Headcrabs!

Return to the middle of the side passage, feed a crate to the waiting
Barnacle, and drop into the sewer water channel below. Or, you can
destroy the Barnacle, wait at the top of the broken bridge, and
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strafe the Zombies without being harmed. When you've taken care
of the undead, trek to the far end of the channel for a Health Pack
before returning and heading into the square-shaped tunnel.

Step into this compact tunnel and strike down the Headcrab inside.
To the left side is a ladder. Remember this, but continue through the
tunnel until you reach another oily patch with a narrow double
passage.

Enter the right side of the
double passage and
immediately check the right
wall for a lambda logo.
Hidden at the back of a tiny
alcove is some ammunition.
Use the Gravity Gun to suck
it to you.

Be extremely wary! When you step onto the double passageway to
inspect the Health Packs at the base of the lambda secret, a
Poison Zombie appears. Close quarters and bad traction make this
a frantic combat. Attack immediately.

Here's an odd occurrence:
a series of pipes to bounce
across, recounting the
video game experiences
you had as a youth
controlling an Italian
plumber. There's even a
Headcrab between the
second and third pipes that
you can land on, and the attack kills it!
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Cross the pipes to the end
and break open your prize.
There's another crate to
your left, too. After
restocking, return to the
other end of the tunnel.

Climb the ladder in the low-ceiling tunnel up a level, and then shoot
a Poison Headcrab. Step out onto the upper walkway on the opposite
side of the sewer channel and run under the archway back down to
the sewer. There are two more Poison Headcrabs to smear. Drop to
the Supply Crates in the well-lit entrance that leads to Pump Station
67. Slaughter the Headcrabs on the ground and inspect the middle
passage ahead; a body holds a Shotgun and Health Packs.

Jump the masonry near the dead body and move into the base of a
huge pumping chamber. Look up; that's where you're going. Walk up
the slope to the tiny alcove left of the three small pipes ahead, and
grab the Magnum shells stored here. Next, travel up to the sloping
area near a red hut and look for a walkway across the other side.

Climb onto the walkway entrance on the opposite side to the red hut
and walk down it. A second later, an explosion causes the walkway to
crash down. Leap away and retrace your steps, then run and jump
over the gap caused by the explosion. Hop the twisted mesh door at
the end, and dive into the red hut for Supply Crates and two
Rechargers.
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You're being stalked by Combine Soldiers, and they have the height
advantage. They appear from across and up on the other side of the
chamber, or directly above you. Bring out your favorite weapon and
flick the switch inside the hut. This brings a large cargo platform
from the opposite side—the only way out of this predicament. Blast
Combine Soldiers through the grating above you and across from
you. Blow the explosive barrel off the platform before you run and
leap on it, but keep a couple of barrels on the platform so you have
some cover.

Try a Magnum shot, rapid-fire pulse, or SMG rounds. When
you're on the platform, pick up quickly and throw any Grenades
that land on the platform.

If you can, jump out of the moving platform into a nearby alcove to
the right as it reaches the same level as some soldiers. From here,
you can tackle the Combine from actual cover. After killing this group
and before another wave arrives, run around the balcony to the far
end of the pipe refinery area and locate the ladder. Ascend it and look
across to the upper red shed to notice a Lambda area.

A shadowy alcove to the left
of the red shed allows you
to stock up on supplies, but
you cannot reach this from
the pipes. Ignore this until
the area is secured, then
move around the shed to
reach this point, before you
exit the facility.

Climb to the top of the ladder and step out onto a mesh gantry just as
the skylights disintegrate in a shower of glass and two Combine Elite
rappel down to an upper walkway. You can't reach the walkway, so
you must take out the Elite from your current position. Bursts of SMG
fire or Magnum rounds do the trick. Then move along the white
double pipes, turn right, and carefully run across the narrow girder,
then up and left onto a side balcony.

Clad in white armor and sporting a Pulse Rifle and a single red
ocular sensor, the Combine Elite act in groups of their own kind,
or sometimes lead squads of Combine Soldiers. Firing faster and
more accurately than regular humanoid forces, they react to
combat in a similar way to Combine Soldiers, and must be
treated in the same careful and methodical manner. If you have a
choice, deal with Elites before regular forces.

Run across this balcony as more glass shatters above, and destroy
more Elite. Aiming may be difficult under these circumstances, so
continue climbing. Run across the balcony to the other side and
locate the ladder on the opposite side of the pipe refinery. Climb it
quickly to the top. From here, you're closer to the Elite (meaning
you're also more susceptible to damage).

CAUTION
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You have a lot of good options here: SMG Grenades, regular
Grenades, peppering rounds of pulse or SMG fire, and shooting
explosive barrels from the small stack to your left near the supplies.
Defeat all enemies before you escape this area. Head down the
ladder you just climbed, step onto a walkway halfway up, run to the
other side, and smash open the two crates to the left. Then stop, look
over the edge, and suck the Hopper out of the way so you aren’t
severely wounded by an explosion as you land on it.

With the Hopper detonated or hovering in your Gravity Gun's grip,
head quickly down the stairs (you can exit with enemies still

attempting to shoot you) and race to the bottom, where a rendezvous

with Barney is finally near.

and dashing to the far side of the street level, near where the final
sniper’s outpost was located.

Step out of the connecting passage into a courtyard with tenement
blocks all around you. A Combine Gunship hovers overhead as you
and your team assemble. There's only one route out: toward the
steps directly ahead.

Throw a Grenade over the low cement-walled staircase so it lands at
the top of the stairs to knock out a sentry gun at the top. Switch to
another weapon, and back up your team as they tackle the Combine
Soldiers on the stairs.

Enter the building via the steps and clear the connecting corridor of
Supply Crates and other scattered ammo. Check your team's
location; it should be four strong, with Barney among them.
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After climbing a number
of steps, you appear at a
corridor with windows to
the right overlooking a
large courtyard. A
squadron of Combine
Soldiers scatter and a
Gunship flies low across
the square. Barney chimes
in, “The bank or museum or something like that...whatever the
hell it used to be, now it's a Nexus for Overwatch in City 17. It's
the main source of pain for this part of town, thanks to a huge
suppression device that's raining down hell from the roof of the
place.”

Barney continues with the
game plan: "We'll have to
get in that building to open
it. Even then, the
suppression device will,
uh, suppress anyone
coming through.” A
rooftop assault is called
for, but first; "It draws
power from inside the building, so that's where we've gotta go.
All in a day's work, right?" Barney turns and begins to type the
unlock codes for the nearby doors.

Wind your way down the
steps, making sure that you
remove any Hoppers from
the ground, and punt this
one left, knocking over the
sentry gun. Once at street
level, wait for your team,
then step outside.

“So much for stealth. We've been spotted!” Barney hollers as the
ground nearby begins to boil, and then a large line of superheated
light blasts the ground, bathing it in white light and killing anything in
the way. Move to the side as the strike occurs, and run down the
street, ignoring the energy walls to the left that prevent you from
heading straight to the building.
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Your teammates are on their own here; your health is more
important. Wait until you see the ground pulsate with heat, and
then run past the area, out of its blast radius, before it fires. The
shots actually show the path you must take through this town
square.

Run across the right edge of the square, making sure you time your
dashes so you aren’t harmed by the incoming energy blasts. Move
along the right side near the large hole in the ground, waiting for
another blast to detonate before heading into an upturned
container and snagging some Health Packs and items. Run toward
the cover of the building ahead; it collapses a moment later, forcing
you to the left.

With Barney close by, and perhaps a few citizens (usually they don't
survive the Combine bombardment], time your runs out to the
sidewalk near the center of the square, and then onward to the far
corner of the area. Run past the pile of rubble, and you eventually
reach a doorway to a building on your left. Open the door with
Barney nearby.

When you enter the
building, there are two
Combine Soldiers to bring
down; Barney can do it if
you wish to conserve health
and ammo. Or, you can roll
a Grenade in and help your
friend out.

The side door gives you access to the other side of the energy wall
you couldn’t previously breach. Dodge a powerful blast near the park
bench as you run toward the concrete bunker. As you near this

building, bring out the guns and take care of the Combine Soldiers in
this pit. Dash inside.

Run across the bunker, up the steps, and out to a dirt area between
you and a building opposite. Run straight at the door to this building
and prepare an SMG Grenade. Three Combine Soldiers open the door
and try to take defensive positions to pin you at the bunker. Fire the
SMG Grenade at the Soldiers as they open the door before they can
disperse. Without a Grenade, rely on your rapid-fire weapons.

Open the door the Soldiers came out of and immediately gun down
another Soldier; he's guarding four prisoners to the left and won't
hesitate to kill them. Use the Crowbar or Gravity Gun on the lock,
then corral the prisoners to your cause.

Grab the Health Pack and
items from the table, and
break open the Supply
Crate for further goods.
Then wait as your new
team tools up with
Combine Pulse Rifles from
the weapon rack.

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You can order them out the door and into a firefight with Soldiers and
Elite on the steps of the domed building while you bring up the rear.
The team runs to the right of the steps, so you head left and catch
any remaining Combine forces in the crossfire. It is best to keep your
team alive, unless you're still badly wounded and can't afford to help
them out.

Head up the stairs into the
building and move along
the main corridor until you
reach the store room.
There, you can all tool up
with extra items, including
an infinite number of
Grenades.

Now move into the small chamber with the sealed Combine door. In
the corner of the room, Barney notices a square-shaped tile that
activates when a team member trips the laser wire. "Uh-oh. Turrets.”
Barney makes a suggestion: "You've got the HEV suit, you deal with
them. Then I'll work the security console.” Defeat the ground turret
with a Grenade roll while Barney attempts to deactivate the door,
then step through to the main foyer of this huge building, which you
discover is the old museum.

Ground turrets are interior gun emplacements set up to search
for signs of movement on the floor they are guarding. Their
sensors emit a constant range arc visible as blue laser light
coming from what appears to be a floor tile. The turret then rises
from the ground and a machine gun unleashes a fixed stream of
bullets. Defeat it by activating the turret, stepping to the side out
of its range, and rolling a Grenade (using @) into the turret's
exposed guts. Keep an eye out for the laser tripwires that warn
you a ground turret is nearby.

Head into the main foyer and train your weapon upward. A squad of
Soldiers is rappelling from the domed skylight, smashing the glass
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as they drop—ideally into your SMG or Pulse Rifle shots. Any Soldiers
that survive run to the large doorway with the Exit sign and an energy
wall you cannot cross. Send your team in to finish them while you
hide behind the rubble. Once done, move to the doorway just right of
the Exit area, step through, then to the side, and roll a Grenade into
another ground turret.

Barney is an exceptional fighter and tough. Put Barney in harm's
way until he protests that he's heavily wounded. This is key to
surviving these sections.

Step into a concrete corridor with a left turn at the end, and another
annoying ground turret to deactivate. However, this time your posse
is peppered with gunfire from a couple of Soldiers in the next
corridor to come. Send your team to deal with them while you
destroy the ground turret and mop up any remaining Soldiers in the
corridor. Follow the corridor around.

CAUTION

The corridor ends at a terminal and another prison with citizens
waiting for freedom. Barney heads to the computer terminal to
release them and power down the energy wall. This allows the team
to tool up with weapons.
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Leave the holding area and climb the stairs. Make a mental note of
this location because you must hold it later in your Nexus destruction
operation. For now, stop at the top of the steps and check the room
beyond. There's a generator in here, but a blue laser crosses your
path. This activates two ground turrets on either side of the room
entrance. Hide your team back at the stairwell, then activate both
turrets, run between them, and roll two Grenades immediately.

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The resistance is alive and
well, and attempted to secure
this building before; as
vandalism on the outer wall
shows the insignia of the
Lambda.

Step into the room with the generator at the far end. Barney informs
you, “I've got nothing to deal with those. What we need here is some
kind of action at a distance.” Produce your Gravity Gun and, just as
you did back with Alyx, blast the energy orb out of the shield
generator.

The building shakes.
Before you remove the orb
from the shield generator,
use the HEV Suit and
Health Rechargers in this
room. After the deacti-
vation, retreat out of the
room; reinforcements
arrive and head up the
stairwell where you just entered. Jog back and throw a Grenade
down to confuse and destroy this ambush attempt. Finish the
remaining Soldiers from the top of the stairs.
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Now head back into the generator room you secured, and go through
the far left doorway and around the building passageway to a short
exterior bridge. If you didn't take out the Soldiers on the stairs, this is
where you'd be ambushed on both sides. Now all you need to worry
about are a couple of Soldiers on the far side in the second section of
the building. Cut them down and leave your team out on the bridge
while you run through a tripwire and disable another ground turret.

Maneuver around the
corridors until you reach an
open doorway that Barney
stands beside, checking the
ground for a Hopper to
remove. "Wow," he
exclaims, "with that much
security, there must be
something good in there.
Go for it, Doc. I'll wait here till you shut it down. Be careful!”

Enter the room, which is filled with Combine generator technology. If
you've found a Hopper, suck it up and place it on the ground near the
entrance. Then move left and leap on the side of a piece of
machinery, heading past two laser tripwires on the ground. At the
end of the machinery, about-face to the right, jump to the small
metal platform, then right over more lasers, and follow the area in-
between the shelving units. Suck up a Hopper on the left side of the
unit, then crawl under the red laser tripwire.
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CAUTION

Don't destroy this Hopper either; drop it on the other side after you
crawl under the laser tripwire. Now turn right and inspect the group
of machinery and pipes in this area. Nimble footwork is vital here;
you need to locate the group of boxlike machine parts to the left of a
door. Stand on the far left edge of them, and watch out for the laser
tripwire millimeters to your right. Don't hit it!

From here you can move to the end of the boxlike machine parts,
jump the gap to a generator-like device with a pipe on it, leap onto
the pipe, and follow it to the far edge of the room, toward the wall.
Now you can drop down with ease, run to the closed doorway, and
open it by flicking the switch. However, before you do this, activate a
Hopper in the exit to this chamber (the second Hopper you removed).
Quickly place the other primed Hopper at the entrance once the
switch is pressed, or just as you reach it during the laser avoidance
maneuvers. Fill up at the Health Recharger, then press the switch.

Move down the now open corridor
to the bust of Breen, and opposite
that is a doorway to the second
shield generator room. A quick
blast with your Gravity Gun
removes the orb (although you
can suck it and use it as a
projectile for the fight to come),
after which a stream of six Soldiers attempts to cut you down from
the corridor. Keep them at bay at the doorway, killing any that enter,
then retrace your steps. Make sure you drop the Combine Elite

without dissolving him, as he drops Pulse Rifle secondary fire rounds.
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Return to the machinery chamber. More Combine Soldiers are
coming to help the team you just destroyed. You and Barney (plus any
surviving teammates) must hide in this chamber and guard both
entrances. You'll hear when they arrive, because the Hoppers you
rearranged explode, ideally taking one or two Soldiers with them.
Finish the rest while using the machinery as cover.

Use the map to check your location, then leave the machinery room
and go onto the balcony above the central foyer, down the steps, and
up the other side. From these pillars, you can see another shield
generator behind thick defenses (your next destination). Before
heading that way, defeat the Combine troops pouring into the foyer
below (the pillar and top of stairs can be used as cover). Grab the
Elite's ammo.

During this foyer fight, an energy wall prevents you from heading
onto the ground floor. To grab ammo, let all the enemies move
through the wall, then shoot them, or suck items from fallen
Soldiers by using the Gravity Gun.

Follow the corridor round to this entrance. Inside, ransack the crates
and items to the right side. Your way out is blocked by the sealed
door at the opposite end of the room, and the original entrance also
closes. You have been trapped inside this chamber. With Barney
nearby, stand near the hole in the wall to the left of the door with the
monitor near it, and throw Grenades at the incoming Combine forces
massing near the door.
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While Barney attacks this hole, step back and place any available

Hoppers in the room just in front of the two entrances. Prime them,
and wait for the Combine’s cutting tools to finish opening the door by
the monitor. As it opens and the Hopper activates, throw in a Grenade
to further wound the incoming Soldiers, then rush them with
automatic weaponry. Quickly spin around, wait for the original door to
open, and repeat this plan.

Try launching a rocket as the door opens for an even more
impressive (but dangerous) takedown!

The Combine menace is defeated. Stock up on Grenades, then exit
the far doorway into the passageway you just threw Grenades. Look
for the two laser tripwires in front of the next doorway. Peer ahead
into the next corridor to locate two ground turrets. Sprint through the
tripwires, directly between the turrets, and immediately roll a
Grenade into each turret’s pit.

Now sidestep into the final shield generator room, nab the Health
Pack and items on the table, and boost the final orb away from the
energy conduit. The building shudders, and the generators power
down. "That's it-they're all down!” Barney shouts. "That'll shut
down the suppressor on the roof as well!”

CHAPTER 12

“FOLLOW FREEMAN!"

Return to the main foyer. Head for the roof to commandeer a
skybridge from Combine control. Barney follows you down the
steps (now lacking the energy wall). Begin a firefight with Combine
troops stationed at the exit doorway; cut them down with Grenades
and quick shooting. Now is the time to utilize your Pulse Rifle's
secondary fire.

Head through the exit doorway, shining your Flashlight along the
floor ahead. You'll notice the Supply Crates and two Hoppers that can
badly damage you or Barney if you don't deactivate them. Round the
corner, and Barney works the computer terminal here, giving access
to the roof stairwell. At this point, you're joined by more resistance
fighters now that the building’s energy walls are shut off.

Barney completes opening the gate. Dash into the base of a stairwell.
An RPG lies on the ground, but don't switch to this weapon yet; climb
the stairwell with your Pulse Rifle trained on the upper floors,
knocking a sentry gun over on the way. Your team spots a few
Soldiers. Rush them. Continue up and onto the museum roof. Barney
stays behind.

Once on the roof, you see a
Dropship hum overhead,
transporting another
Strider into combat below.
You can't defeat either, so
ignore them and check the
immediate roof area for
Infinite Ammo Crates.
Locate them all.

A Combine Gunship has spotted you and your crew. Ignore your team
(or instruct them to move into cover by pointing at the machinery
near the dome and pressing ¥ ), and begin your usual combat
routine with this flying menace. Your position is important; use the
machinery as cover and stay in the area right next to the RPG Infinite
Ammo Crate near the right-side fence. The Gunship is closer now,
and is laying suppression fire for a Strider in the combat below.

Switch to the RPG, and scout the area for a couple of Supply Crates.
Stay away from some Combine stragglers and aim your RPG at them.
When you reach the area to the left of the museum dome, you
encounter a couple of Combine Elite. Use the RPG, then retreat to the
first part of the roof; your progress is temporarily halted.
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The extra cover and combat mayhem allows you to launch a rocket
over the railing (point the weapon up at the sky). Once the rocket
fires, steer it into the side of the Gunship as it passes around and
over the courtyard. It circles you in a clockwise pattern, and although
it is possible to blast it once it reaches the left side of the dome, it can
easily strike you, so seek cover. You can also peek out just after the
Gunship stops firing, and maneuver in a shot before it disappears
behind the dome.

Continue this combat, firing
over the railing and nailing
the Gunship as it is preoc-
cupied with the street war
below. After a number of
strikes, it explodes. You can
also fire at the Striders in
the street below, but this
doesn't help your current :
situation; it only helps the resistance fighters tackling those beasts.

When the Gunship is down, you
are free to move forward to the
Combine gate Barney is franti-
cally trying to override. At that
moment, a Dropship deposits
troops on the other side of the
gate, which swings open. Send
your teammates into the fray, -
tackling all enemy Soldiers they can. You can lead the charge,
because you need as many of your team as possible for the skybridge
battle to come. Head past the Recharger onto the connecting
walkway and bring down the last of the Combine Elite. Backtrack and
use the Rechargers.
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Your objective now is to take the skybridge. Force your team forward,
over the walkway, and to the bridge entrance, which slides open.
While waiting, slam a Crossbow bolt or RPG round into the Soldier
atop the watchtower, then bring out the RPG. As enemy Soldiers try
to reach the near side of the bridge, launch a rocket straight into
them. Now let your team move onto the skybridge.

Just so you don't bear the brunt of the Combine Soldiers on the far
side of this highly dangerous bridge, order all your team to charge
the other side. As they move over, stay behind and launch a rocket
(or two if possible) into the entrance they're running to; this should
tear apart the waiting Combine Soldiers. Launch accurately and
quickly, or you'll end up demolishing your own team! Then run to the
end of the bridge, fire in an SMG Grenade to clear the remaining foes,
and breath a sigh of relief; the skybridge is taken!
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The battle is far from over; if
you peer across from the
bridge before and after you
run across it, you can see
Striders engaged in fierce
street battles with resistant
fighters. The citizens need
some extra help.

Immediately launch a couple of
RPG rounds into its main body, and use the wreckage as cover when
it spots you. Continue to pummel the beast until it falls near the
museum steps.
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STRIDER

This giant tripod attacks with two weapons mounted to its snout:
a machine-gun-Llike rapid-fire weapon and a warp cannon. This
cannon causes instant death (and scenic destruction) when it
fires, so stay out of the shimmering light. Seek cover from the
machine-gun fire, and stay away from the beast, because it also
skewers human-sized foes with its sharp feet. Fire only powerful
projectiles at Striders; RPGs, Grenades, SMG Grenades, or Pulse
Rifle secondary fire orbs are all recommended. At least two,
four, or six direct strikes are needed to topple one of these
colossal fiends. The Strider only attacks you after you hit it, even
if there are other targets in the area.

Amid the chaos and battle, dash along the museum steps, using the
pillars and scenery as cover while a second strider moves into the
area. You're exposed in the open, so head immediately toward the
collapsed ground with the fires burning in it. A small sewer tunnel is
visible as you arrive; sprint here to avoid further gunfire, and stock up
on Health Packs and ammo.
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Be extremely careful when exiting the tunnel at the other side. Usually
a Strider is extremely close by. Unless you've damaged the beast
previously, save ammo and stay out of sight until it moves away, then
scamper out and up to ground level, turning left. You should notice
another Strider lolloping about on the courtyard's far side.

Sprint diagonally across the middle of this courtyard, heading directly
for the bunker ahead and left of you. Time your run so you aren't
strafed to death by Striders. Once inside the bunker, you have only a
few seconds to grab items from fallen comrades; a Strider is likely to
destroy the bunker's roof with a warp cannon shot.

Exit the bunker ready to execute some of the most daring moves yet.
Wait for the barrage of machine-gun fire to stop, then sprint outside,
searching for an area to use as cover. Unless you hear the Strider’s
warp cannon powering up, the bunker exit can be used as partial
cover as you drop a second Strider; diving behind the trees also can
give you a second or two of cover.

Your preferred fighting spot, however, is across the courtyard. Dash
from the bunker, turn right, and run directly to the corner of the
courtyard shown here. Once there, swing right and slow down to an
area behind a load of debris. Resistance citizens drop in Supply
Crates to your location. As this happens, switch to your Gravity Gun
immediately; a blast rocks the cover you're in, and masonry falls all
around. Don't stand near the walls, and stab @ repeatedly to grab
any falling concrete about to hit you.
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After this near-death experience, you can stay at this point, running
left and right in and out of cover, and using the Infinite RPG Crate to
its fullest; blast Striders and return to cover to reload. When you're
done demolishing, head left, watching out for a direct hit on an
upturned container. This opens up a room to the left, with supplies
and a recharger. Between Strider blasts (or after defeating one), grab
the items from the container, then run left.

You're almost out of this mayhem. Run directly at the assembled
Combine Soldiers and APC, and cut them down with a rocket or
Pulse Rifle ordnance. Sprint into the gate area, especially if you're
being targeted by a Strider, and use the APCs as cover. Step behind
the barricade and search for the steps leading underground in the far
left corner. Supply Crates are at the bottom.

At the base of the steps,
you emerge in a giant
underpass with bits of
debris strewn everywhere.
You are in extreme danger,
so pay close attention. Turn
right and sprint immedi-
ately toward the Soldier
standing at the far end of
the underpass. Do not slow down! A second later, the debris at the
left end of the underpass is blown apart, and a Strider crashes
through, firing directly at you! If you slow, even for a second, you can
be mown down by Strider fire. Don't even try to fight the Strider.
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UNDERGROUND

Instead, concentrate on
charging the Soldier and
gunning him down before
you reach him, then
continue to run down the
ramp to the left and into
the hole in a nearby
parking structure. The
Strider will still be
searching for you.
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You're temporarily safe—from the Strider—so move into the hole and
circle around this underground chamber to the exit on the opposite
side of the room. As you move, try dropping an SMG Grenade directly
into the doorway to destroy three incoming Soldiers before they
disperse. Alternatively, use the exploding barrel and boost it into
them with the Gravity Gun. This room also has Supply Crates and an
item inside a bathroom sink. Climb the steps, turn to the next
doorway, and throw a Grenade to unnerve another Soldier before
cutting him down.

As you reach the exit of this upper chamber, a Soldier heads in with a
couple of Type Il Scanners. Defeat the Soldier first if you can, then
destroy both Scanners. You can conserve ammo by using the Gravity
Gun to suck in a Scanner and bounce it off a nearby wall (or into the
second Scanner).

Head up another flight of stairs; timing your move so the Strider
stalking on the street outside doesn’t spot you. At the top of the
stairs, head right, down a joining corridor, until you reach an opening
on the left. Be very careful here, because the Strider may see you. Try
to launch a Grenade onto the upper structure roof, where a Soldier is
attempting to snipe you. This detonates some barrels near him.
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The particle beam of the Strider’s warp cannon is powering up when
you reach the open-air level of the ruined parking structure. The
destruction is immense, but also helpful; the attack dropped a
support beam to the ground on one side, allowing you to run up it to
the next floor. Stay behind support posts when the Strider begins to
fire at you.

Once at the top of the support strut, bring out the Gravity Gun to suck
and destroy a couple of Scanners, then turn right and maneuver
carefully across this topmost part of the parking lot. Being careful not
to fall, move between Strider cannon fire, using support posts as
cover. When you reach the end of the area, peer downward at a hole
leading to a stairwell below. Move down these steps, attacking a
Soldier if one appears.

The connecting passage
between the parking
structure and the final
assault area holds a Lambda
location that's easy to spot
and on your way.

Up ahead is an area of
rubble and a Strider moving down the street from right to left. Pluck
up the courage and blaze a trail to safety as soon as the Strider
passes so it doesn't spot you running and gun you down.

Sprint out and up the rubble, turn left onto the street, and immedi-
ately drop into an area of collapsed roadway. Dash under and out
again, and blast a waiting Combine Soldier on the way. Seek cover
from Strider attack at once by running straight for the cake shop
building ahead. Blast the window and Supply Crates out to the right
of the door and head through the opening you just made, claiming
the items that spill out. Then rush behind the display rack at the
back of the shop and hide from any Strider fire your team may be
encountering.
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During these Strider confrontations, don't shoot the Strider, or it
will fire on you.

Peek out of the cake shop looking right and run forward, aiming to
reach an alcove on the right side of the street as rubble and debris
ahead is blown out of the away by a second Strider. Stay tightly
packed against this alcove until it passes heading the way you just
came. Only then is it safe to step out and seek cover.

The escape route is via another
collapsed section of roadway
leading into the other side of the
underground parking lot. Once
inside, wait until you see a
Combine Soldier setting a bomb;
it is possible to witness this and
prevent a large explosion and a
portion of the lot sinking in with cars piling on top of the rubble.
Attempt to maneuver toward the assembled Soldiers on the far side
of this area, tackling them or forcing your team in. At the exit of the
parking lot, wait for reinforcements by the Supply Crate.

Your plan is to seek higher ground and deliver some punishment to
the Striders around the perimeter of this ruined building you're
moving through. At the top of the parking lot ramp, watch out for the
Soldiers on the roof wreckage above. Throw a Grenade or pepper the
area with SMG fire. Turn right and head diagonally through the
wreckage, plugging another foe on the roof as you go.
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Move around, watching the
rooftops for Soldiers, until you
reach this wreckage-strewn
entrance. Lob in a Grenade to
scatter the Soldiers waiting
inside. The survivors move up
the stairs inside this entrance.
Plug the Soldier on the roof
above with a Crossbow bolt, then follow them in.

Step into the entrance and move to the left, circle-strafing so you can
constantly watch the stairs on the other side of the entrance. Quickly
stop to open the Supply Crate in the alcove here, then rush the stairs
and tag the Soldiers at the top. A stack of crates is ahead; smashed
them and grab supplies (or suck them with the Gravity Gun) without
delay. Moments later, a Strider’s particle cannon obliterates the
ledge the crates are on.

Your assembled team can now be ushered to the area beneath a
wrecked wall. On the way, a Soldier appears at a blown-out doorway,
then another attacks from a second doorway. Keep to the right side
of the debris and deal with the Soldiers on these balconies. Your
team should be tagging any Soldiers in other areas and avoiding
grenades. Your reason for staying to the right side becomes obvious
when, moments later, the entire wall the Soldiers were standing on
is destroyed by a second Strider cannon blast!
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This strike is the timing you and your team need. As the smoke
clears, rush the open doorway and step into a scene of complete
destruction. While your team deals with nearby foes, stay in partial
cover (don't move into the open area ahead just yet) and use the
Crossbow to plug the Combine Soldiers hiding behind the debris
ahead on the upper floor.

Now it's relatively safe to step into the open area, making sure the
Soldiers on the roof above the entrance you can see to your left are
removed. Quickly run to the entrance and hit the Supply Crates
inside. As you emerge, check the skies. A final Dropship deposits
another Strider nearby. That's three you need to kill!

Head up the right side of the ruins, up the slope of wreckage to the
area where you fired the Crossbow, and move from debris to debris,
blasting with SMG or Pulse Rifle rounds and dealing with a Combine
Elite behind more wreckage. Turn left and blast an SMG Grenade into
the remnants of an elevator foyer, then rush in and bring down any
remaining Combine forces here. There's ample supplies and
Rechargers in here, so fill up.

Check the elevator banks for a set of steps to the side leading up to
the open-air rooftop that was once another floor of the building.
Crouch at the top until a Gunship flies past; you don't need to attract
its attention.
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Move onto the rooftop and check your directions. Striders move on
three of the four sides of this building’s remains. Combine Soldiers
appear on various rooftops too, but your team is dealing with them;
leave them to attack while you select your first Strider. Fire an RPG at
it from the upper roof, and concentrate your fire on this first Strider.
Do not fire at more than one Strider at a time, or you'll be targeted by
them, and there’s no way to dodge both sets of attacks!

CAUTION

The remainder of the battle against the three Striders is fought from
this vantage point, with you constantly moving back down to the
elevator bank to the HEV Suit and Health Rechargers. Use the top of
the stairwell as cover, and continue assaulting a single Strider until it
falls. Reload at the Infinite RPG Crate on the rooftop, and use the lid
(keep opening it) as a shield. Fire on the Striders in any order, but try
executing them in the order shown in the screenshots here, because
you'll have more cover to use when you move to the second and third
Striders.
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The resistance forces let out a cheer as the final Strider falls. All that
remains now is to escape the rooftop. Do this by carefully moving
across the zigzagging girders to the right of your rooftop vantage
point. When the girder reaches the outer wall, drop to the street. You
meet up with more citizens, who are pushing Combine remnants

back to the very base of the Citadel.

Move past Breen's screens
and into a chamber with a
triangular platform and a
giant stasis field in its
middle. Soldiers begin
pouring from the passage
to your right. Deal with
them as usual. However, if
you toss them into the =‘i\
stasis field, their bodies float, twisting in the matter the field
generates. But if you slam the Soldiers into the core of the field, they
disintegrate. You can even step into the stasis field and float around,
but don't enter the middle, or you'll be shredded instantly. When
finished, push the Soldiers back along the passage to the right.

Round the corner, face a
giant energy wall, and
search for a way to switch
it off. The answer lies in the
small conduit with the ball
of energy inside, to the left
of two waiting guards. Suck
the ball out of the conduit
to deactivate the wall, step s
into the room, and release the ball so it hurtles into one of the troops
in the same manner as your Pulse Rifle's secondary orb fire.

Pass the Recharger down the corridor to the right and stop when you
reach a larger junction with another energy wall to deactivate.
Destroy the enemies in this area, backing up to the initial room if you
wish to seek cover. Once again, the small energy conduit is on your
left. Suck out the ball, then step into the junction and look forward
and to your right for signs of reinforcements. They will arrive in force.
Toss them all about in a frenzy of well-timed Gravity Gun action.
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CAUTION

Don't forget two interesting strategies: you can blast a foe over
the railings into the main energy conduits that crackle up the
walls in both of these areas (a sure-fire way to get rid of a
Combine body), or ricochet an energy ball off the left wall of the
initial conduit chamber before the Recharger so it bounces
straight down the corridor (an expert way of demolishing
enemies charging up there).

Pitched battles with Combine Soldiers continue as more reinforce-
ments arrive from both directions and stop at the junction. Use cover
if necessary and remain in this deadly combat until the Soldiers
begin to back up. When you are able, move left down a large corridor
to a small set of steps near a computer bank, finishing off the
Soldiers here.

Pass the computer terminals and enter a narrower corridor with
another Recharger on the right wall. It is imperative that you use this
if you need it. Then continue deeper into the Citadel’s constructs.

At the end of this narrow corridor, another dark room with two
computer terminals opens up, and Breen cuts in to meet and
berate you: "Your mentors are partly to blame, of course. My
disappointment in Eli Vance and Isaac Kleiner is far greater than
my sorrow over your unfortunate choice of career path. They
threw away so much more than you. In a way, | suppose you
could not have done otherwise. Who knows what seeds of icono-
clasm they planted when you were young and gullible? But while
they certainly share a great part of the responsibility for the
recent troubles, it is you alone who have chosen to act with such
willful disregard for humanity's future.”
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You can shut Breen up by ripping the monitor or the large terminal
console from its moorings and launching it into a collection of troops
pouring into a central elevator shaft ahead. Or, you can blast the
terminal into the large conduit that arcs upwards on both sides; the
terminal disintegrates impressively.

Combat doesn't stop in this area. Soldiers come from three locations,
all passages connecting to a central elevator. On the opposite side
where you met the first Soldiers is a Recharger; use it between
Combine incursions. Now prepare for quick combat, picking up more
Soldiers and boosting them into their teammates, or dropping them
off the edge of the central shaft.

Head to the center of this
shaft, locate the switch,
and press it. A large
elevator descends.

Just like their teleport technology, Combine elevators take a while to
deliver their cargo, and you must wait for the platform to arrive.
During this time, expect extra Combine troop types to try defeating
you. Scanners try to blind you; blast them into the conduits or
Soldiers. More Soldiers arrive from corridors you cannot enter
thanks to the energy walls blocking your path.

Next come a number of
Manhacks; simply shoot
them away into the
conduits, suck and blast
them as you've done
before, or buzz-saw a few
Soldiers with the Manhack
sucked into your weapon.

Before you get on the elevator, make sure you've recharged at
the base of the shaft.
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You'll reach a second stasis field
chamber. This is your last oppor-
tunity to defeat Combine Soldiers
by throwing them into the field to
disintegrate out of existence.
Enemies attack you from the left,
then the right. Deal with them in
this area, running around the
stasis field and sucking enemies through it for quick kills.

Don't stay any longer than you need to; when the elevator arrives
(look for the gap in the center of the room to be filled with the
platform), hop on and ascend. This part of the infiltration can be
tricky. Combine Soldiers attack from openings around the shaft
perimeter, and it's difficult to see where they come from. Constantly
circle and deal with enemies by either sucking them in or using the
energy balls in the conduits as projectiles.

Your ascension continues for a number of minutes, and the speed is
agonizingly slow. It's a good thing you recharged before you got on
the elevator. Yet more Soldiers appear from distant balconies, and
you must defeat them all if you wish to avoid injury; a stream of
energy balls is the best plan, but you can suck Soldiers and then
throw them back at their brethren, or into the conduits as before.

Head around the corner and catch up on all the latest Breen gossip,
courtesy of two computer terminals. Rip them apart if you wish, but
quickly look to the left, where there's an extremely long and
immense corridor to move down. This is the interior of the Citadel,
and perhaps the location of the Vances could be within your grasp.

When you reach the top of
the elevator (you'll see the
platform if you look up, so
position yourself looking
forward as you arrive),
immediately suck the
energy ball out of the
small conduit ahead and
right to allow you access
into the next chamber. Then deal W|th the Combine forces.

A squad of Combine Elites and Soldiers temporarily halt you. They
step in from a side corridor, which, like all the others, has an energy
wall at its entrance and cannot be entered. Topple the Soldiers off the
sides or into each other, then step across the narrow plinth to the
next part of the balcony ahead and left.

Move up and around in a continuing counterclockwise path to a set of
three conduits. Suck the orbs out of the first, then step into the area,
swing around to the left, and prepare to repel the Soldiers streaming
in from a corridor behind you.

Your attack is simple. Shoot the orbs at the fusion reactor’s core. This
causes instability and blocks Breen's escape. After a couple of shots,
some metal shields appear, but blasting them with an orb shatters
them.
